
OUR INSECT PESTS.

INQUIRIES AND REPORTS FROM
VARIOUS LOCALITIES.

A Worm Pest,— Black Rugs Among

Gooseberries -Grasshoppers in
Vineyards— Hawk Moths.

Inaletter writtenbyG. F. Merriam,. of
Apex,San Diego county, dated May Slat, a
plague of cut-worms in the vineyards in

that vicinityis descril>ed, and from which
letter the followingextracts arc taken :

The cut-worn, If it is a cut-worm, works as
much by day as by night. We find it burled
ha..: an inch inloose soil, but it seems to prefer
to lie while quiescent under grass ontop ofthe
ground. Inthe crevices oi" boxes,- under boards,

and often under leaves ;they arc everywhere.
i At Bret when young the worm -„\u25a0< very dar>., or

greenish black in color. As -.'. grows ,-. gets
lighter, turning grayish yellow, striped, etc.
When growni.measures about two inches
in length, and nearly one-quarter of an inch In
diameter. 1 took a iwe this morning (May Slst)
anil walked over the vineyard, and only ia a
feu spots found worms in large numbors. fa

replaces where they had been very thick, they
are all in the ehryso stage In ftict, Ithink
all willbe in that stugc iv a few days. In some
places by pullingaside old dried grass and hoe-
bigoff one-half or three-quarters of an inch of
the surface of the ground, Ifound the chrysalis
as thick as they could well be crowded. The
worm changes toabrown chrysalis, witha very
tender shell, bat do. not spin ... cocoon.

The specimens sent arrived inbad eon-li-
tion, th gentleman who presented the
letter could not give further description of
the caterpillars than itcontained. He asks
the followingquestions :.

Can vo-.; give in. any information as to what
Class ofInsects deposits the eggs which produce
those caterpillars orcut-worms? May more than
one brood be expected, IIbo, when? Where
did they come from—none being ,-i;the pre-
vious year, and now the country is covered by
them. What remedy would you advise for
immediate relief?

WHAT THEY PBOEABLV ARK.

Reply : From the contents of the letter
nay impressions are that the caterpillar
described arc species of whatare commonly
termed the army-worm. Ifthey are, those
now in the pupa state will produce moths
during the present month ; and if so,
another brood of caterpillars may be ex
pected this season.

My reasons for giving this opinion are as
follows In the Northern Atlantic \u25a0 States
there is said to be only one brood of the
so-called army worm each year, but Pro-
fessors Riley and Thomas state that in the
vicinity of St. I/mis, and in Southern Illi-
nois, there are two or three broods. Pro-
lessor Thomas states that the time required
by these insects for passing through the
various stages of insect life,is about as fol-
lows:Egg, 14 days ;larva, 30 days; pupa,
17 days ; and a moth commences laying
her eggs in from 12 to 10 days, making a
total ofseventy-seven day-. Now,if these
insects belong to the army wormbribe, and
the first eggs were deposited by the ,>th of
April,allowing fourteen days before hatch-
ing, and thirty days in the larva state, the
full-grown larva would enter the pup;
state about the 20th of May. The perfect
insects should then emerge from the- pupa
state after remaining seventeen days
about the 4th or sth of June then allow-
ing twenty-six days from tie- perfect insect
emerging from the pupa, until the. second
brood of eggs is hatched, the larva of the
second brood would appear early inJuly.

nOW TO DEAL WITH THF.M.

As to where the worms come from,
wouldsay that, for the present, we know
the pests are on the premises, and the im-
portant query is, bow to destroy them? To
tins end *would advise that the vineyard
grounds be thoroughly but lightly culti
vated, and then rolled, by which method
the pupa can be destroyed to a great ex-
tent. On removing the surface ground
from around the vines by hoeing add by
passing a rollerover it, should the r;ater

pillarappear on the vines, take green alfalfa.
or cabbage leaves, etc., dip in a solu-
tion ofone pound of Paris green to fifteen
or twenty gallons of water and place near
the trunk of the vine for the worms to feed
upon. Itwould be we. to try this, and no
doubt quite a portion of them willthereby
be destroyed. Or spray the vines with a
solution "of pflhc gallon of alcohol, six
pounds of buhach, and forty gallons of
water. Tiiis -a... destroy a I the caterpil-
lars which the solution touches.

Mr. iriam also describee an enemy to
the caterpillars. This is probably the
larva*or grubs of the grout beetles— the
Calisomti, or ofthe rose beetles

BI.ACK BUfW ANO WORMS.

J. B. Saunders, of Susanville, writes:
1 send you larva from some moth laidon the

ends of limbsthat were cut offinpruning; alio
ah. caught on gooseberry bushes. Wherever
the black bugs uro found the berries drop <W,
and small worms are found inside, (live them
a name in the re Union.

Reply : The larva found on limbsthat
were pruned arc not the larva of a moth,
but belong to the plant lice family Apia
elidx, and to the genus Erlosama. Our
typical insect of? this family is the woolly-
aphis of the apple tree. The description is :
About one-twelfth of an inch long;- dark
orpurplish brown color, and covered with
a whitecottony secretion. They are with-
out honey tubes, but in their stead are two
small circular scars or aborted tubercles.

/ The specimen which is referred to as the
black bug, and on the gooseberry bush,
belongs to the familyPerlitle, of the order
Nueriiptcra. Their larva:arc aquatic, there-
fore the worms in the gooseberries are not
caused by the presence of this insect. Its
description is: length of body, three-quar-
ters of an inch; spread of wings, on an<
a quart inches; color, brownish-black;
under side of abdomen, rust-colored.

DESTKUCTIVK ISROWS OBASSHOPFER.
D. D. Hudson, of the Fresno vineyard,

says ina letter received :
A small brown grasshopper, that does not 2y,

has put in an appearance in our vineyard in
great numbers, threatening destruction on our
crop, which, we think, gpjod for 1,600. is, I
tun much alarmed over them, :iad am trying to
g>isome consolation or remedy. Have you ever
had any experience. Ordo you kuow anything
about their length of stay or the probable
amount of damage liable tobe done before dis-
appearing? An early reply willvery uiuoh
oblige.

Reply :The small, brown gmssr.oppe.r3
which you writeof ns being without wings
are probably the larvie or pupa: of our
common California grasshopper. Some
veers ago the vineyard ofR. B.Blowers, cf
Woodland, was infested by grasshoppers.
Mr. Blowera destroyed the "invaders by the
use of a pan, or trough, rigged upon part
of the running-gear of wagon, in which
asolution of coal oil and tar was placed.
The machine was run between the rows of
vines, and bushels of the pests captured
and destroyed. 1 cannot lay my hanJ at
present on Mr.Blowers' description of the
machine, but by writing to him you can
ascertain, or, as he will probably be at
Fresno next week, at the Viticultural -Con-
vention, you >can ascertain personally.
You should use every effort to destroy the
grasshoppers before they become wingeei.
which is about seven weeks after they are
hatched from the eggs. _ _
:•\u25a0;\u25a0\u25a0;.. STEEL-BLUE FLEA BEETHJS.

J. I" W., San Francisco.— The beetles
that you send are known by the popular
name ofthe steel-blue ilea bee-tie. They
belong to the family Chrysomelidx, Their
technical name is Haitica (Graptodera)
c.haljbea. These beetles are very destructive
to the foliage ofgrapcvir.es by eating botes
in the leaves. The larva: also feed on th
foliage.

Remedy: For an immediate remedy, a
solution of one gallon of alcohol, "six
pounds of buhach, and 'Si to 30 gallons of
water, applied with a pump and cyclone
nozzle, willdestroy them. Or take a light
frame of wood, made with a Blot or open-
ing to let in the trunk of the vine, ifthe
frame is cow . with cloth (sheeting) and
saturated with coal-oil. This is placed on
the ground under the vine where the
beetles are feeding, and by shaking the vine
the beetles will fall off, possum-like. As
soon as they fallupon die saturated cloth
they are killedby the coakoil. The larva
can be destroyed by dusting powdered lime
on the leaves, but the solution given above,
ma of 40 gallons fiven of water, instead
of 30, willdestroy them effectually.

How Gun-Barrets are Made.

The beautiful waves! lines and curious
flower-like figures that appear on tlie"sur-
face of the barrels arc really the lines of
ftfelding, showing that two different met-
als, iron and steel, are intimately blended
inmaking the finest and strongest barrels.
The process of thus welding and blending
steel and iron is a very interesting one.
Fiat bars, or ribbons, of steel and iron are
alternately arranged together and twisted
into a cable. Several of these cable- are
then welded .--'.her and shaped into a
long, fiat bar, which is- next spirally coiled
around a hollow cylinder, called a man-
drel ; after which the edges of these spiral
bars are heated and firmly welded. The
spiral coil is now put upon bat is called a
welding mandrel, is again heated and care-
fully hammered Into the shape of a gun-
bam Next conies the Cold hammering,
by which the res of the metal are se-
curely closed. The last, or finishing, oper-
ation is to turn the barrel on a lathe to ex-i
a.'. . its proper shape and size. By all tiiei
twistings and weldings and hammerings, I
the metals are so blended that the mass has
Somewhat the consistency and toughness
of woven steel and iron." A barrel thus j
made is very hard to burst. I.'itthe finish- :
ing of the inside of the barrel is an opera-
tion requiring very great care and skill.
What i3called a cylinder-bored barrel is
where the bore or hole through the barrel
is made of uniform size from end to end.
A choke-bore is one that is a littlesmaller
at the muzzle than it i.-: at the breech end.
There are various ways of choking" gun- !

barrels, but the object of allmethods is to
make the gun throw its shot close together
with cve-n and regular distribution and
with great force. There are several kinds
of metallic combinations that gtnimakers
use, the principal of which arc called Da-
mascus, Bernard and lamina steel; th
Damascus bane's are generally considered
the best.— [St: Nicholas.

long ago as the days of the Greeks and
Romans aslight, rianrce figure was admired
and stoutness looked upon as a deformity,
Martialridiculed fat women, and Ovid put,
larp;e waists in tho first rank of his -:iIC-]
dies for love. Several means were tried

\u25a0then, as now, not only to restrain an ex-
panding figure, but to exhance the beauties
of a very slight one. But they were of a
different kind from those with which we
are familiar. Bandages were worn, with
the generic name of fascix vumillara.
These consisted of the tttrophlum, the cloth
worn around the bo.j,om;"the timitt,asimple
bind below; and the zona, or waist-beit.
When bandages foiled, those who valued
the beauty of their figures had recourse to
a remedy prescribed by Scremis Sammo-
nicus. Tbey enveloped their busts .with
garlands of ivy, which were thrown on
the tire as soon as withdrawn, ar.-l
afterwards rubbed aH the upper
part of their figures cither with goose
fat mixed with warm milk, or with the egg
of a partridge. Men were as vain as the
women, ifwe arc to believe Aristophanes
and other writer*. The grp'.it comic dra-
matist mocked his contemporary "-'as

for wearing busks of linen-wood;and Capi-
toiinus, inhis biography of the Emperor
Anthony, mentions that he. also had re-
course to them to compress his swelling
figure. Testimony is conflicting, however.
Some contend thai the ancients wore veri-
table Corsets, arguing that when. Homer, in
describing Juno's toilet when she wishes to

ZINFANDEL GRAPES.

REPORT OF OFFICIAL EXAMINA-
TION RECENTLY COXCLUBEDL.

At the University Agricultural -Ex-
. periment Station, of Wines

from Different Localities. -'._.-\u25a0.'""

The following (Bulletin No.12} has just

been itHsaed officiallyfrom the Agricultural
Experiment Station, Berkeley :

'.-. .1 previous bulletin (No. 0, Apr-:': 2.
1881) were given the analyses of,thirteen
red (main crop) Zinfandel wines fromdif-

rent localities in the Stated with live oth-
-.- referring to second crop and1white

wines from the same grape variety. The
great predilection towards this grape, and
the great breadth of vineyards new estab-
lished in whichit forms the leading ingre-
dient, renders a full understanding of its'
general as well as local peculiarities' a mat-
ter of considerable importance to the viti-
culture! interests of the State.

Hence, the conclusions apparently fore-
shadowed by trie analyses heretofore _ pub-
lished have called forth widespread inter-
est; and contributions of samples from
totalities and locations not before repre-
sented have since so far supplemented the
data of the former bulletin, as to render i;

desirable to publish them in connection
and juxtaposition with those before re-
ported.. '

Inthe tabic below are given eleven addi-
tional analyses (or twenty-four inall), the
additional localitiesrepresented being Go-
verdale, Glen Ellen in the Son ma valley,
and the neighborhood of San Jivse arid
Mountain View, Santa Clara county :

*From grapes sent to the laboratory by the
producers. The rest are samples sent ready
made, hut with assurance oftheir authenticity.
t Very light.

[In the above table, in the column num-
bered 1i- given the solid contents, by spin-
dle; 2, alcohol, by weight; 3, alcohol, by
volume; 4, tannin; 5, acid calculated as
tartaric]

Incomparing the data ofthis table with
those given in Bulletin No. 9, itbecomes
necessary to take into account difference in
the location ofthe several vineyards of the
same locality. Thus, the conclusion that
the Zinfandels of Napa valley are deficient
in tannin appears hereto becontradicted,yet
only apparently; forthe Napa wines show-
ing a good to high tannin percentage inthe
present table are not from valley lain
proper, but from hill lands adjacent; thus
showing very important differences to arise
from what are commonly considered slight,
variations in location, Considering first the
point of"

SOLID CONTKNTS" OB "BODY,"

-We findinthe northern localities of Santa
ROsa and Clcverdalc two vintages (Nos. 'J
and 3) showing a heavy body, somewhat
over3 per cent., while in three vintages of
Glen Ellen (Noa. 4, 5 and 6} the average
body isquite light,like that of the valley
wines ofNapa (Nos. 8 and 9). Alongside
of the iatter' appeal two others (Nos. 7 and
10) from higher lauds of the wane locali-
ties, viz., King's and Crabb's vineyards,
both alii.'- showing a markedly heavier
body, as also docs .\u25a0pp. 12, from the hills of
Talcoa \u25a0.•-,\u25a0 -.-.1. Whether No. 13 grew on
low land in the same locality is not on
record, but seems probable.

No. 11, from Mr.Schemer's vineyard near
St. Helena, shows' an abnormally heavy
body for.the latitude, though in other re-
spects it docs not differ markedly from
other wines of the same region. The
anomaly maybe traceable '.-> some]
liarity in it.-, treatment or location.

Passing southward, we find a. remark-
able agreement in the Zinfandels of the
Santa Clara valley, '- --. 15, 16, 17 and in,
those from Mission Han Jose, west San Jose
and Cupertino creek alike coming within a
trifle of three per cent, of solid contents.
As none of these wines contain any un-
fermented sugar, the indication that in this
region the / infaudcl yields too heavy a
body for claret proper seems quite definite
and it is not a little remarkable that a
raiioiiso near the coast should in this re-
spect stand next to Fresno, an interior
region ofsteady high summer temperature.

As regards the latter, Richber'swine(No.
21) adds to the list of extraordinarily
heavy-bodied wines from that region, while
Denickc's 1882 (No. 2--') stands between
these and Risen

-
(No. 19), in which the

percentage is only 2.G;>. liwill probably
be found that both the latter arc from low'
ground, whilethe rest are fromhigher land.

'ALCOHOLIC STRENGTH.-
Since '.'\u25a0\u25a0\u25a0: alcohol percentage can, to a

certain extent, be governed at will by the
producer intlie degree to which he allows
the grapes to ripen, the lata ofthe table are
largely,-no doubt, affected by individual
practice ;yet heretofore it has been usual
to give the wines, as nearly as possible, the
maximum strength, in accordance with the
curiously irrational demand of the wine
imerchants. On the whole the alcohol per-
centage runs nearly parallel with that of
the

"
body," being highest, closely ap-

proaching the possible maximum, at Fres-
no, next highest inthe Santa Clara valley
ar.d at Stockton ;a lower average in the
Napa and Sonoma valleys, rising somewhat
at Santa Rosa and \u0084:iale. The great
variation in the three Glen Ellen vintages
(Nos. 4, 5and C) la quite remarkable, and I
so far as that of 1883 (No. 6) is concerned,
is probably in part due to the unfavorable \u25a0

season that so generally affectod the crop In
the northern part ofthe State.

THK TANNIN PERCENTAGE. '.
The analyses given in the previous bulle-

tin (No. 9) led to the conclusion that the
Zinfondets ofNapa valley were remarkably
deficient intannin, as exemplified inNos.
8 and 9. The more amp] data ofThe pres-
ent table show, however, that the outcome
is quite different in the hill land adjoin-
ing, forKrug's 1882 (No. 7) from such lands'
shows, instrong contrast joNo. 8, next to
the highest taunin percentage of the whole
table (29 promille), requiring to be blended
in order to subdue the harshness. Crabb's
1833 (No. 10), also from higher land, gives
Qver7 -...ro mille, and ScheiHer's (No. 11),- wise from slope land, IS pro mille. Of
Drummond's Glen Ellen wines, from red
slope lands, one shows 14 pro mille.the
other two respectively 7 and 8.6. 'It thus
appears that while in but few cases the
tannin rises quite as high as the average of
French clarets (20 pro mille), yet a respect-
able amount is obtained in the hilllands
ofNapa and Sonoma; so that there can be
littledifficultyin obtaining all that is de-
sirable by blends . with grapes naturally
richer annin than the /Siifandels. -,'\u25a0

Denicke's 1882 (No. 22) shows again the
tendency of Fresno wines to high tannin,
as already previously .shown. But the
climax is '..:.- linlliihber's 1883 (No.

23), which shows the astonishing amount
of 33.8 pro mille, making with its high
body, high alcohol and low acid, aproduct
of exaggerated Fresno peculiarities, hardly
pleasant to drink as it is, but exceedingly
useful for blending purposes. It willbe
highlyinteresting to ascertain in whatpre-
cise locality and under what circumstances
Mr.ttichber's wine was produced, as it will
give important iuilications as .to the rela-

tions between -soil and grape product in
tkatregion;;;;;,;\u25a0;-;• V .;":;'•.

Itis interesting to find that in the vintages
of 1883 the acid is inNapa and Sonoma al-
most throughout lower than in 1888, or
than the average of previous vintages on
reoord in the Santa Clara valley. How-
ever. Doyle's and Portal's 1883 show an

average uour to that ofGa.lleßo9 l!*8"2, in-
dicating that the causes that depressed this
factor to northward were less active here.
Similarly, ltoquesne's and Denicke's wines
of 1883, Fresno, show a good acid percent-
age, the Latter being.almost throughout 'a
remarkably wellproportion-ed and palatable
wine of itsage, almost identical withthat
of the Cajon valley, No. 34.' • ctO^ci-csions.

Th"c showing made by the above table in
respect to the wide•differences caused by
locality and climate in the composition of
Xinhinde! wines is sufiiciently eloquent of
the need ofdetailed and cloee observation,
ineach region, ofthe prominent peculiari-
ties,to ordar to adapt to them the proper
blends. Ifacertain proportion of Mataro
or Trousseau makes the most acceptable
blend in the Santa Clara and Livermore
valleys, itdoes not prove thai then me will
be best inNapa and Fresno; tie- more -is

the other grape varieties are undoubtedly
similarly modified in the several localities.
Ithas been thought best to push through,

Moderate Drinking.
There an- found inallparts oftlie coun-

trymen and women who use alcohol regu-
larly and in limited quantities. Toithe
casual observer they go on for years in this
state and are apparently no worse, and
finally die at last of some common disease,
leaving the reputation of having lived
what the inebriate would call an "ideal
life" of moderate drinking. Why they
drink is not clear. Ifthey have any rea-
sons it is always sustained by their un-
bounded faith iii the capacity to abstain at
any time at will. These cases are inebri-
ates in every respect, except in the promi-
nence and intensity of the symptoms
There is no difference between tin- chronic
case of the lowest type and the highly re-
spectable moderate drinker, except -one of
degree.

Both are suffering from a positive phy-
sical disease. Inope case the disorder is
developed, in the other it is in.the incip-
ient stage. In the latter, from some ob-
scure reason, the ease never goes on to full
development, but is always on the

cause;* whichmay or may not be applied.
Arepellingpower exists, which builds up
and neutralizes tin- injuries received from
alcohol to a certain extent. Itisnot will
power which makes the difference between
the inebriate and moderate drinker. Itis
physiological and pathological conditions
of the brain, which the possessor ascriljee
to willpower. Alcohol -cannot be used- in
moderation without grave injuries to the
nerve centers. «

The moderate drinker is always diis^ased,
although to the non-expert there are no
clear symptoms or coarse lis-.,:,' that criti
he seen. A careful study will reveal phy-
sically an irritable condition of the heart,
with stomach and digestive troubles, alto
changing and disordered functional activ-
ityofall the gins, at times. Psychically
the disposition, habits, temper and mental
state slowlyand gradually degenerate and
become more unstable. The higher mental
forces drop down or give pluce to lower
motives and ambitions. No matter what
bis position of lifemay be, or In.- objects or
plans, the moderate use of alcohol will
aitcr and break down both physical energy
and precipitate destruction. Moderate
users of alcohol always dii from discrafca
provoked and stimulated by this drag.
They always transmit a legacy of defective
cell energy and exhaustion, which most
readily finds relief in any alcohol ..-:._•
c tic

But only a .small per cent! of moderate
drinkers remain so until death! The dis-
ease goes on to fall development in in-
ebriety in a vast majority of case The
boasted win power to stop at all times is
powerless bcfere.fta peculiar eseiiing cause.
Those who never go beyond this moderate
use have simply never been exposed to this
peculiar exciting ... The moderate
use of spirits for a life time is a mere acci-
dent in the order ofnature, and the ability
to stop, resting in the willpoweri3a popu-
lar fallacy. A certain number of cases
have signs of incipient phthisis, whichmay
never burst out into the full disease. A
small number of -cases expose,! to small-
pOX, or any infectious disease, never take-
it;but these are the rare exceptions, whose
causes are unknown, from which no de-
ductions can be drawn".

Moderate drinking that does not go on to
inebriety is also (he exception. The chain
of exciting causes thai bring or. these ex-
treme stages may ormay not be understood,
buttbeyalways breakout ...
in the history of the case. Practically tlie
study of this early stage of inebriety is of

<the utmost value in the treatment. Here
remexiial measures -cr.n be made the
greatest avail in cheeking and preventing
any further progress of the disease. When
inebriety is fullyrecognized as a diseased
condition, requiring study and medical
care, this prexiroiuicperiod of moderate
drinking wiiireceive th attention it de-
serves,
Inthemean time, as scientific men, we

mu'rt continue to call attention to this early
beginning of inebriety, so fullofindications
and hint*,of the March of the disease,
whose progress and termination can often
be predicted with positive taint;
