Deger-sea Fisn.—These fishes are all flesh
eaters, with well-developed dental systems ;
the absence of it prevents the growth of
marine algwe in these depths; and as a gen-
eral rule all the .fish found below 150 |
meters are of necesity preddatory. These
deep-sea fishes, as Dr. Gunther reminds us,
do not belong to any peculiar order, but |
are chiefly modified forms of surface types;
some vk these modifications being no doubt
very extreme, but serving as indications '
not only of the struggle for existence, but

{ also of the plasticness of the forms to adapt

themselves to the extreme conditions un-
der which they live. The most remark-
able phenomena in connection with their
deep-sea life is doubtless the tremendous
pressure whichh has to be borne. No one
<eems to doubt that these deep-sea forms !
live as active life as surface forms; indeed
their very appearance seems to indicate a
swiftness and energy of movement not to !
be surpassed by surfyce swimmers; and we |
may believe that the abyssal pressure has
a great deal to do with keeping thejr feebly |
calcareous bones and delicate muscilar sys-
tem compact and in a condition for effective
use.
