
FISH IN THE SACRAMENTO.
llow the Salmon Spawning Grounds are

Being Itespolled— Keinark.-ible Increase
of Shad-Ete.

Fish Commissioner Buckingham is without
doubt as well posted on tish, particularly those
of the Sacramento river, as any man on the
coast. Having been a fisherman for upwards of
twenty-five years, his knowledge in that line
peculiarly fitted him for the office to which he
'was appointed, and which he has so well filled.
His efforts, as well as those of the two other
Commissioners, Messrs! Redding and Dibble,
have been t.i stock the rivers and streams of the
State with food fish, and so far as possible to

prohibit fishing during the close season, and the
nse of Illegal nets aud seines at all times. The
Board, through its agents, having patrolled the
river and bay?, and in a great measure stopped

the illegal fishingofseveral hundred Portuguese

and Greeks, and upwards of2.000 Chinese, Com
missioner Buckingham thought he would visit
the salmon spawning grounds ia*heSacramento
river in the inIghborhoodof the town of Colusa.
Here, to bis utter astonishment, he found ten
wellregulated fisheries located OU the gravel
bars or spawning grounds wnbh extend one
mile below and three miles above the town.
These fisheries are conducted both by Chinese
and white men. They take from the stream

LARGE QUANTITIES OF SHAD

And salmon. What livh pass through the seven
and a quarter-inch mesh of the nets used in the
river at and below Sacramento city are taken
inseine-nets,- which are about thirty fathoms
in length, witha mesh only three and one-half
inches in size. They do all their fishing on
gravelly bi^rs and riffles. The fishermen them-
selves acknowledge that they cast their nets on
spawning grounds, often capture ilsh in the act
of spawning, and that their nets kill all the
eggs there deposited.

Mr.Buckingham caused the arrest of ten
the violators, and prosecuted them in th.eJ.uwn
Of Colusa. The citizens of that place nf first
sympathized with the fishermen, and for a time
.1 looked as though a conviction by a jury
would be an impossibility. They seemed to•Link that the object of the Fish Commissioner's
visitwas to oppress their people, and deprive
their local markets of tish. \Vhep, however,
the Fish -Commissioner obtained an opportunity
toexplain his duties he showed them how the
continuance of that kind offishing would rob
our streams of both salmon and shad. Itwas
not the loss of the fish, but

THE DESTRUCTION OF SPAWN
Which he complained of. He also explained to
them that ifthe same sized seines were used in
the river, in the neighborhood of Sacramento
city, they would not catch a salmon or shad at

Colusa With such argument- he convinced all
the fair-minded people that it was to their in-
terest, as well as that of the entire State, to pro-
tect the spawning grounds and prohibit the fish-
ing with nets of the size used by their local
fishermen. Of all those arrested but three were
convicted, tin- juries refusing to find an em-
ployer guilty. The three men who were con-
victed were fined $50 each. One fishermau
informed Mr. Buckingham that three years
ago he captured sOo large-sized salmon In seven
hours on the spawning grounds near Colusa ;
some of them were so ripe as to be unfit for food,
and hail to be thrown away. The Commissioner
thinks that the only way to save the total anni-
hilation of salmon and shad in the Sacramento
river is to have the Legislature, at its next ses-
sion, enact a law prohibiting the fishing with
nets above Jacinto. The fishermen in the
neighborhood of Colusa were protected while
prosecuting their illegal vocation by pickets,
who patrolled the banks with Winchester rifles,
and warned offallper-, ph.- who offered to ap-
proach.

The run of salmon in the river has increased
slightlyduring the pas; two weeks, but is too
light to be profitable to fishermen, and not
enough to give employment to the canneries.

Buckingham .- of the opinion that, while for
local food fish the introduction of shad was a
good thing, i.i a commercial view it was a bad
ttnng, for the followingreason: The meshes ofa
shad net are only ball tip. size of a salmon net,
and willof course catch the calves of salmon,
whichonce caught willnot be returned to the
water. The fisherman, as a general thing, is
Improvident and does not look forward to the
next year's catch. He s.aid he verilybelieved
Ifall the salmon in the Sacramento river were
caught except one female, and she was on her
way up the river to the spawning grounds,
ninety-nine out ofevery one hundred fishermen
along the river would strive to capture her, so
as to be nolo to say that they "caught the last
tCllT.ol!.''
