Desires to Correct Statement.

Eds. Record- :Will you kindly
permit me to correct through your columns
a statement made by your evening contem-
porary on Saturday last?- Some one, in
order to glorify Mr. La Rue at the expense
of two-thirds of the delegates from Sacra-
mento county to the Stockton Convention,
has furnished a reporter of that paper with
a very highly varnished statement of the
proceedings of the Convention, so far as
La Rue is concerned, but has been very
careful not to alludeto the actual farts, and
La Rue's conduct in connection with his
candidacy there.

In the first place, neither Mr.Hinkson
nor Mr.Stephens was a candidate for dele-
gate at large. They were candidates for
district delegates, but other gentlemen were
elected through a combination formed by
Mr. La Rue with others in his interest.
But General James L. English, of this
city, was a candidate for delegate at large,
and the two-thirds of the Sacramento dele-
gation who did not vote for Mr.La Rue
were friends of General English.

On the Friday preceding the sitting of
the Convention Mr. La Rue volunteered
the statement to General English that he
was not and wouldnot be a candidate for
delegate to the Presidential Convention,
saying that he could not afford to go to
Chicago. La Rue then went to San Fran-
cisco, and on arriving at Stockton "iiMon-
day night he immediately announced him-
self as a candidate for delegate at large,
utterly regardless of the assurance he had
given General English that he would not.
be a candidate, and the friends of General
English in the Sacramento delegation could
not as honorable men, after General Eng-
lish's withdrawal, sanction La Rue's dis-
honorable and treacherous conduct by vot-
ing for him.

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Rough on the Millers.—For several
weeks after the electric Lights were put up
in this city the sidewalk under the street
lamp.- were nightly covered with large
black water bettles. Attracted bythe light,
they would assemble in large numbers, and
coming in contact with the electricity, they
would drop dead on the walk. For several
days past but few of the beetles have been
seen. Whether the electric light has '"gut
in its work"so effectually as to extermi-
nate thai class of bugs, or whether, like
certain styles oi ladies hats, they are out
of season, is not known. For a week past
the crop of bugs killedoff by these lights
has been almost entirelyof the class known
as millers. The lamp at the Eldred House,
one block from the State Capitol, itis esti-
mated killsnightly at least 5,000. That at
the State House also kills a large number.
li this light would capture the codlin
moth in the same manner, itwould seem
that the question of its extermination is
snivel.

Bessie was an only daughter
of Mr.and Mrs. Henry Adams, of Elliott,
and the people of this community deeply
sympathize with the grief-stricken parents
in their sad bereavement.

SATURDAY NIGHT'S RIOT.
Grand Achievement of the First Artillery,

Regiment— The Mob fuelled Without
the Loss of a Man. ;;'\u25a0\u25a0 c* \u0084;

At11:45 Saturday night the tire bell at

the engine-house onFifth street rang out

a loud and long alarm. At that time of
night the

bed. There was a raising of windows, a

popping out of night-capped beads, and an

anxious inquiry of the next door neighbor
of, "Where's the fire!" The prolonged
ringing of the bell soon convinced all that
itwas not an alarm of fire,but a signal for
the assembling of the National Guard to
quell an imaginary mob, as was stated in
the Recobd-Uxion several days since would
take place. There was a rushing of the
boys for the armory, and in less than ten
minutes fully 200 of the National Guard
reported ready for duty. Of the live com-
panies inthis city they each were repre-
sented by from40 men "upwards. They as-
sembled in the armory and reported ready
lor action to regimental headquarters. The
object of the riotdrillwas tosee how many
men could be got out and how soon, inrase
an emergency should arise when their serv-
ices would be required, as was once, when
a mob threatened to take Hiirtad.i and
Raten from the city prison.

Brigadier-General Carey had his head-
quarters at the Golden Kagle Hotel, and
his orders were made to Col. Sheehan, and
through him to the Captains in writing, in
strict compliance with military usages.
Company A, Captain Burke, was sent on
the double quirk to the Postoffiee, at

Fourth and Xstreets, with orders to clear
the sidewalks and allow no one to pass.
The Cadets, Captain Kay. were sent to the
Golden Eagle Hotel with similar instruc-
tions. Company E,Captain Xisen menger,
was detailed to guard the Court-house and
Hall of Records, while Company G, Lieu-
tenant Sheehan, guarded the armory and
intersection of Sixth and _ streets. A de-
tailed guard under Lieutenant Fontaneau
had charge of the north and east
entrances of the armory, ami none were
allowed to pass without the countersign.
Company ti tired several volleys at
an imaginary street mob. Company Aat
the Postoffiee and E at the Court-house,
had positive instructions not to fire unless
they were assaulted, consequently they did
not burnpowder. At 12:20 the Colonel re-
ported to the General all quiet. Instruc-
tions were then issued forall toassemble at
Seventh and .1. where they went through a
sham street tight, and fired volleys by
wings. About 12:40 iiwas announced that
allthe rioters who were not killed had been
dispersed, and orders were issued for the'
troops to report immediately at the arm-
ory. On the call of the rollnot a man was
missing, and but two were wounded, and
they but slightly. The Commissary had
an excellent lunch prepared, and the "brave
buys in blur drank coffee and ate crack-
ers and cheese like old veterans.

The tramping around the jail, the wild
alarm, the shouts of the crowd and the fir-
ing of the guns filled the prisoners in the
County Jail with terror, especially poor
Raten, the murderer of Lansing, who
thought his time had come. Some of the
prisoners begged Deputy Sheriff Oni for
arms to defend themselves with.
