Death of Bishop Simpson.
Philadelphia! June 18th.—Bishop Simpson,

of the >! E. Church, died this morning. Bishop
Mathew Simpson was born inOhio on June in,
1810. He graduated nt Allegheny College, Made-
vine. Penu., in 1882, and received the degree of
M. D. in 1833, but in the same year entered the
university of the Methodist Episcopal Church.
In1837 he was elected Professor of Natural Sci-ences in Allegheny College, and two years later
President of Indiana Aslnirv University, atGrecncastle, Ind. In 1848 he was appointed edi-
tor of the Western Christian Atlrorair,Cincinnati,
and i1852 was elected Bishop. He has been
specially active in the promotion of education
and missionary enterprises. During the civil
war he v.as employed on important commis-sions, and delivered many addresses insupport
of the Union. In1863-1 he made an extended
European tour, studying the missionary status
and wants of bis church In 1875 he was ap-
pointed to visitagain the mission conference 111
Euroiie.l
