DOMESTIC.

United States Senate.
W ASHINGTON, June 19th.—Butler called up his
resolution providing for an inquiry into the
condition of the New York National banks.
After debate, the matter went over.
The bill to prevent the importation of tea
dust into the United States was passed.
The Mexican pension bill was then taken up.
Ingalls submitted a modification of his ar-
rears of pension provision, the modification
providing, so far as arrears are concerned, there
shall be no diserimination between the rates
allowed to a private soldier and an ofticer.
After some preliminary discussion as to the
probable addition to the annual cost of the pen-
sion list by the adoption of the amendments
proposed to the bill, Beck said the Commis-
sioner of Pensions had estimated the amount at
about $246000,000. It seemed to be tacking on
about $241,000,000 to the bill, as it originally
called for $5,000,000. He presumed the intention
in making this addition was to kill the bill.
After a lengthy debate, the Senate went into
executive session, and soon adjourned.

WASHINGTON, June 19th.—The House met in
continuation of Wednesday’'s session, and re-
sumed consideration of the Pacific Railroad
bill.

Threats Against the Government.

NEW YORK, June 19th.—A Sun's cablegram
from London of the 1sth Another out-
break of Socialism is imminent at Vienna. In
consequence of the murders of Herr Eisert, In-
specter Kenbeck and Detective Block, last year,
hundreds of suspected conspirators were ar-
rested and many released only after they had
been escorted to the frontier and left there with
the injunction never to return to Austrian soil.
Most of these exiles have gradually returned
and become more and more bold in showing
themselves, although aware that they were
known to the auchorities. A few days ago the
Chief of the Imperial Secret Service issued an
order that every one of these returned suspects
should be arrested. A wholesale raid resulted,
and scores of men and women were captured in
Vienna and elsewhere. The prisoners were not
taken before the magistrates in the localiti
where they were arrested, but conveyed under
guard to rious remote portions of the empire,
and the fate of some is a matter of mysterious
conjecture. These proceedings have caused
much excitementat Vienna, and Socialists there
are openly menacing the Government with
sanguinary reprisals.
