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Commencing on the 10th instant, a Con-
vention was held at Fresno of the vine-
growers. The call for the Convention was
issued by Commissioner George West of
the Sau Joaquin district. The Convention
organized at the opera-house, and adjourned
to visit, the vineyards located between the
Southern Pacific Railroad and King's river.
The Barton, Fresno, Kisen, Kgger and other
vineyards were visited, and the party re-
turned to Fresno late in the evening. On
the forenoon of the 11th the vineyards of
T. C. White, Miss Austin, Judge North and
others, located in the colonies, were visited.
The Commissioners present were Preside
Arpad Haraszthy, Commissioner at Large;
Charles A. Wetmore, Commissioner at
Large and Chief VitieulturalOfficer Chas.
Krug, Commissioner of Napa District; I.
De Turk, Commissioner of Sonoma Dis-
trict, and George West, Commissioner of
ban Joaquin District.

Among the visitors were Mr.Kohler, of
Kohler <fc Frohling, San Francisco :Dr.
Btillman, of San Bernardino; Mr. Mc-
Pherson, of Los Angeles ; Profess
Wickson, of the Rural Press; Mr. Ball,
of the Merchant; Professor Rising, of the
State University; Professor Pondorf, G. N.
Milco, Horticultural Commissioner, and
many others, all of whom were enthusi-
astic in expressing their pleasure at what
they had witnessed of the productiveness,
etc., of the Fresno vineyards and orchards.

The Convention was called to order at 2
o'clock p. m. The subject for discussion
was the raisin industry. The raisin
makers were well represented, and the di
cussion in favor of an increased tariffon
foreign raisins was participated in by
Messrs. White, North and Miss Austin. of
Fresno, McPherson, of Los Angeles, Dr.
Stillman, of San Bernardino, and others
The question of tariff was referred to a
Committee consisting of Messrs. White,
Stillmanand McPherson, to report to the
Convention 'on the morning of the 12th.
The committee at time designated reporter
stating as the sense of the raisin-growers
that the tariff on raisins should be 5 cents
per pound, as at the prices now receive*;
for raisins of good quality less than 25
rents per twenty-pound box was received
for the grapes used in making the raisins.
The report of the committee was adopted
by the Convention, wi.honly one vote (a
free trader) in the negative.

The afternoon and evening sessions we
devoted to discussion on fermentation, va-
rieties of grapes, best method of building
cellars, insect pests of the vine. etc. The
Convention adjourned at 11 P. M.

vineyard caterpillars.

In visiting many of the vineyards in the
vicinity of Fresno, the presence of the
caterpillar or Achemon Sphinx (Philam-
pelis Achemon) is readily detected, and
strenuous efforts are being made for the
extermination. Some growers have
over fiftymen taking them oil' the vines by
hand picking, and others are utilizing
turkeys by herding them in the vim yard.
On Wednesday afternoon Iwas invited to
witness an experiment mad. by Dr. Kisen
of Fresno and Mr. Milco of the Bullae
Manufacturing Company, at the Barton
vineyard, whit contains over five hundred
acres ofbearing vines. In some sections
of this vineyard the caterpillars are present
in immense numbers, especially on one
twenty-four acre lot. Seven vines were si
lected and sprayed with a solution of one
pound of bubach to fifteen gallons o
water. The time occupied in spraying th
vines was seven minutes. Twenty 'minutes
after the spraying commenced the catter-
pillars commenced to fall from the vines;
in thirty minutes there were only three
living caterpillars found on the seven
vines, and in thirty-eight minutes all were
on the ground. The vines were carefully
examined by Mr. Barton's foreman, who
gathered the caterpillars and placed them in
a tin vessel, which was afterwards taken
toFresno and exhibited at the Convention
The success of the experiment being made
known to Mr.Barton, he at once ordered
sixdouble-spray pumps and a large quan-
tityof bubach to clean his vineyard. On
his return to the vineyard, late "at night
Mr.Barton's foreman informed him that the
experiment was a failure; that the cater-
pillars that fell off had returned to thevines, etc. He therefore countermanded
his order forpumps and material, ate: con-
cluded to continue the hand-picking
method of extermination. The subject
was brought before the '

invention for dis-
cussion. Istated what 1 had witnessed, as
given above, and also that Mr. Barton's
foreman was certainly mistake] as it is
well known th. : those caterpillars do not
travel from one vine to another, except
where the foliage of the vines intermingle,
making the access between the vines easy ;
that the caterpillars on the vines we're
gathered by Mr. Barton's foreman and
brought by Dr. Risen into Fresno, three
miles distant, therefore U was mutter im-
possttnlitu fiir the caterpillars to return io the.

1consider the result of this experiment
ofthe greatest value to the vine-growers, as
this solution properly applied will effect-

ually destroy the pest and
relieve the vine-growers
from the danger of an
attack ofa second broodoi
these caterpillars, which
appear in the latter part
of August and September.
To those who are not ac-
quainted withthe appear-
ance of this caterpillar
the accompanying figure
is given, representing the
natural size. When it is
taken into consideration
that as many as .:> of
these have been found on
one vine, the danger can
be readily understood if
these pests are allowed to
enter the ground and pro-
duce a second brood of
moths. The expense of
cleaning a vineyard with
the solution named will
vary according to the size
of the vines. Mr, Par-
ton's vines are large and
neatly tied up to the
slakes. They could be
thoroughly cleaned for
about one cent per vine.

Also, how many
timae, and what months in the year do you ad-
vise washing the trees? Ifyou have published
there answers in full, please tell me where I
can get them, and pardon my troubling you.

Reply:Do not use lye on foliage; it•>
liable to injure it ifput on strong enough
todestroy the scale. lam opposed to the
use of coal oil on trees, except in extreme
cases, and think the quantityrecommended
not safe to be used on foliage. Use whale-
oilsoap or strong home-made soft soap, ten
pounds; sulphur, three and one-quarter
pounds; water, fourteen gallons. Thorough-
lyspray the foliage when the young scale
are moving, and repeat as each brood ap-
pears. Two, or at outside, three washings
will clean the trees ;the sulphur willde-
stroy the fungus or black smut on the
leaves.

THE WOOLLY APHIS.

John H. McKcllom, of Tustin City, Los
Angeles county, writes:

-
When in danger we cry help, and that cry

gnee out to the strong and not to the weak.
IWithin a few weeks the woolly aphis has ap-

peared on our apple trees, or, at least, wesup-
pose itto be the aphis. The cotton appears on
limbs with old bruises and in circles where a
limb has been cut off,and amongthe new shoots
or sprouts just below the surface of the earth.
On disturbing the earth near or close to the
tree frost appears, as it were, with very small
lice. This, we suppose, is the woolly aphis.
Now, my friend, is there any remedy, and what ?
Myneighbors here and friends in Santa Ana are
alfiicied, and willbe deeply interested in your
reply.

Reply :By digging a trench around tlie
tree, exposing the infested roots. Take
some fresh slacked lime(slacked by putting
enough of water on it to cause the lumps
to break up); mix with ashes, ifpossible;
place two or three shovelfuls in the trench,
and pour in some water, then cover up
withthe earth taken out. On young trees,I

take care Of their baskets and boxes, and

have them disinfected or placed in some tight
roomafter they have finished picking fruit. I
wish every orchardlst in the State would just try
this plan and itwould be conclusive proof how
important itis tohave this matter attended to
inseason.

Any fruit-grower
destroying these loses his best friend, as a
natural parasite on insect life, especially
the plant lice.

P. H. Murphy, Brighton, Sacramento
county The plum foliage you send is in-
fested by plant ticojflphts). These insect*
puncture the leaves with their beaks and
extract the sap, in this way injuring the
growth of the tree.

Remedy: Use a solution of whale-oil
soap or home-made soft soap ifromlyemade
by leaching wood ashes . to this add one-
third of its weight of sulphur. To ten
pound.- of tin- mixture add fifteen gallons
of water and one pound of bullae)]. Spray
thoroughly, as it is difficult to gel the solu-
tion on these pests, they being on the un-
derside of the leaves, aiid covered with an
oily substance.

Waste tobacco boiled in the water
before mixing with soap may be used in-
stead of the buhach. The-cyclone nozzle
is the best for washing plum aphis.

Discussing the resistance of disease
germs to disinfectants, the Gcsundhcit re-
marks that, it is extremely probable that
the germ which produces small-pox epi-
demics is present in the form of living ba-
cilli in the fluid which is the principal
bearer of the infection—the lymph removed
from the pustules. The degree of vitality
of the bacilli varies in the different kinds
of lymph, that from cow-pox losing vital-
ity much more readily than the so-called
human lymph.

SAN FRANCISCO LETTER.

NOTES ALONG A RURAL STROLL
OVER THE BAY.

San Francisco, June 1.8, 1884.
Taking a solitary stroll in that pretty

rural district vaguely included in a San
Franciscan's ordinary conversation as"

Over the Bay,"Ichanced upon a little
hive of industry somewhat withdrawn
from the nad, which reminded me of
those stories of

cealed distilleries inpoor Sherwood Bon-
ner's" vividTennessee stories. Two sheds

of unpainted pine boards and beams stood
out crudely from the surrounding foliage,

and attached to one of them by iron pipes
was a low hut thatched withlarge withered
branches of the eucalyptus tree. The mel-
low gray and brown tones of this sere

thatch were carried out in a large mound of
withered and sodden eucalyptus leaves,
preserving their lance form even in decay.
The mound was higher than the hut, and
gave a wild,desolate look to the place. A
bigdog came running towards me, and

TWO MYSTERIOUS STRANGERS

Also dawned upon the scene, and a dis-
tillery it certainly was. but of very inno-
cent liquor— -

juice of eucalyptus leaves.
Ihave followed the rise and" fall of the
eucalyptus tree as an institution, with in-
terest, partly because it is such a familiar
object to all Californians

—
a plantation of

them always arises in our most primeval
forests

— partly because a very fine
specimen shaded the windows of my earli-
est recollection. There was an hour when
the grand and potent medicinal and disin-
fecting qualities ofthe eucalyptus made-the
world rewound with their fame ;the Ro-
man marshes, all marshes, were to be
planted with it,and malarial fever was to
bea thing of the past. This culminated in
the usual reactionary rumor that the plant-
ing of eucalyptus trees in the. Roman
marshes had been a flatand barren failure,
and the suggestion that the tree should be-
come the characteristic California tree, and
be profusely planted along our city streets
for shade, was made at the reactionary mo-
ment, and was greeted with a howlof re-
sentment and repulsion. A great many
trees were planted, but it is the fashion to
decry them, and one writer of comic squibs
always classifies the species as eucalyptus
disguttifolium.

REMOVING SCALE IN BOILERS.

Imade inquiry of the two mysterious
strangers as to what good end was to be ob-
tained by steeping eucalyptus leaves, and
was informed that the "tea" so obtained
was useful in preventing the formation of
scale on the inside of steam boilers. Ihad
never seen the inside of a steam boiler and
didnot know there was a scale on it,or,
ifthere were, that it required removal or
prevention, but it appears that a certain
incrustation is the bane of the engineer's
life. Allwaters contain more or less solid
matter held in solution, and this under
pressure, heat and evaporation is deposited
on the tubes and plates of steam boilers,
forming a hard scale, varying in. density
anil thickness with the style ofboiler, the
manner in which itis used and the.kind of
water. The body of the scale is usually
sulphate or carbonate ol lime, or both,
with other ingredients, including some iron
from rust of the iron of the boiler. Salt
water generally forms a sulphate of lime,
and fresh water a carbonate senile. The
Scale is apoor conductor ofheat, so that more
fuel is required for the boiler in which scale
is formed, the iron, owing to the tact that
the water does not touch it,gets

"burned,"
as pots set empty on the kitchen range will,
and so weakened as to cause most of the
boiler explosions. Whenever a steamer
COmes into port, men and boys arc put into
the boilers with hammers and chisels to
break offthe scale. The boys are sent into
the smaller parts ofthe boilers, yet after
allmany places cannot be reached. .The
regular examination of all steamboat
boilers by United Stales Inspectors of
Boilers, and the strict insight exercised as
to the qualifications of engineers for their
positions, account for the comparative in-
frequency of explosions, which to those
familiar with the rapid decay of steam
boilers from the ravages ofscale, is simply
marvelous. Of course it is a boon to the
traveling public, whose lives are in the
engineer's bands, that inspectors should be
alert in discovering Saws and condemning
injured i oilers, but it is extremely expen-
sive for owners. The discoverer of the
eucalyptus preparation to remove scale
happened upon itby the mere chance that
his fuel expenses for his steam mills,where
he was compelled to use very bad water.
were so heavy through the prevalence of
scale in the boilers that he sacrificed a fine
grove of eucalyptus trees for fire-wood
From the outside to the inside of his

Tn r.u.M TREE DISTILLERY.

So much forthe necessity in the boiling
worldofa dclanlinator. Now for the work-
ings of my littledistillery. Iwent intothe
larger ofthe deal sheds and saw three iron
boilers ofgraduated sizes standing side by
side. About a ton of the leaves are stripped
from the cut branches of eucalyptus and
put into the first and largest boiler with the
proper amount of water, and cooked four
hours. The essential oils of the eucalyptus
are more used in Europe than here. In
Germany especially they are a staple in
medicine. The supply has hitherto been
from Australia. As these oils pass tifffrom
the leaves on the first cooking, they are
condensed and clarified as a sort of side
industry to the scale-removing liquid.
When the leaves have been cooked four
hours in the largest boiler under about 40
pounds pressure to the 'square inch, the
liquidis drawn offand put into the boiler
next smaller, withmore leaves, and again
cooked four hours ; in tlie smallest boiler
the same treatment. The extract is drawn
offfrom the smallest boiler in the condi-
tion inwhichitis tobe used, a brown liquid
very like muddy water. The oils having
been extracted the liquid is mixable with
water, and is to be sent into the boiler in
proper quantity at the same time and with
the feed water. The pipe leading from
each boiler led out to my little distillery
under the withered eucalyptus thatch ana
wandered to and" fro in a tall, narrow
trough filledwith water, which cooled the
essential oils which each pipe brought off
from each boiler, and which, being cooled,
was curried back to the bigcondenser under
tho same roof as the boilers, in the spirit
