It is strange how very much anything

that is Oriental instyle takes the fancy of
Parisiennes. The fashion for Japanese or

Indian materials, furniture, ornaments and

nick-nacks of allsorts, is something extra-
ordinary. Even flowers and plants must

be ofEastern extraction in order to be ad-
mired. Nowadays a Parisian lady is not

satisfied unless she can receive her visitors

inher drawing-room under the dhadc of a

real palm tree. Amodern Salon is noth-
ing but a chaotic mass of Japanese chairs,

tables and cabinets, embroidered panels,

cushion." and carpets, Indian covers and
curtains, choice bits of bric-a-brac, china
vases from Pekin. tapestry from Madras

and genuine idols carried off from some
pagan tribe in the Bast Indies. In fact
drawing-rooms inParis arc no Longer fur-
nished—they are altogether crammed.
If youcan move about easily inher salon
the mistress of the house is not pleased.
Seats of every possible style and period are

Or arrangement. Largo tables, round
which a whole family might gather, arc

considered an abomination. A number of
small ones are placed in odd corners, while
ornamental stands for pictures, statuettes
and vtyti*(tart are in great demand. These
are for the most part artistically covered
and draped with plush, silk brocade and
heavy gold and silk fringe. Ifyou possess
a. handsome picture you no longer hang It
mp against the wall, you place it upon an
artistic easel, with a drapery of dark plush
or velvet thrown across it,at the back of
the picture, so as to show itoff to the great-
est advantage. The classical clock and
candelabra are no longer tolerated upon the
mantel-piece. They are exchanged^ tor
some artistic flower-stand, bronze statuettes
and articles of virtu. Handsome hong-
ing* to the windows and doors, rich.East-
ern carpets and plenty of cushions arc
among the first desideratum ; the walls
are hung, not with paper—that also is a
thing of the past— but withsilk or woolen
brocade; the room is divided into various
littlenooks in which are grouped several
smallBeats, one or two tables and various
plant* and ornaments. Symmetry and or-
der are entirely banished

Iwill attempt to describe that of a fair
Parisian lady who shall be nameless. This
salon is. in"fact, composed of two rooms,
the inner one slightly smaller and forming
a sort of recess. This recess is tastefully
draped with curtains which are partly of
old goldbrocade and partly of black satin,
witha deep border of Indian embroidery,
the whole being looped up withsilk oords
of gold and black. This in itself gives
great originalitytothe salon. As you en-
ter, the mantel-piece is infront of you, and
iiclear wood-tire is burning, unless the
weather is very warm indeed, when the
fire-place is concealed by a handsome
screen. The mantle is draped with red
plush and old gold brocade. Itis orna-
mental witlia large jardiniere of embossed
old copper, tilled with exotic plants', Japan
lamps and various objeti dart. Of
course there is a handsome mirror reach-
big to the ceiling witha Louis XVI. gilt
frame and appliques bearing wax tapers.

THE TWO wi?rv>ws,

Which are on the right, arc hung with old
gold brocade and satin, heavily fringed,
and under curtains of embroidered lace;
the walls are covered with panels of em-
broidered satin alternately blue and old
gold, framed withblack and gold. A few
scats, causeuses, fauteuils and chairs of va-
rious size and style arc grouped about the
fire-place, and the rest of the room is a
bizarre but tasteful arrangement of won-1
derful Japan tables, gilt stands and large
exotic plains in ornamental cache-pots,
\u25a0with scats dispersed everywhere. Between
the windows stands a large jardiniere of
marqucterie rilled with Bowers, and in one
corner a picture by a favorite master is
placed upon an easel draped with red
plush. Hut the prettiest part of it all is the
recess draped withdouble portiere of bro-
cade and satin. This recess is entirely
hung with old Gobelin tapestry. Its one
window, which is in the middle, at the fur-
ther end is covered with gold lattice-work,
entirely covered with pretty creeping plants.
Close before itis placed a low folding screen
covered with Indian embroidery bordered
"withred plush. On one side there is a cabi- j
net in the medieval style, on the other a
buhl table, both covered with artistic nick- j
nacks. Then pelc-mele, two low sofas, I
Btools, fauteuils and chairs of every style, I
colorand material, cushion* and escabeaux,
a half column covered with pale blue plush
Supporting a handsome bronze statuette, a
\u25a0mall table covered with an embroidered
cloth, a gilt stand with a Venus of warm-
looking terra-cotta, a piano draped with
plush and embroidery and various brack-
ets with curious pieces of bric-a-brac. In
the angles cupids of gilt wood bear large
candelabra*, and on each side of the draped
entrance arc two immense Japanese poti-
ches filled with large exotic plants. The
carpet is of Aubusson, the seats are partly
of gold brocade, partly of black satin em-
broidered with gold, while others are quite
different, embroidered over colored .satin or
•worked in Indian or Chinese Style. In
fact, Ican only give a very imperfect idea
of the whole, for to describe in detail this
salon itwould take agreat deal more space
than 1have left for my causcrie. The

And gone by, bearing the stamp ofanother
atre. is so great just now that itBhows itself
inmany things. A fresh instance of this,
and a very striking one, too, is the im-
mense cess of the new hotel of the Rue
de Hildc. This hotel is built and deoo-
rated in the style of the MiddleAges, and
quaintly entitled the "Hostellerydu Lyon
• lor." Everything about itsavors of the
period it i- meant to recall

The intoriorof the
"hostelry' resembles that of sonic old
castle ofthe Middle Age*, everything is en
rapjiort ; but what makes ii uniijue and
more bizaTO (I: .:; an old chateau is its } rc-
tens* at simplicity. The sign-post Butters
in the wind, the small windows, the nar-
row door, are all in imitation of the caba-
ret of old times, and look most queer and
out ofkeeping with the rest ofthe fashion-
able street in which it is placed. When-
ever a carriage drives up to the entrance, a
volet de pied i.i in readiness to usher the
new comer into the hall.

A grand
staircase leads to the private salon on the
iirst floor. These salons are variously
fillci! up in the Moyen ago, Henri 11. and
Renaissance styles.

To make ("ape May corn bread, take one
pint sifted corn meal, pour on iterne quart
of boilingwater and two teaspoonftus of
salt, three eg;:*, the whites beaten first as
light as possible, and then add thn yolks,
unbeaten, to the whites, and beat all again
until very light. Dake very thin.—[Now

At this time of year, mutton is one of
the best kinds Of meat fur health. To
make a nice mutton pic slice cold roast
mutton and lay in a deep dkh ;put an
empty cup turned bottom up in the mid-
dle of the dish; this takes tip the gravy
and keeps it from boiling over. Season
the meat withsalt and butter and sprinkle
with flour; cover with a crust and bake
forty*minutes.

Cauliflowers willnot thrive except under
the very best conditions. They ere grown
in the same manner ns Cabbage, only tin-
soil must be exceedingly rich. Many grow-
ers have found it necessary to occasionally
water this crop, which is a hindrance to
field culture, although the prices usually
obtained repay the care. Ifthe leaves are
drawn together over the heads, blanching
will be greatly facilitated.

Itmay bo
cut into inches and stev.-ed, or boiled ten-
der, dipped in batter and fried.—[The
Household.

A French physician says that distressing
or excessive- palpitation of the heart can
always be arrested by bonding the holy
double, the head down and the arms hang-
ing, so as to produce a temporary (ajngos-

tionof the upper portion of the body. In
nearly every instance of nervous palpita-
tion the heart tesumee its natural function.
It the movements of respirations are ar-
rested during this action, the effect isStill
more sure and rapid.

A man was suffering from gungrene of
the lungs, with cough, difficultyof breath-
ing and fever. The. odor ofthe breath wa.s
most offensive. The patient was put npon
a mixture containing carbolic acid, but as
nu improvement followed, tincture ofeuca-
lyptus was substituted for the acid. In two
days after the use (if the las! prescription
the odor of the breath was much less dis-
gusting, and in less than two weeks the
man was discharged cured. The benefi-
cent work was attributed to the action of
the eucalyptus by Dr. Bonamy.

SCENES IN SYRIA.

CORRESPONDENCE OF THE RET.
DR. DWINELL.

The City of Damascus
—

Rains of—
Mount Lebanon and

Other Points ofinterest.

In a letter dated at Athens, May 10th,
and published in the Bulletin, Rev. I.B.
Dwinell,D.D., refers to scenes along his
trip through Syria as follows:

Damascus baa a remarkable physical
origin and dependence. Ithas a population
of 125,000. The Mussulman boasts of SCO
mosques and (>OO minarets in it. There are
fineschools of theology, jurisprudence and
philosophy for the defense of the Moham-
medan faithand the studjy ofthe Koran. It
U regarded by the Arab from the desert* as
an earthly paradise, and itfurnished Mo-
hammed the suggestion of his ideal of the
celestial paradise. Yet this city, with its
countless tropical groves and playing fount-
ains and teeming Oriental

—
the richest

and the most Oriental of all the cities of the
East

—
standing on the western side of the

great Syrian desert, really springs from be-
neath the mountain rocks of Anti-Lebanon.
The water which gives life to Damascus
conies forth as agreat fountain, which, on if
hurrying from some mighty subterranean
conflict, issues, roaring and foaming and
tumbling, a full-grownriver, much as the
Jordan issues from Mt.Herman, but froma
narrower opening through the rocks, with
more violence and parcipitancy ;uvlmore
eagerness to get. away. No wonder itiain
haste to come abroad. It is not, however,
it.lmission to find freedom and escape from
what is behind, but to discharge the bless-
ing hidden in it below. In it and the
smaller stream uniting with ita few yards
below— the Abana of ancient times, the
Itarada of modem— are hidden all

A possibility and spread it out with all its
teeming Oriental life wid Wuty on the
Bands. On our way to Baalbce wn follow
up the smaller of these streams, which still
carrier the joint name-, the IJara'ia, through
much wild scenery among the apuru of
Anti-Lebanon; but all along the itream
small, beautiful valleys open out here and
there, eovarod with verunre, in each of
which nestles a village

—
the series resemb-

ling a string of pearls on a thread ofsilvor
when seen at a distance, but the vision of
boauty dissolves when seen close at hand.
In crossing Anti-Lebanon, from some of
the high points overlooking the large vai-
Ipvh between this range and the Lebanon
range, wo had some most unique and pleas-
ing Bcenery. This valley, formerly called
Ooolesyria, is thirty or forty milia longand
from four to ten wide, and ISaalbec. iiat
the head of a branch of iilooking towards
the east aud near the north and ofUie main
valley.

MOUNT LEBANON COUWTBY.

At this time many of the fields had been
freshly plowed, others were in all stages of
cultivation, and our eyes took in the whole
range of the valley for miles up and down
and across, as the lands were cultivated far

'

up the sides ofLebanon opposite us towards
the regions covered with snow, inone con-
tinuous, broad, thick belt. The result was
that the whole landscape in the valley and
up the mountain side was a splendid mo-
saic of more colors than Iever elsewhere
saw blended in one view. There was the
black earth of the freshly plowed alluvial
soil of the center of the valley ; then fields
of brown of allshades; then above them
the terra cottas ;higher tbe grays, then the
white; interspersed with these, in the por-
tion under cultivation, were fields in all
stages of green and yellow and other fields
brilliant with flowers. Now,remember that
this valley is very fertileand is laidoffand
worked in small, regular fields, without
fences or visible, scams, and that we wore
above it and looking down on it,and that
the scene was further softened by the rich,
mellow Syrian light idealizing the whole
vision; and imagine this carpeting of na-
ture, inregular figures and brilliant colors,
stretching away for miles tillyour eyes are
weary looking for the end, and such a car-
pet you willhave before you as you never
saw* equalled for brilliancy and purity of
colorin any parlor. If the view from the
minaret on toe Mount of Olives is the most
impressive Ihave ever seen, that on the top
of the hillback of Nazareth the most filled
with recognizable points of sacred story,
that on the precipice above the Sea of Gali-
lee the most beautiful, this id the moat
fairy-like.

Butnow we are in sight ofBaalbeo. "We
hasten on. A strange sensation comes over
me as I enter among these ruins. lam
awed, more than curious. The immense
Corinthian columns, with the toppling
architraves, frieze and cornice throwing
their weight far more on one side than the
other—six of them standing alone ina row
sheer up in the air sixty feet, with that
nodding visor of massive, rock seventeen
feet high on their heads in addition; the
massive fragments of capitals, pillars and
hewn 'rocks, once part* of grand temples,
lying thick about me over acres of ground ;
the clear outlines and walls, and peristyle
on one side of the smaller temple in the
grand temple area; the Cyclopean walls
which still surround this area, the lower
and larger portions of which Isee at a
glance arc the workof the ancients ;these
things are speaking to me now with voices
from another world, and Imust hear. The
old Roman, the hewer and builderand or-
ganizer, is before me, liftingup these rocks
into chiseled symmetry and beauty. 1 see
him wherever he marches his legions, giv-
ing laws, building road:), throwing aque-
ducts across the country on enduring stone
columns and arches, spanning: rivers with
masonry, erecting columns to be seen
through long distances and ages, and rais-
ing temples which the ravages of time re-
spect lie is here. Ishall not attempt a
description of the ruins at Baalbec. It
would be. confusing to one whohas not seen
;ther", they are so many, so various, SO•on-
plicated. There are great stones here built
in the wallnineteen feet from the ground,
sixty-four feet long and thirteen feet high,
and as many thick. Throe of them, the
largest stones ever handled, it issaid, and
built into masonary, and yet the dressing
so accurate that hardly any jointis visible
where they connect with the other parts of
the wall.

it is generally supposed that of the two
ancient temples in the area, thesmallerand
later one, which is now in a very good state
ofpreservation, was the Temple ofthe Sun,
and the larger one, which is prostrate, with
the exception of the six grand columns
which overlook the whole pKiceand region,
was devoted to the worship of Jupiter.
This Ithink a mistake, Baalboc from the
!earliest historical period, as its name shows,
was devoted to Rial-worship, and that waa

;sun-worship. Sun-worship was the feature
of the place, and gave the name to the
place, and the older and larger and more
importing temple, occupying the central an*
higher position, and looking directly out
towards the east, would naturally be de-
voted tothat worship. The other temple is
much smaller, and ina much lower subor-
dinate position, and while facing east was
farther back and did not advance to the
front to be first to greet the risinggod of
the day.

And refresh our eyes again on the wuß-
r.nms tapestry of magnificent colors of the
Lebanon valley. Our facas are now turned

towards Beirut. We soon strike the French j
road .between • that place and Damascus. ;
The road lies across the Mount Lebanon
rang*, which inmost 'places' is steep, pre-
cipitous,'high and covered with snow. \u25a0 It
is a road ;for.the French diligence. \u25a0 The
French, inblood and organizing construc-
tivepower, are -the sons of the Romans;
and this is as fine a mountain road, in its
grade and smooth finish—a crashed and
rolled and sprinkled 'macadam— as Iever
saw. Splendid mountain views wo have
as we pass over it.

Populous villages liedown inthe bottom
of bowl-shaped valleys a thousand feet be-
lowus, the sides of the valleys being ter-
raced up to the top, iftli«y are not perpen-
dicular, if there is any soilon the ground
for the plateaus, or ifany can be found and
brought there, scraped out from among the
rocks. Olive trees grow in the crevices
where nothing else will flourish. And
these prosperous people are Druses, who
were active in 1800 in massacre! tl>e
Christians. A great change has come over
them. By the intervention of the Christian
powers a Christian Governor is maintained
over the Lebanon district, which has been
made a province of itself; and he main-
tains a secure and just Government. Be-
sides, the influence of Americana in Beirut
at the head of the schools, press and mis-
sion, has gone out as a quickening power
thnJugh allthese mountain districts. Add-
ed to these causes and encouraged by
them, there are also favorable conditions of
trade and commerce. The consequence is,
the Lebanon region has now a remarkable
degree of prosperity beyond any other por-
tion of Syria or Palestine. And Beirut,
though not in that province or civildis-
trict, has much of the appearance ami stir
and thrift of a European city.

Catering for Women.

The hotel-keeper of to-day is artful. Ho
eaten to women for his popularity, and
wherein twenty years ago her comfort was
a secondary consideration, to-day itin stu-.

empties the bonbons intoit, and presents it
with an Oriental Obeisance for up-stairs
•nnsumption. There is really cleverness
in this, for it has put a stop without vulgar
remonstrance to the practice of women
carting offtotheir rooms plates loaded with
fruit, cakes, and candies to nibble at be-
tween meal*. Atanother hotel on Madi-
son Square, when a lady is seated inthe
dining-room, the waiter has ready for her
feet a dainty tapestry-covered hassock. No
one but a short woman, who has spent a
portion ofher life.-insitting on the edges of
chairs, dangling her feet inthe. air, can fully
appreciate this comfort. At this hotel "a
rose or a few violets are always found float-
ing in the water of the finger oowl and
lend it a pleasant fragrance. The
proprietor of the hotel on Union
square has availed himself of the sugges-
tions of his lady guests in improving the
table appurtenances. For example, in-
stead of the cruets full of black or white
pepper, generally so adulterated that a
adage is required to flavor the food, is sub-
stituted a tiny and pretty silver mill filled
with the whole pepper corns. Two or
three turns of tho handle and you realize
the delightfulness of pepper in reality. In
place of the customary "salts." as they are
called, a small bisque cupid has aspring in
his back, which, if you press, cau!<cs fine
sprays of salt to flin^ from the points of
his cunning arrow. The fruit at dessert is
put on in the French fashion, dressed with
flowers and leaves, a few sufficing, and the
cifeet is most pleasing, as at this season
there is a monumental stiffness about a
stack of oranges, apples and banana*.

Allnight the delicate and children may
take warm milk,beef tea or oatmeal gruel.
Vigorous adults may also eat bread and
milk,cold beef, mutton, chicken and bread,
raw oysters, allof course in moderation.
Do not cat ifnot hungry. Eat if m arc—[Boston Physician.
