A "life" convict named Stevens, out-
stripped the others, seized the Warden's rifle and
tired upon the advancing convicts, six of
whom he seriously wounded, when his
ammunition was exhausted. Stevens clubbed
live others with his rifle, and when assistance
arrived was completely exhausted. Details of
the affair were promptly reported to the Gov-
ernment, and the Home Secretary gave orders
that Stevens be immediately released from
prison and rewarded. When the good news was
made known to Stevens, he fainted.
