FOREIGN NEWS.
The Cholera.

___A_-____l__L July Three deaths from
cholera have been reported since last night. At
least 6,000 inhabitants have tied. Four hundred
poor workmen from Toulon were sent back to
that city. The panic is unquestionably on the
increase. Inthe face of this, however, physi-
cians and chemists of the city held a meeting
and declared the alarm senseless. Tlie rate of
mortality at present, they aver, does not exceed
that which is usual at periods of great heat.
They express the belief that many deaths at-
tributed to cholera are really duo to other
causes. The municipal authorities have de-
cided to forego the customary celebration on
July 11th.

Paris, July 3d.—The Prefect of Police baa or-
dered all passengers from places where cholera
isprevalent to be disinfected. Some Parisian
journals assert that there were three cases of
Cholera in Paris yesterday. I'n-'tnii.denies this,
but admits that there are isolated oases every
summer. Itsays that the sanitary conditions of
Paris is good. Travelers who pass into Italy
through the MontCenis tunnel are quarantined
five days at the frontier.

Marseilles, July 3d.—Eight new rases of
cholera were reported since noon to-day. No
further deaths here.

Toulon, July 3d.—Seven persons were at-
tacked withcholera since 8 o'clock this morn-
ing, and there lias been live deaths since that
hour.

Khartoum Captured by the Rebels.
LONDON, July 3d.—A dispatch from Cairo says

that letters from Khartoum state that Khartoum
was captured during the latter part of May
without difficulty. There was no mas-
sacre. The greater portion of the Europeans
turned Mohammedans. Among those whodid
not was General Gordon, who is quite safe and
allowed the freedom of EI tfahdl's camp. El
Mahdi himself is at Khartoum. The Europeans
arc well treated.

France and China.
London, July 3d.—The Shanghai correspond-

ent of the Times telegraphs that war Is threat-
ened between France and China. The influen-
tial party inChina is investigating it. Prominentofficials, such as Tso Tsung Tang. Pen Vu Lin
and Marquis Tseng have resolvedto repudiate
the recent Franco-Chinese negotiations. The
French will probably claim as an indemnity
demand that the island of Formosa be pledged
to secure the payment. ';;_'_

Grievances Against the Government.
Winnipeg (Man.), July 3d.—The half-breeds of

Saskatchewan district "have grievances against
the Dominion Government, and hare called in
tin- help of Louis Reil, leader of the rebellion
here, to help their agitation. Reil arrived in
the Saskatchewan region from Montana yester-
day. Itis not known what will be the result.
The people lure are much alarmed by the re-
fusal*of the Canadian customs officials to ex-
amine the trains outside ofoffice hours without
extra pay, which the Canadian Pacific declines
togive.

There is beauty in the sky, as wellas glory
above it. Here are Jupiter, Mars and
Venus as evening stars. Venus at this
time reaches her greatest brilliancy, be-
cause she i- nearest our planet, distant
only 25,000,000 miles. Her present high
northern declination makes her an un-
usually conspicuous object. She may
easily bo found at noonday ifher position
is known. A careful observation willthen
bring her out as an intense whitepoint in
the sky. We are also told, on good au-
thority, that Venus is now astroerb object
inthe telescopes, where she takes on the
form of a waning crescent, appearing in a
good telescope as large as the moon, itis
belter to observe her in the daytime,' for
her light, unpleasantly dazzling on a dark
sky, is softened by day into a pearly hue of
indescribable beauty. Observers should
improve the present opportunity for a tele-
scopic view of the queen of stars, for her
high northern declination and her period
of greatest brilliancy arc not always coinci-
dent.- Pacific.
