.Prosperity Following tlio Cessation
of Slickcns Flow—Overcoming

The l'hyoUoxora— -Totes.

Referring to the effects of the cessation
of hydraulic mining, and of the late rains,
the Sutter Comity Fanner -says: Perhaps, as
a class, the farmers of Sutter county have

more reason to feci satisfied with their con-
ditionthan the people of any .it her section
of the State. Not longer than five years

ago farming in the greater and most fertile
portion of Sutter county was in anything

but iiprosperous condition; formers, as a
class, had lost their grin; farm-houses,

fencing and improvements generally indi-
cated anything but a thriftystate of affairs.

With our best lands begging for a market
at from ten to twenty dollarsper acre; with
our mortgage indebtedness footing up $_,-

-25000 0; with a great avalance of mud and
sand year by year, like the lava from some
gigantic volcano, slowly but surely engulf-
ing the finest -agricultural lands of the
county; witha tax levy of seven and one-
half per cent., that made many a farmer
wonder ifit were possible to gel a second
mortage on his already overburdened and
depreciated property ;with hope fora bet-
ter condition of things almost Bed, we have
ihe. condition of our farming interests five
years ago. But a lew were left who had
not last their grip. The fight had already
commenced in the defense of our agricult-
ural interests; they met their first Pull
Run when the Supreme Court decided tho
celebrated JKeyes base, but defeat only in-
spired them with greater determination to
conquer,' or leave the land of their choice,
bankrupt. The battle has been fought and
.v.". confidence has been restored, large
crops of grain are at hand, improvement is
the order of the day, the air smells ofpaint
and new lumber, splendid farm-houses are
being built, warehouses tohold our surplus
grain ire springing up along the rivers and
railroad, nd from sixty to one hundred
dollars per acre, (arms freed from mort-
gages, farmers with money in the bank, all
indicative that the people have faithin our
prospects, and mean to stay. And in the
farmers letus say, don't growl because ft
littleof your grain has been cast down by
the late rain. You have better reasons for
rejoicing.

indorsement, the details ofa new means of;
combatting phylloxera which has been dis-
oovercd by the Curate of St. Gengoux le
National. _It is not claimed that the pro-
ec-is rillexterminate the arch-enemy of
the vineyard, but that it willrender the
vine indifferent to the attacks. The system
oonsist. chiefly in-creating healthy branch-
ingroots. To attain this end the Abbe
puts the vinos reversed into the ground, the
branches into the soil, and the root in the
air. His conviction is that each branch of
a vine can become a root and assume the
functions ofaroot. iimust be admitted
Ilia',the roots ofa tree arc qualifiedas sub-
terranean branches, and ihe branch of
Ui-tree are aerian Kits. It may appear
strange, but not unlikely. The Duke of
Ragusa in his memoirs states that he saw
inGermany an avenue of Linden trees
which 1,.. been planted brandies into the
ground and roots into the air. Near JFtouen
Uiobranches ofa pear tree had been con-
ducted head down over a walland finished
to root in the soil. Why should nol the
vine operate similarly provided thi limbs
and roots arc healthy ' When tho roots are
sound in tlio attacked vineyards of St..
Gengoux, the limbs oftho vineare interred
and the unsound or dead roots are cut off,
only the healthy part of them being leftI
above the ground. Before planting the
branches ii::-> the soil they arc delicately
incised in order to obtain rootlets. The
roots arc covered over with molten tallow
by a tender brush, and they arc extended
on moss listen I with phc.de water.
The plant-hole is filledup with earth and
manure. Vegetation is quickly resumed,
and fructification takes place soon from
branch-roots ofthree or four years. The
system of Abbe Laborier implies long
pruning, arid he has 130 vines for each i
arcs 28 ccntares. (100 tiros are equal to,

2.471 acres.) The matter is taken up seri-
ously, whatever difficulties there scorn to
be in the theory, and iiireplying to the ]
questions '_\u25a0!' vegetative physiology doubt-
less we shall read more about it.—[Wine
aud Spirit Review.

order; we believe that kindnss to stock,
like good shelter, is saving of fodder ;we
believe that itis a good thing tokeep an eye
on experiments, and note all,'good . id bad;
we believe that it is a good rule lo sill grain
v.hen it is ready ; we. believe inproducing
tho best butter arid cheese, and marketing
it when is ready.

'. St. Helena vine-grower, who has been
troubled considerable by the devastation
wrought among his vims by jack rabbits,
furnishes the following; "About the. mid-
dle of May Inoticed that Mr. Uabbit had
begun to nibble ihe tender loaves on iipiece
of two acres that had been replanted this
year, having last year been bodily destroyed
by rabbits. Iprocured a pound of aloes
fOrOO cents, and dissolved ilin five gallons
of water. Then taking a wisk-broom and
a bucket, 1 bad a Chinaman sprinkle a lit-
tle on each vine over the whole piece, and ]
then awaited the results. At the md of a
week Iwent over and examined the cut- .
tings, and, while the ground was full of
rabbit ....A...-, there was no sign ofthe vines
having been nibbled. Hut on a piece ad-
joining "here wore several fivta eaten, and
[immediately applied the solution to the
entire vineyard, young and old, at a cost of
374 cents per acre for aloes and labor. At
this dale not a vine has been touched since
the treatment, although a largenew growth
has been madc.whilcrightacrosa nf.urieen-
fout turn row between me and my neigh-
bor they are vigorously at work.

Aijricu'lsirisl for .Inly says :Do nol be ina
fi.trrylo invest in incubators, ifyou are a
firmer, and have anything else to do be-

sides looking after the pou. try yard. The
wooden incubators arc well enough for
men who have plenty of money, and make
the raising of eggs and chickens a specialty.
A.good many things about incubators an:
not yet proved, and a farmer who ban bis
bread to earn can afford to wait a little
longer, and use the original method for
batching and raising chickens. The ben
is good i'or a dozen eggs, and if she be left
toher own "election of nest, is pretty sure |
to hatch them,' ifthey are fertilized. You,
may protect bcr against vermin, but she
covets privacy and desires to be left alone.
When the brood i3off she needs a little
help—a coop for shelter, and regular feed-
ing with a mixed diet of animal and veg-
eta do food, and water or milk to drink

the latter if youcan get it. Nothing is bet-
ter than milk for the fowls. The young
chicks will help rather than hinder the
garden until they are a month or six weeks
old.

Professor Dabney, the State Chemist of
North Carolina, says, regarding what crops
take out. of the soil,

acid, 5-1 pounds ofpotash; The 480,000,000
bushels of wheat produced in this country

in 1880 contained 1,100,000 tons of phos-
phoric acid, 720,000 tons of potash, 2,800,-

--000 tons of nitrogen, these quantities being

ten times as great as thohe contained in all
1the manures used on all the crops in the
United States in that year."

A number of heavy wheat-growers from
allparts of Northern Dakota witnessed at
Fargo, recently, an experiment in plowing
by steam, and express themselves pleased
with the result. A traction engine drew
eight plows, turnings sod four inches thick
as evenly and as wellas could be done by
horse-power, and at the rate of over twenty-
fiveacres a day. This willmark si new era
in wheat-growing, as it willenable farmers
to plow at a cost of not more than $1 the
acre.

The French pink is said to have been in-
troduced in the Willamette valley as a gar-
den Bower, but it is far more now. In
many farms up tin* valley it has almost
taken possession of sonic of the most
choice lands. Itis said that the weed will
lie dormant in the ground for years and
then come up. Nothing eats it,and when
once started it i.-- very hard toexterminate.
