RAILROAD MATTERS.

The Situation at the Colorado River—
layed Freight.

[Sun Francisco Post" July Bth.J
Assistant Superintendent It. N. Pratt re-

turned last evening from Yuma, where in-
has been engaged forsome days in the mat-
ter ofthe washed-out bridge across the Col-
orado river. The detail, of the washout
have already been given. .Mr. l'ratt reports
that when be left on Saturday evening the
water was still very high, and it was
scarcely anticipated that the work of re-
storation could be commenced before six
or eight weeks. .Most satisfactory and
complete arrangements, however, had been
made for the transfer <if both passengers
and freight. A side track had been built
on the Hat to the river, where a platform
had been erected, and the passengers
were brought over on the steamer
to the cars waiting there. The only
inconvenience to them was the fact
that the transfer in this direction was
made at night. As regards transportation
of freight, the steamers worked incessantly
day and night, with three shifts of men of
eight hours each. The main difficulty has
been to obtain the right class of men to do
the work required, as owing to the great
heat the men were apt to become indolent
if any especial exertion was asked ofthem.
Things are now in good working order, and
as soon as the delayed freight is passed
over, say i.i eight or ten days, the daily
freight can be transferred with the usual
regularity. The accumulated freight does
nut probably exceed from three to four
hundred cars, and from thirty to forty cars
can be transferred in the twenty-four
hours. Of course perishable articles are
first looked after. The energy of the com-
pany in the face «.i the many obstacles the}
have encountered welldeserves recognition
at the bands of their patrons.—
