Sufficient revenue to pay ali the expenses of the
Federal Government, economically
istered, including pensions, interest
rincipal  of the public  debt, can
{)(- got under  our present system
of taxation from Custom-house taxes on fewer
imported articles, bearing the heaviest on arti-
cles of luxury and bearing lightest on articles
of necessity. We therefore denounce the abuses
of the existing tariff and, subject to limitations,
we demand that Federal taxation shall be ex-
clusively for ;)ublic purposes, and shall not ex-
ceed the needsof the Government, economically
administered. The system of direct taxation,
kunown as the ‘ internal revenue,’” is a war tax,
and so long as the law continues the duty re-
ceived therefrom should be sacredly devoted to
the reliefof the people from the remaining burd-
ens of the war, and be made a fund to defray the
expense of the care and comfort of worthy sel-
diers, disabled in the line of duty in the wars of
the Republie, and for the payment of such pen-
sions as Congress may from time to time grant
to such soldiers—a like fund for the sailors hav-
ing been already provided—and any surplus
should be paid into the treasury.

We favor an American continental policy,
based upon more intimate commercial and
political relations with the fifteen sister Repub-
ics of North, Central and South America, but
entailing alliances with none.

We believe in honest money—the gold and
silver coinage of the country—and a circulating
;m-llium convertible into such money without
0SS,

Asserting the equality of all men before the
law, we hold that it is the duty of the Govern-
ment, in its dealings with the people, to meet
out equal and exact justice to all citizens, of
whatever nativity, race, color or persuasion, re-
ligious or political.

We believe in a free ballot and a fair count,
and we recall to the memory of people the
noble struggle of the Democrats in the Forty-
fifth and Forty-sixth Congresses, by which a re-
luctant Republican opposition was compelled
to assent to legislation making everywhere ille-
gal the presence of troops at the polls. As the
conclusive proof that a Democratic administra-
tion will preserve liberty with order, the elee-
tion of Federal officers forthe Territories should
be restricted to citizens previously resident
thereof.

We oppose sumptuary laws, which vex the
citizen and interfere with individual liberty.

We favor an honest c¢ivil service reform in
compensation of all Unitéd States offices by
fixed salaries, the separation of Church and
State, and the diffusion of free education by
common schools, so that every child in the land
may be tuught the rights and duties of citizen-
ship.

While we favor all legislation which will tend
to the equitable distribudon of property, to the
prevention of monopoly, and to the strict en-
forcement of individual 1ts against corporate
abuses, we hold that the wel + of society de-
pends on a scrupulous regard for the rights of
property as defined by law.

We believe that Iabor is best rewarded where
it is freest and nost enlightened. It should he
fostered and cherished. We favor the repeal of
all the laws restraining the free action of labor,
and the enactment of laws by which lavor or-
ganizations may be increased, and of all such
legisiation as will tend to enlighten the people
as to the trne relations of capital and labor.

We believe that the public lands ought, as far
as possible, to be kept as homesteads for actual
settlers: th 11l unearned lands heretofore im-
providently granted to railroad corporations by
the action of the Republican party should be re
stored to the public doma and no more
grants shall made to corporations, or be al-
lowed to fall into the ownership of alien ab-
sentees. .

We are wposed to all propositions which,
uponany pretext, would convert the General
Government into a machine for the coliection
of taxes to be distributed among the States, or
the eitizens thercof. In effeeting the platform
of 1856 the liberal prineiples embodied by Jefter-
soninthedeclarationof independence, and sanc-
tioned in the Constitution, which make ours the
land of liberty and the asylum of the oppressed
of every nation, have ever been cardinal prin-
ciples in the Democratic faith. We nevertheless
do not sanction the importation of foreign labor,
or the admission of servile races unfitted by
habits, traini gion or kindred for absorp-
tion into the t body of our people, or to the
citizenship which our laws confer., Amer
civilization demands that agai
tion or importation of Mongolians to these
shores our gates shonld be elosed. The Demo
cratic pat insists that it the duty of
the Govermment to  protect  with  equal
fidelity and vigilance the rights of
its citizens, native or naturalized, at home or
abroad; and to the end that this protection may
be assured, United States papers of naturaliza-
tion, issted by Courts of competent jurisdiction,
must be respected by the executive and legisla
tive departments of our own Government, and
by all foreign powers. It is an imperative duty
of this Government to efficiently protect all the
rights of her sons and the property of every
American citizen in foreign lands, and demand
and enforee full reparation for any invasion
thercof.  An American citizen is only responsi
ble to his own Government for any act done
i country, or under her flag and
g only to be tried therefor
her own soil, and according to her laws.
And no power exists in this Government to ex-
patriate an American citizen, to be tried in any

ign land for any such act. Tbis country hus
never had a well-defined and educated foreign
policy save under a Democratic Administration
that policy has ever been just in regard to fi
cign nations, so long as they do not act detri-
mental to the interests of the country or hurtful
our ms, or to let them alone. That
the result of this we  recall
acquisition of Lonisiana, Florida, California
and of the ad Mexie: ritory, by pur
chase alone, and contras 1d acquisi-
tions of Democratic statesmanship with the
purchase of Alaska—the sole fruit of a Repub.

FIGHT OF THE FACTIONS.

The call of New York brought forth an at-
tempt to duplicate the scene attending the name
of Maine in the same hall 2 month ago. It was
not successful. Such scenes are not repeated.
Cleveland was well nominated by his ¢lose per-
sonal frieud, Congressman Lockwood, of New
York, who has nominated him for every office
that he has held, from Sherifl' of Buffalo to Gov-
ernor of New York. The spread-eagle part of
the Cleveland business was done by that model
Western reformer and advocate of pure govern-
ment, Carter Harrison, who seconded the nom-
ination. The applause attending these speeches
was sufficient at least to show once more that
the disposition of a majerity of the Convention
was vtrongly towards Cleveland. Harrison put
the teeth of timid hearers on edge by going a
little too much into details. He defended Cleve-
land from the charge that he had antagonized
the Irish and labor elements in his party.
“Did you ever know,” he asked, *an Irish-
man to vote against the Democratic par-
ty, or knife the Democratic ticket except
for good cause?’ *‘Yes,” was the unexpected
answer from various parts of the house,
and for a while the confusion was great. When
Harrison got through, Grady of New York tried
to get the floor, but there was so much obj2c-
tion that the Chair failed to sce and recognize
him and recognized avother Cleveland speaker.
Grady persevered and presently took ulu- Jat-
form. The curiosity at to what he woulc
overcame opposition and gave him a hearing,
little as the disposition was on the part of the

fug sufficient funds. by subscription, to enable
California to make an exhibit worthy of so
great a State. %

Unfortunately the called Legisiature could
make no nl»pmpriu(iou for defraying the ex-
pense of such an exhibition, and the only avail-
able fund for this pur has been started by
the management of the World's Exposition in
the shape of a donation of £ 000,

With this as a nueleus the Commissioner for
California hopes that the patriotism of Califor-
nians will prompt them to come forward and
subscribe at least §1 apiece.

Fight with a Burglar.

SANTA CRUZ, July 10th.—Early this morning
the Kittredge House, situated near the beach,
was the scene of a lively fusilade of firearms
between J. B. Peakes, proprietor of the house,
and a burglar who had made an entrance in the
arlor. As the burglar attempted to escape Mr.
eakes fired a shot over the head of the burglar
with the intention of making the intruder halt,
but without etfect, and when he was about fifty
feet away from the landlord he turned round
and fired two shots, but fortunately without in-
jury toany one. Mr. Peakes returned the vol-
ey without effect, and the burglar escaped.
Several burglaries have been committed here
recently, and it is supposed that the individual
who entered the Kittredge House was the one
who committed the various burglaries around
the city.

Death of a Pioneer.

Ioxg, July 10th.—William Cook, an old mer-
chant and pioneer, aged 55 years, died last night
at his home in Jackson valley. Mr. Cook came
from Germany in 1833, thenee to New Mexico in
1847, and to California in 1850. He belonged to
the Association of Pioneers of Jackson, Amador
county,and was a prominent member. He will
be buried under the auspices of the Masons to
morrow in Ione.

Homicide at Merced.

MerCED, July 10th.—Merced has added an-
other to her list of homicides this aiternoon.
The circumstances are given by the only wit-
ness of the deed, as follows: About 4 o'clock,
while a number of habitues of the dance-house
of Bert Barry were sitting in the shade of the
porch at the northerly end of the house front-
ing on Sixteenth street, the conversation be
tween the deceased, Refugio Kicogis, and Fran-
cisco E. Morales, turned upon the sale of a pis-
tol, Morales asking a man whom he saw with a
pistol in his pocket, if that was the pisto] that
Refugio wanted to scll.  Refugio replied, ** No;
I have mine in my trunk.”” Morales replied,
