surface of the ground, causes a disagreeable
stench, and certainly cannot be otherwise
than disease-breeding. The presence of
diphtheria inthis city, scarlet, fever in ad-
joining sections, and the possible advent of
the cholera has caused attention to be di-
rected to this foul pool. The ladies who
manage the institution have becomealarmed, and on .Saturday hist called upon
a number of gentlemen to visit the prem-
ises, and devise, if possible, some means to
abate the nuisance. The committee se-
lected to investigate the matter consisted of
N. 1). Rideout, i.. Williams, Frederick Cox,
L.1.. Lewis, Frank Miller,.}:.K. Alsip,
Judge W. A. Henry, W. P. Coleman, Win.
Beckman and Christopher Green. Mostof
these gentlemen visited the premises, anddreaded that itmust be remedied, and that
without delay. The city has no public
sewer cast of Thirteenth "street. The com-
mittee held a meeting yesterday, at wiiich
they tided to appear before the Board of
City Trustees this morning, and ask them
to connect tlie grounds spoken of with a
sewer. Ifthe Trustees cannot assist inthe
matter, then the committee will appeal to
the liberality of tlie citizens ofSacramento
to contribute toward itsconstruction, and by
this -.ms avert the danger of an epidemic.
