Recorp-UN1oN: ‘A feature of the
Thursday afternoon assembly at Pacific
Grove was a temperance meeting, under
the auspices of the W. C. T. . Rev. Wm.
H. Hill, Chaplain of San Quentin, re-
viewed the important subject under con-
sideration in an interesting address, in
which he stated that he was one of the
rare men on this coast who had never used
liquor or tobacco, and for fifty-six years

had been enlisted in the temperance cause.
He reviewed the fact as to thenumber who
die annually as drunkards in the United
States, and did not wonder that women
were rising in their strength to stop this
dreadful slaughter. Referring to the fact
that women were now admitted to school
boards, he gallantly wished that all Trus-
tees were women. Temperance teachingin
the schools and Bands of Hope would exert
a grand influence in the right direction.
The laws are far better than the enforce-
ment of them ; for there is a law forbidding
the sale of liquor to minors, and yet boys
are seen coming out of saloons, and the in-
ference is that they did not go there for
nothing. The law also provides that liquor
shall not be sold within a mile of public in-
stitutions. How is that enforced ?

[Mr. Editor, how does this speak for Sac-
ramento and her 400 saloons? And we beg
to inquire if the State Capitol is not the
very public institution where that law
chanced to be made.]

Of San Quentin, the speaker told us that
80 per cent. of the 1,150 prisoners are there
confined, directly or indirectly, through
liquor ; and, sad to relate, sixty of the in-
mates are “boys under 17 years of age.
There are no less than three saloons be-
tween the prison and the place of departure
for those discharged drunkards. What a
record for those who are supposed to en-
force the law !

The lecture closed with words of en-
couragement and hope for those noble
women who are laboring with such untir-
ing zeal for the good of the rising genera-
tion. Mrs. Gove made the following state-
ment: A teacher in Sonoma county failed
to make his svhn%suvf(‘sﬂ"ul because many
of the parents added to their children’s
lunches a bottle of wine, and, in conse-
quence, the scholars became too stupid to
study.

Another incident was related of a large
wine-grower who has recently planted an

J orchard in an adjoining county, that his

Sons, now young men, may be employved
away from home, and away from the free
wine-bibbing indulged in at home, by
which they are fast becoming drunkazds.-

2 GRADUATING EXERCISES.

But let us turn to a brighter view, and
note the graduating exercises of the L. S. (.
class of 1884, which took place on Friday
morning, and were of a highly interesting
character. The exercises were held in the
chapel of the grove, the programme being
as follows: Music, quartet, by Chautauqua
Glee ('lub; prayer, by Rev. T. H. Siney;
leaves from the Secretary’s note-book, by
Mrs. M. H. Field, San Jose; graduating
essay, “What Our Nation Should Learn
of Others,” by Mrs. L. C. Moore, of Los
Angeles, read by Miss M. G. Pierpoat, of
San Juan; music; graduating essay, “ A
Few Out-door Worshipers,” by Mrs. Lilian
H. Shuey, of Brentwood; poem, *“ Maid of
Orleans,” by Mrs. Eliza R. Otis, of Los
Angeles, read by Miss Lola Collins; grad-
uating essay, ‘‘ Some Recollections of Alice
and Phebe Cary,” by Mrs. Helen S. Dry-
den, of Gilroy; music; ** Memorial of Mrs.
M. H. McKee,” by Mrs. M. T. McCall, of
San Jose; music appropriate to the memo-
rial; poem, ‘ Chautauqua,” by Joel Bean,
of San Jose, read by Mrs. Cox; music;
President’s address and presentation of di-
plomas by Rev. C. C. Stratton ; benediction.
Eleven diplomas were presented, but the
absent graduates received theirs from the
Eastern oftice. Two white seals were also
awarded.

The Chautaugua round table and mus-
sel roast, down on the beach, was attended
by the . L. S__C. and its friends in the af-
ternoon to the number of about 200. Re-
ports from various circles were made, and
the following, among other resolutions,
was unanimously passed:

Resolved, That a vote of thanks be tendered to
all the papers who have so kindly published
proceedings of the assembly.

The mussel roast was a complete suc-
cess, and long will we remember the Chau-
tauqua assembly of 1334, which thus closed
its sessions. H S B

PACIFIC COAST ITEMS.

Sixteen ostrich chicks have been hatched
at the Anaheim farm. :

Santa Ana proposes to have a Young
Men’s Christian Association.

Salt Lake has had three showers within
a week, something out of the usual weather
routine.

The Mormon press is endeavoring to be-
little the reception given to Governor Mur-
ray at Salt Lake.

The track of the Denver and Rio Grande
road, recently torn up by President Love-
joy, has been relaid.

The negroes in the hop-yards and cotton-’
fields of Kern county have proved, so far,
excellent work people.

On account of sickness in his family
Judge Temple has been compelled to ad-
journ the Colton case for one week.

Both the FEagle and the Nugget, pub-
lished in the Co:uer d’Alene mines, have
starved to death. This leaves Eagle City
camp without a paper. The Pioneer, of
Murray, has also suspended.

Saturday the entire property of the City
of Salem Mills Company was sold and
transferred to the Salem, Oregon, Capital
Flour Mills Company (limited) of Scotland.
The consideration was $220,000.

At Madison, Washington Territory, on
July 4th, a Scandinavian named Olsen and
John Campbell, a negro, had a fight. Olsen
was knocked down, and a kick in the neck
Killed him. Campbell is under arrest on a
charge of murder.

Twelve Chinamen made a bold attempt
to rob the sluices of the Canada mine, at
Port Wine, Sierra eountv, a few nights ago.
Their intention was to kill the two white
watchmen, but their plan failed, and some
twenty shots were fired before they were
driven off.

The project that was set on foot some
years ago of fluming lumber and wood
down the Santa Ana canyon from the San
Bernardino mountain has lain dormant for
a long time. Now, however, Eastern capi-
tal ]l:l.‘:lkl'n hold of the enterprise and it
promi®s to be pushed to a completion.

Mrs. Alfred, whose husband was killed
by the cars some time ago, brought suit at
Suisun against the railroad, asking for damj
ages in the sum of $25,000. The case was
heard by a jury in the Superior Court on
the Oth instant, when the jury returned a
verdict of 37,500 in favor of the widow.

The Pioche (Nev.) Record describes a
new pest as-follows: ** There is a gnat here
this summer that crawls up under a per-
son’s hair and bites him on the scalp, caus-
ing an immense lump to swell on his
head. It is hard for a person who has
been bitten by one of these gnats to dis-
tinguish whether itis a big bump on his
head or a little head on a big bump.”

In His Wirk's Pocker. — A fire broke
out in a dwelling-house the other night,
and after the man @md his wife had safely
reached the street the latter said that there
was 30 in the pocket of her dress, which
was hanging in a second-story back room.
“T'11 go for it,” said the husband, and hé
plunged into the burning building. The
flames blazed furiously, and the man did
not return. At the expiration of an hour
the fire was extinguished, and the back
building saved. Firemen groped their way
up the rear stairs through water and blind-
ing smoke, and found the man in the
closet still fumbling at his wife’'s dress,
looking for the money. He was nearly
suffocated with smoke, but had strength
enough to say that be thought he would
have found the pocket inside of two hours,
It never occurred to him to seize the dress
and rush out with that. Some men get so
excited and nervous in time of fire.—[Nor-
ristown Herald.
