A Contract that Was Not Fulfilled.

The attention of Department Two of the
Superior Court, and a jury, was devoted
last Saturday, and will be for a day or two,
to the hearing of the case of Mrs. Jane L.
Conner vs. Lee Stanley, administrator of
the estate of William Jarvis, an old resident
of Folsom, who died in September, 1882,
leaving his estate, valued at $25,000 or
more, to his grandchildren, the son and
daughter of Mr. Stanley, and appointin
the latter as his administrator. Deceasec
was 75 years of age at thetime of his death,
and, it is claimed by defendant, was in his
dotage, and had been for years. It appears
that he became acquainted with Mrs. Con-
ner (aged about 50) in San Francisco early
in 1882, and subsequently, when she visited
Folsom, they became engaged to be mar-
ried, and an engagement was entered into
between them to the following effect.:

This indenture, made and entered into this
twenty-first day of June, 1882, by and between
Wm. Jarvis, of the cmmt{ of Sacramento, State
of California, party of the first part, and Mrs.
J. L. Conner, of the city and county of San
Francisco, party of the second part,

Witnesseth, That whereas the party of the first
part and the party of the second part have
agreed, and do hereby mutually agree to marry
each other, and that in consideration thereof,
and of the mutual affection existing between
them, the party of the first {mrt grants and gives
to the party of the second part ten thousand
dollars’ (210,000) worth ot the bonds of the Na-
toma Water and Mining Company, a corporation
duly organired under the laws of the State of
California, being 20 bonds of §500 each, made
payable to bearer, now in possession of the party
of the first part, all of which he promises to de-
liver to her (the party of the second part) on or
before the day of their said marriage, to be and
become her absolute property, in herown name,
as her separate estate. 1 3

It is further agreed that one-half the interest
on said bonds, as the same becomes due and
payable from time to time, shall be paid to the
party of the first part, and the other half shall
be paid to the party of the second part.

And the party of the second part hereby
agrees to keep and perform her agreement
herein in good faith; and they hereby mutually
agree to marry each other within a reasonable
time hereafter. ¢

unto set their hands and seals the year and
day first above written.

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‘We Have Contracts Enough.

It is stated that a petition is being circu-
lated for signatures to influence the Board
of City Trustees to enter into a contract
with J. H. McKune, under which he would
agree to defeat all actions against the city
concerning its bonded indebtedness for a
contingent fee of $100,000; and further,
that a fee of $5,000 should be paid him

should the city make a compromise with
the bondholders after the contractis entered
into. The city already has a contract with
this same attorney, under which he has
agreed, for a contingent fee of $3,000, to de-
feat actions brought against the City Trus-
tees to compel them to levy the one per
cent. tax. In this case the validity of
the debt, and of the bonds, is put posi-
tively at issue in the city’s answer,
and whatever can be set up to defeat the
city’s creditors in any shape was supposed
to have been brought forward in this case.
The contract was not strictly contingent in
the action referred to, as the attorney was
to have $1,000 certain, and if he defeated
the city’s creditors, $2,000 more. The $1,000
has been paid on the contract, and now
why should this agreement be abandoned
—thereby making a present ot the $1,000—
for the purpose of entering into another
contract, when all the ingenuity of counsel
was exercised to set up every possible de-
fense in the present case, and they are now
therein at issue. The little joker in the

new proposition is not difficult to
see, for, regardless of the larger

fee contingent upon success, the $5,000
would have to be paid as lawyers
fees if any compromise whatever was made
between the bondholders and the city, after
the new contract was made, while nothing
new could be set up under additional cases
to defeat the creditors from getting their
pay which has not already been put forth,
or which it is the bounden duty of counsel
to do under present contract. The $5,000
is the plum sought after. The City Trus-
tees at a recent meeting very emphatically
and properly put foot down upon this little
scheme, at which time the Mayor and Mec-
Kuue had some pretty warm words, and
the pYesent petition, intended to influence
the majority of the Board, will not have
the desired result. Let the present con-
tract, on which the city has paid its $1,000,
be faithfully carried out. It is not wise to
send another $5,000 after the $1,000, until
the attorney who received it and agreed to
defeat the bondholders has concluded his
services in that direction under the present
agreement.
