CHOLERA PRECAUTIONS.

Sanitary Measures Adopted—Proclama-
tion by the President.

[By Telegraph. |

WasHINGTON, July 19th.—Secretary Fol-
ger to-day issned instructions to Collectors
of Customs, and other persons interested, to
prevent, until further orders, theunloading
of rags from infected foreign ports and rags
which are suspected, on good grounds, of
being infected, coming from any foreign
port.

The Surgeon-General of the Marine Hos-
pital Service has telegraphed to the health
authorities of New Orleans that the Secre-
tary of the Treasury has directed vessels of
the Revenue Marine Service to patrol the
coasts of the United States, including the
gulf coast, as a precautionary measure
against the cholera. .

It is expected that the President will
issue an executive order, calling attention
to the necessity for more stringent precau-
tions against the introduction of cholera,
and urging the greatest vigilance on the
part of agents of the Government, both at
home and abroad. Quarantine will proba-
bly be established against Canada, and also
against Mexico, in which latter place there
is a reported epidemic of yellow fever. The
epidemic fund; of which there is an unex-
pended balance of about $78,000, will be
utilized by the authorities for these pur-
poses. The Administration has determined
to make every possible effort to prevent the
introduction of the contagion.

Later this afternoon the President issued
the following proclamation :

By the President of the United States of
America—A Proclamation: While gquarantine
regulations are committed o the several States,
the General Government has reposed certain
powers in the Presideut, to be used at his dis-
cretion, to prevent a threatened epidemic.
Feeling it my duty. I hereby call upon all per-
sons who, under the existing systems in the
several States, are intrusted with the execution
of quarantine regulations, to be diligent and on
the alert in order to prevent the introduction of
the pestilence which we all regret to learn has
made its appearance in some countries of Eu-
rope, between which and the ports of the United
States intercourse is direct and frequent. I fur-
ther advise that the cities and towns of the
United States, whether on the coast or on lines
of intereommunication, by sound sanitary regu-
lations and the promotion of cleanliness, be pre-

THE BLAINE LETTER.

Comments of Leading Eastern Journals
on That Document,
[By telegraph.]

NEW YORK, July 19th.—The Tribune says
of Blaine's letter: The letter places him
before his countrymen as the foremost man
of the time. It reaches and passes the
high-water mark of American statesman-
ship. It would be difficult to name any
document in the long and glorious history
of the republic which surpasses this in its
masterly grasp of many great questions, or
in its profound and solid reasoning. His
adversaries will be startled by his reason-
ing on the civil service question, which not
only surpasses the utterances of any other
leader of that reform in clearness, but
looks far beyond the existing law. The
simple statement that Blaine, in his long
career, requested but four removals from
office, and those for non-political and con-
clusive reasons, may be pondered on by Mr.
Curtis.

The Jowrnal of Commerce says : The letter
is a masterly production, logical in its
style, shrewd in its aims, and strong in the
array of every available force for his own
advantage. It deserves and must command
universal attention. It assumes that the
growth of the country in material prosper-
ity is due almost wholly to the protective
tarifl, of which his 1x;u‘(y are the sole cham-
pions and defenc The Democratic
party, he holds, are the natural and avowed
enemies of this benefit system, and are cer-
tain to destroy it if they are at any time in-
trusted with power. His notice of the
South is far more just and kind than his
old-time speeches, and there is not a single
defiant tlourish of the bloody shirt, which
was supposed to be no inconsiderable part
of his stock in trade. As a whole, the let-
ter will strengthen Blaine as a candidate
for the suffrages of the people.

The Times aflects astonishment that such
safe and stale platitudes of duall and sleepy
maunderings about census figures, balance
of trade, Mormon question and public
lands could come from the bold and brill-
iant magnetic Blaine. His letter is flat and
feeble, and gives evidence of a worn body
and a weary mind. Even the most cursory
examination of the letter reveals Blaine's
unfitness to grapple with questions so new
and strange to him as the tariff and llu'uu-c-
tion. The Timee calls him timid and a dis-
sembler on thesubjact of foreign policy and
civil service reform. Altogether, his letter
marks a visible drop in the chances of his
election.

The World thinks the letter might more
properly be called a letter of evasion than
a letter of acceptance. It falsifies history
on the tariff, misrepresents the Democracy
on the tariff, exaggerates the work of the
Republicans, makes a bid for Southern
votes and foreign votes, and slurs our eivil
service. But its tongue is tied about the
one real live issue of honest government
against dishonest government.

The Sun finds its chief objection to the
letter in that it fails to discuss the Mulligan
letters. It says that Brother Blaine tellsus
nothing new. Ilis recent literary labors
have given him remarkable facility and
sustained power of expression. The peo-
ple, however, are chiefly concerned to dis-
cover what Blaine is, not what he says.
Blaine wants to change the subject, but he
cannot be accommodated.

The Herald prints the letter asan histori-
Al curiosity. Presumably, it says, he has
been assisted in its preparation during the
last ten days by intellectual bureaus, con-
gisting of Stephen B. Elkins, Charles E.
Smith and Whitelaw Reid. It looks in
length and in tenor as it he adopted all
their suggestions. The notion that purity
of administration and purity of record of
candidates is the main issue in this Presi-
dential canvass is entirely ignored by the
contributors to the symposium.

The comments of the evening papers on
Blaine's letter reflect generally the senti-
ments expressed in the morning journals,
The Post says: The letttr is undoubtedly
the joint composition of the candidate him-
self, Whitelaw Reid, C. E. Smith and S. B.
Elkins. Thereis nothing * aggressive ! in it
whatever. It has been trimmed, planed
and sandpapered until there’s nothing in it
to catch hold of. The Post exhausts over
two columns editorial in trying to catch
hold of something.

Puivapevriia, July 19th.—The Press de-
clares Blaine's letter 1s the clear, trenchant
voice of a masterly leader. It sharply de-
fines the lines of the campaign, and forces
the fighting at every point. No sounder
utterance of political creed, no worthier
declaration of public policy, has appeared
in our dav.
