A NEW VIEW OF THE 3AW OF LIBEL.

A decision of more than usual interest to
journalists has been handed down by the
Supreme Court of Massachusetts concern-
ing the law of libel and privileged publi-
cations. The Boston Herald, prior to any
action by the Court, published in full a
petition that kad been filed in Court, pray-
ing that the plaintiff"be disbarred, and set-
ting forth certain dishonorable acts of his
as cause. The Court holds that this
was not a privileged publication, and that
the publiskers are not protected in giving
it to print. Such petitions are not proceed-
ings in Cgurt until the Court has taken ac-
tion upon them, .and they are, therefore,
not privileged. They are, indeed, simply
ex parte statements, and do not constitute
a fair report of judicial proceedings as con-
templated by the law privileging certain
publications that are fair reports of such
proceedings. The facts alleged in the
petition were in themselves but ex parte
statements, say the Court, and cannot be
said to be Court proceedings. The paper
had a-right to make a fair report of the
judicial proceedings in the case, but the
filing of a petition of the nature of that in
question was not a judicial proceeding.
Judicial proceedings were not begun by the
filing of the petition in Court; it was re-
quired that there should be service of the
paper before the Court acquired jurisdiction
in the matter. From which we are to in
fer that any paper libelous' in itself is not
privileged by mere «filing in the clerk’s
office, for one might thus protect himself
in an infamous libel, by simply filing and
then withdrawing the paper after the press
reporters had taken it down for publication.

There would certainly appear to be much
force in the decision—it is at least one that
should put newspaper men on their guard.
The Penal C'ode of California says that one
is not liable to prosecution forlibel for pub-
lishing a fair and true report of any judi-
cial, legislative or other official proceeding,
except on proof of malice. The Civil Code
makes a like declaration regarding privi-
leged publications in actions for damages
for libel. It would thus appear that the

The demand for unskilled labor in the
country is now so great that the city
agencies have difficulty in supplying it.

Section 1 of Article II. of the State Constitu-
“Every native male eitizen of the
United States; every male person who shall have
acquired the rights of citizenship under or by
virtue of the treaty of Queretaro, and every
male naturalized eitizen thereof, whoshiall have
become such ninety days prior to any election,
of the age of twenty-one yvears, and shall have
been a resident of the State one year next pre-
ceding the election, and of the county in which
he elaims his vote ninety days, and in the elee-
tion precinet thirty days, shall be entitled to
vote at all elections which are now or may here-
after be authorized by law.”

No person will be allowed to vote whose name
is not upon the Great Register of the county
THIRTY or more days prior to the day of elee-
tion.
