DOMESTIC NEWS.
Xotincation of Hemlrlck*.

Saratoga (X. V.i.July 30th.— Part of the
committee appointed by the recent Demo-
cratic National Convention for the purpose
ofnotifying the candidates of their nomi-
nations arrived here last night. Hendricks
is at the Grand Union Hotel, and the com-
mittee held a private consultation at 11:20
to take action on the matter. A commit-
tee, consisting of YilasofWisconsin, Wal-
lerol Connecticut, Hooker of Mississippi,
and Stockton oi'New Jersey, was appointed
to confer with Hendriek's and ascertain
Which was the most feasible hour to make
the formal notification. The committee re-
turned and stated that Hendrieks wouldbe
ready at 2 o'clock, and the ceremonies would
take place inthe large parlor at that time.
At 2:10, amidloud applause fromtheguests,
the committee marched in and stood in a
circle, and immediately after Mr.Hendricks
followedand took position in the center.
Upon his arrival,Chairman Vflas delivered
a long and eloquent address, officially noti-
fyingGovernor Hendrieks of his nomina-
tion for the Vice-Presidency by the Na-
tional Democratic Convention, recounting I
the interesting circumstances of that nor- i
ination. Colonel Vilas closed with the
declaration that it was the especial desire
of the Democracy to see Governor Hen-
dricks invested with this dignity because
they knew that once he was given a title
to it by the people and was wrongfully
denied the possession.
TBS OFFICIALNOTIFICATION-—REPLY OF HEX-

PRICKS.
Mr, Bnell, Secretary of the committee,

then read the communication, which had
been prepared and personally signed by the
committee. The document was a formal
notification to Governor Hendrieks rhat
the National Democratic Convention had
nominated him as a candidate for the office
ofVice-President ofthe United States.

Mr.Hendrieks replied as follows: "Mr.
Chairman, and Gentlemen of the Com-
mitteel cannot realize that a man should
ever stand in the presence of v committee
representing a more august body of men
than that which you represent. Inthe
language ofanother, the Convention was
large innumbers, august in culture, and
patriotic in sentiments, and may Iadd to
that, that because of the power and the
greatness and the virtues, and the party
which it represented, was itselfin every re-
spect v very great Convention. [Applause.]
The delegates came from all the States and
Territories, and, 1 believe, too, from the
District of Columbia. [Applause.] They
came clothed with authority to express
judgments and opinions which are not
settled by constitutional law; for the pur-
pose ofpassing upon these questions, and
