THE CITY TRUSTEES.
Portion ofChina Slouch to be Fllled-In-

tcrestlng Facts About Sewage.

The City Trustees met at 10 a. m. yester-

day, to transact certain special business.
The SolicitingCommittee from the NY

tive Sons appeared and pressed their claim
for adonation from the city for the pur-
pose of assisting in defraying the expenses
of the Admission Day celebration, which
takes place on the 9th ofSeptember. Trus-
tee Gutenberger said he had thoroughly
considered the matter in nil its bearings.
While it was true that the city funds were
not large, yet he regarded money spent in
this manner to be a good investment. He
moved that the city donate $1,000. Trus-
tee Nielsen said lie had about made up his
mind to propose $500, but as the money
would redound to the interest of the city
taxpayers, and cause thousands to visitSac-
ramento at that time whowould not other-
wise do so, lie would second the motion.
Itwas adopted unanimously.

A communication was received from L.
P. Martin, Secretary of the Citizens' Com-
mittee, asking that"the Hoard of Trustees
meet at Eldred Hall in the evening, for the
purpose of discussing sanitary measures
with the Board of Trade and others inter-
ested. The invitation was accepted and
ordered placed on file.

The following resolution, which, by the
way, is the first step toward the filling of
China slough, was read and adopted :

Rctolwd, That itIs the intention of the Board
ofTrustees tohave the alley between IIand I
streets, from Second to Sixth streets, graded to
the official grade. Resolved further, that the
exterior boundaries of the district ofland af-
fected thereby are hereby declared to be, the
south line of IIstreet, extended on the north,
the north side ofIstreet on the south, the east
lineofSecond street on the west, and the west
line ofSixth street on the east.

Ilwas also ordered that the followingbe
established us the official grade of the
alley between H and I, from Second to
Sixth streets, at the point* named :East
side of Second street, 29 feet ;100 feet east
of east line of Second street, 24.5 --center
of Third street, 22.5; center of Fourth
street, 22.5; center of Fifthstreet. 22.5; cen-
ter of railroad, to track to1street, 2!) ;cen-
ter of Sixth street. 29 feet.

The City Engineer filed a lengthy com-
munication in reference to sewage. He
said several new Bewers willhave to be con-
structed in the near future, in the alley be-
tween J and X streets, from Third to
Fourth, and Iand .1 streets, from Fifth to
Eighth, in the laying of which what is
known as vitrified stone pipe willbe used.
In the alleys mentioned the grades arc
high, and plenty of fall is obtained. They
willI)-1put down on such v grade that they
can be easily flushed. Atthe head of each
Fewer willbe placed a Hush tank, of 250
gallons capacity, which willbe regulated so
as to be filledonce in 24 hours by a small
constantly running stream from the water
works. The tank willbe no constructed
that it willautomatically empty itself into
the sewer as soon as the water reaches a
certain height. The water, going into the
sewer with a rush, will thoroughly cleanse
it. The engineer claims that those sewers
will contain no gas, except that which
escapes from older and larger ones, and
good plumbing and ventilation will in a
great measure prevent, that. He claims
also that along the line ofthe proposed new
sewers, cesspools and closets ran be dis-
pensed with, if proper regulations are
made and enforced. liesays this proposi-
tion i^ made possible by the pumping now
in operation, which creates a more rapid
How. Ifthis plan works, and he has not
the slightest doubt of its practicability, the
system can be adopted on all the high
grades of the city, and thus the use of
hundreds of cesspools and closets, now
offensive and unhealthy, tan be dispensed
with. The area that could be so arranged,
i-> bounded by Front and Eleventh. 1 ami
L streets. He is of the opinion that the
work could be accomplished between now
and .him: next. For the lower portion of
the city, he recommends the adoption of
the Shone pneumatic system. An ejector
for experiment, he said, would cost about
$500, and would hi; shipped from England
as soon ;is ordered. lie tiled .several letters
from the manufacturers, showing that the
tnr.il cost of the experiment would not ex-
ceed $1,000. The matter was under
advisement.

John McQillivray, W. P. Snarr and J.
H. Sullivan presented bids forthe construc-
tion of the sewers referred to, but there
being some informality, the time for re-
ceiving bids was extended until Monday
next.

R <it Miller, C. H. Krebs. Fountain
Bros, and J. 11. Sullivan submitted bids
for the contract, to improve Istreet from
Seventh to Tenth. The bids were read,
and us each one covers some fifteen differ-
ent propositions, they were referred to the
City Engineer to ascertain which was the
cheapest on the whole.

FILLING CHINA SLOUGH.
A Speedy Method Proposed, with Kstl-

niated Cost, Etc.
A.J. Gardiner, a practical mechanic of

this city, who has assisted in constructing
works such as described below, and has
witnessed the operation of the machinery
referred to, and has seen the results
achieved in both England and Scotland,
writes as follows to the Record-Union:

Permit me to suggest through your
columns a few facts relative to the proposed
methods of tilling-in China slough. The
system heretofore adopted for that purpose,
tiiat of hauling dirtby means of teams, is
the most expensive, as perhaps a compari-
son of the following figures will show.
The idea of dividing it into two parts, by
filling-in the alley running north and south
from Third to .Sixth streets between H and
I,might prove a temporary remedy as a
sanitary measure, while a fatal epidemic
threatens our existence ;but the evil would
stillexist, ifin a less hideous form.

The scheme of running tiHume from the
American river and drifting the slickens
into it.by the aid of a wing-dam, might
prove a success ifthe fall is great enough
to carry the sand in sufficient quantities.
Yet it would certatnly take several

"
wet

"
seasons to achieve any appreciable advan-
tage, and the cost would be simply enor-
mous. Ifit were possible to induce the
Several property owners to pool their issues
in this case, what is now the most serious
impediment to the good health, progress
and prosperity of Sacramento might, by n
little management, prove an inestimable
blessing to all concerned. The area of the
contaminating pool is about four and
three-quarters blocks of land submerged.

The locality of the difficulty,and its close
proximity to a river which affords an inex-
haustible supply of sand, naturally suggests
to those who have had the opportunity of
seeing the successful operation of the
methods adopted by other corporations in
similar cases the propriety of following
their example, and dredging the river bot-
tom, say at a point above the Pioneer Mills,
and drifting the material so lifted through
en-shaped Humes, raised to a sufficient
elevation at the starting point to insure a
continuous flow of the debris emptied into
itto the place of deposit. To show the
feasibility of this plan 1 willpresent one of
the many ofiicial reports for your perusal,
inasomewhat abbreviated form.

Mr.Deas, of the Board of Trustees of the
city ofGlascow, Scotland, reports for the
year ending June 30, 1871, that dredger
No. 8, working 2.411)? engine hours, lifted
430,240 cubic yards of sand, silt and gravel,
at the rate of 177. 50 yards per hour, at a
cost of 5 1-10 cents per cubic yard, which
was afterward conveyed inbarges a distance
of twenty-seven miles and dumped at a
cost of11 cents per yard. The working
cist of the dredger for the season, includ-
ing hire, repairs, wages of employes, coal
and stores, amounted t0522,587 67. <>( the
four and three-quarters blocks in China
slough, the water on one, or perhaps more,
is but four feet deep, yet the whole area
may average twenty feet in depth below
the level of the basements in other parts
of the city.

Thus, four and three- quarters blocks,
320 feet wide and 20 feet deep, equal
382,815 cubic yards; and four and one-
quarter blocks of street, north and south,
420 feet, 80 by 20, equal 105,777 cubic yards ;
and three and one-half blocks, east and
west, JiX) feet, 80 by 20. equal 82,963 cubic
yards

—total, 571,555 cubic yards
—

which, if
dredged and thrown into the Hume at 5
cents per cubic yard, would cost .*25.577 75,
whereas if it were hauled by teams it
would cost about 38] cents per cubic yard,
allowing $5 for team per day, including
loading and emptying one load of one
cubic yard thirteen times a day. Without
entering into the niinmia of the case 1 will
simply leave the figures to speak for them-
selves : Total cost of hauling with teams,
$220,048 67; cost of dredging, $28,577 75;

Bume1,000 feet long$5,000. Cost ofdredging
571,555 cubic yards, at 5 cents' per yard,
$28,577 75, plus one-third to replace water
taken up in transmission. $42,105.

You willobserve Ihave not estimated
the cost of water used for flushing, as I
consider the city would willingly furnish
that free of charge.
