canneries along thfe" lower * 'olninhin river
were all closed. Some astonishing figures
hare boon given regarding the probable
output of salmon for the present season,
some figures nearly reaching 700,000 cases.
The pack the past month has been very
large, ami had it extended over another
month probably the above figures would
have been reached. It is certain that
there have been over 500,000 case* of sal-
mon put up since the Ist of April,but in
the absence ofdirect facts from the cannera
it would be unsafe to predict a much larger
pack. Alarge amount of this willgodirect
to Kngland, and nearly all the vessels now
under charter in the riverwillcarry salmon
over to London or Liverpool. The puck in
British Columbia and Alaska will be an
large as last year, according to late esti-
mates.

THE HOP MARKET.
Th« rro«p««U

What Eastern Dealer*

Say— Btr.
There appears to be a wide variance of

opinion as between the producers and deal-
ers in hops. The former are inclined to
the belief that prices this year will range
among the high figures, and base their
ideas upon the reports furnished by l.c May
and other English hop factors, which show
a bad state of the hop crop in England.
The dispatch published in the Kecorb-
Usion from New York, under date of the
28th instant, shows that the crop in that
State is also short. It Says:

"
The eighth an-

nual picnic of the hop-growers of Central
New York, at Oncida Lake, is now being
held, and 1,200 persons are present. View?
were exchanged regarding the crops and
business prospects generally. It was con-
ceded that this year's crop is not up to thelast, when liecounties of Otsego, Madison,
Oneida and Schoharic received $3,000.(XX>
from foreign countries for their crop. Itis
thought this year's yield willbe from one-
third to one-halt' smaller." A dispatch re-
ceived from San 'Francisco yesterday has
the following: "A linden cable to J. T.
Coebran litCo. report! no improvement in
the English hop crop. A great many hop-
yaids have gone bad. The market is :i
shade linn A New York telegram to
the same firmquotes the market as firmer
and crop prospects more -unfavorable."

Acting on this

information, and what he had previously
learned, the gentleman referred to says
that he willnot sell a bale of hops this sea-
son for le*) than .'MS cents per pound, and
liewillnot contract fora large amount at

On the other side of the question, 4b.e
New YorkDailyCommercial Bulletinof July
23d says, in speaking of hopa: "There is
not the faintest indication ol improvement
in the niarke'. Neither shippers nor brew-
en seem to require any considerable
amount of stock at the moment, and hold-
ers are not vnryii'g on prices to an extent
that wouldinduce either class of buyers to
anticipate future wants. Whether" good*
can be secured at lower prices than those
quoted isuncertain, in the absence of busi-
ness or any extensive offering. That
holders would find it necessary to
make round concessions to movo
agood-si/cd lot of any grade is, however,
very probable. As matters stand, allprices
quoted may be considered quite nominal;;
and from the" standpoint of demand, the
market i- certainly weaker than otherwise.
Yesterday a lotof100 hales choice sold be-
tween dealers at 28c, and that price is top
for cash business here. The Messrs Dale
Brothers announce the receipt inBoston <>'
the Jinst bale of new crop (1884) Eastern
hops on the 22d inst. by their linn. The
hops were grown by Mr.E. li. Hey ward, of
Boston, Mass., [were purchased by Mr.
John Roessle, a prominent Boston brewer.
This receipt is believed to be the earliest
on record in this country for new hops."

The firmofNeubotirg A fops, of this
city, who deal largely inhops, furnish tin-
followingprivate correspondence for pub-
lication:

Dear Sins: There is no life to our market,

and prices are entirely nominal. Reports from
the hop districts of this State speak well of the
growing crop. The vine is clean and healthy.
No lice or honey dew; allbudded out and Bomo
in fullbloom, although not so heavy a? last
year. Estimates of the yield are conflicting,
though all agree that itwillhe lighter than last
year. The cable reports of the English crop are
the same as inour last. The London market is
dull and inactive, with the prospect ofa decline
inprice.

place your crop at about 70.000 instead of 50.0U0.as you have it,and we look for tolerably low
figures inOctober and November. We hit in
communication with the brewers here and find
there is a general feeling agaiust making con-
tracts at present. We hope to hear from you
when there is a movement.

Fresco Decorating.— --Tho art. of.fresco,
decorating, which was followed in tha
Italian style formany years, has advanced
with architecture, and" the frescoing now
done is almost exclusivelyafter the Renais-
sance pattern. Frescoing and plainpaint-
ing go together. Itis not that the frescoer
is any less an artist.' But inmodern build-
ings,where both frescoing and plainpaint-
ing are required, tbe division ofworkis not'
desirable, whilethere is almost as much
difference in the quality of plain work as
in that of fresco. • Fresco, painting, in the
strict sense of the term, liar*1- made little
progress in America, but fresco decorating
has. The history 01 fresco painting during
the first two centuries, after the revival of
art is a history of oil painting, as every
work of importance was executed by that
process. Michael Angelo is said to have
expressed an opinion that fresco was fit for
men, and oil painting only for women anil
the luxurious and idle. But for two cen-
turies no works of more than average merit
have been executed in Italy, while inEng-
land fresco painting seems unsuited to the
geniud of the English school. InAmerica
the only works of consequence are in the
Capitol" at Washington. On the other
hand, fresco decorating has made rapid
strides and has become an art by itself. In
many business blocks and hotels in this
city the frescoer lias worked such transfor-
mation scenes that a traveler returning:
failed torecognize the landmarks. In pri-
vate houses no decoration is so lasting and
none other gives such a pleasing effect as
frescoing well done. It has, too, this ad-
vantage, that small apartments may be
made to appear more roomy, whilesuch
tints may be applied to spacious rooms as
himake them lose. too vast proportions.
The eye is sometimes easily deceived, and
the good frescoer knows it.
