THE AMENDMENTS.

The constitutional amendments pro-
posed by the Legislature to the people, and
to be voted upon at the coming election,
arc now being published in the R__oa""*-

U>*io**i",and there should lie no excuse of .
lack of information regarding them. They
are easily understoixl and need but little
explanation.

The first permits companies or individ-
uals to use the public streets, under munic-
ipal regulation, for the laying of water or
gas pipes, or other means of public illumi-
nation, inall cities and towns where the
niunicpality does not own works for such
purposes. This is simply a provision for
fair opportunity between all enterprises,
withthe proviso attached that the munici-
palitymay regulate the charges for service.
There willbe no opposition of any account
to this amendment.

The second amendment provide for the
printing of text-books for common schools
at State expense, and their distribution
among the people at the cost of production.
Itis a proposition concerning which itmay
betaken as a foregone conclusion that itwill
be adopted. Its purpose is to take the de-
moralizing contests over school text-books
out of the public forum, and to eliminate
from the politics of local Boards of Educa-
tion the corruption and bribery by rival
book fluents.

The thirdamendment provides that the
State Board ofEqualization and the county.
Boards of Equalisation shall have the
power to equalize assessment values for the
purposes of taxation, by increasing or
lowering the entire assessment roll, or any
single assessment on tho roll, so as to
equalize the assessment of property and
make it conform to the true value in
money. But, in so doing, no mortgage,
1'••**• 1 of trust, contract or other obli-

gation by which a debt is secured,
money or solvent credits, shall be
raised above the face value. As the law
now stands, the act of raising to equalize
must affect the whole roll,and thus certain
values, represented by mortgages, money,
etc.. may be actually rated higher for taxa-
tion than their true worth

—
a blunder, by

the way, of the new Constitutional Con-
vention, which even tho small band of dis-
creet and practiced minds in that body, se-
lected at large because of superior ability,
failed to discover lurking between the lines
of the document that went from the ma-
jorityof the body to adoption by the peo-
ple upon the wings of popular prejudice,
having just enough of good in it,and con-
taining just enough of rightprinciple, to
make its outrageous and blundering pro-
visions painfullymanifest.

AMUSING CASE OF MR. HARPER.
Nothing more damaging can occur to a

party ina politicalcontest than to be placed

upon the defensive. That is precisely the

situation of the Messrs. Harpers and of
George William Curtis. They started out

by assailing Mr. Blame, while admitting

that he was chosen by the representative
voiceof the party to which they stillclaim
to belong. But from this position they have
been routed, and are now driven to print"

open letters" toexplainaway the incongru-

ityoftheirmany-sided policy. Itwas agrave
mistake in Mr.Harper torush intounopen
letter to explain, that his failure to secure
the publishing contract of Mr. Blame's
book, being coutemporane.us with the
opening of the batteries ofHarper's Weekly
upon the candidate, was a mere coinci-
dence. However sincere Mr. Harper may
be inso declaring, the world willnot be-
lieve him. Itwill,despite his protestations,
continue to hold that the assault had a

directrelation to the failure unjust, un-
feeling and generally mean-minded is this
cruel world.

But there is a still more unfortunate
phase ofthis business for poor Mr.Harper.

When he wrote soliciting the publishing
contract, he paid the highest tribute to Mr.

Blame's genius, to his patriotism, to his

devotion to his country, and all that—in
short, be ladled out the taffy with a liberal
hand. The great firm of Harper &Bros,

had actually to call upon its head for an

autograph letter soliciting the publication
of the book, since ithad become apparent
that the man fromMaine had not taken the
trouble to solicitHarper itBros, to do his
publishing. In the light ofthe caricatures,

ridicule and abuse of Mr. Blame, with
which Harper's Weekly now abounds, Mr.
Harper feels itincumbent upon him to ex-
plain also that the taffy in his letter was
tribute to the man, while the abuse inthe
paper is opposition to the candidate. IfMr.
Harper and Mr. Curtis did not adhere to

the party of Mr.Blame, there would be an
avenue of escape for them ina declaration
that it is the party behind the man that is

objectionable. But they take precisely the

opposite position, and thus Mr. John W.
Harper presents the amusing spectacle
of a two-horse act— the animals pursuing
opposite courses.

Itwon'tdo, Mr.Harper. When you say

that you have high personal regard for Mr.
Blame, and do not hesitate to repeat your
laudations of him ina personal letter, and
at the same time the paper you own and

control declares that Blame is venal, rep-
sents rascalityinpolitics, and was the prin-
cipal in a case of moral bribery, you
convince the country that cither you, or
your paper, deliberately falsifies.

Catholic Total Abstinence Union.
Chicago, August 7th.—The Catholic To-

tal Abstinence Unionof America, at its ses-
sion this morning, reconsidered the resolu-
tion to hold lis next convention at Notre
Dame, and it was decided to hold it in-
stead at New Haven, Conn., on the lir.it
Wednesday in August, 1885. A number of
amendments to "the Constitution were
acted upon, after which addresses were
made by Bishops Spalding and Ireland.
The session adjourned at 2 clock.

[SECOND DISPATCH.!
Chicago, August 7th.—The Catholic

Total Abstinent* Convention met in after-
noon session. The Committee on Resolu-
tions presented a longreport. Itcharacter-
izes those who cause crime and misery by
sellingintoxicatingliquors, as criminals;
holds that moral suasion alone cannot pre-

vail -gainst intemperance; that the law
must be invoked, and that it is a dire
calamity to trust the management of public
affairs to those who hold ottice at the good
willof the liquor dealers, it continues:
'• While we recognize moral suasion as tlic
basis of temperance work, we nevertheless
declare our confidence in a legal restriction
of the liquor trallic as a menus to the ad-
vancement ofthat work. Such restriction
may go to whatever extent seems best to
us." In our capacity of Catholic temper-
ance citizens, we emphasize the fact,
however, that we cannot countenance,
or in any way encourage, tin-
liquor interests, much less vote
for it." Anattempt to insert resolutions in
favor ofactual prohibition caused a spirited
discussion, but the report of the committee
prevailed withoutchange. The report also
declared that it is the right of Catholics in
the army and navy of the United States to
have Catholic chaplains; sympathising
withthe struggles ofthe Irish people ;pro-
testing against tbe effort ofthe Italian Gov-
ernment to take possession of the property
of the Propaganda; complimenting Presi-
dent Arthur for his prompt action in saving
the American College to the Propaganda.
The followingofficers were elected : Presi-
dent. Rev. J. M.Clear}*,of Kenosha, Wis.;
Vice-President, Rev. James 1". Mcli.i, of
Brooklyn; Treasurer, Rev. J. B. Banks, of
Ohio; Secretary, Philip A.Nolan, of Phila-
delphia. Adjourned.

Eds.- Record-Union .* Concerning the

proposed pumping of the city sewage into-
the river, 1 wish to say that, according to
the highest obtainable testimony, it will
not pollute the river to any appreciable ex-

tent. The sewage of all the towns along
the banks of the Sacramento river and its
numerous tributaries and their branches,
allcomes to us as drinking water. "Marys-
villo,

'
Chico, Smartsvillc, Oroville,Nevada

City, Grass Valley, Yuba City, Red Bluff,
Folsom, ; Folsom State Prison, Placerville,
etc., allpour their refuse into our drinking
water, either directly or indirectly.

Yet we have the testimony of allof our
older physicians and many prominent citi-
zens as to the superior character of our
drinking water. Our scientists anil chem-
ists say it is chemically pure. Sacra-
mentans like the river water, and it has
been regarded as superior tothe drinking
water of many other cities. Ifsuch evi-
dence as the above is of any value, the
river water has not been injured by the
towns above us depositing their sewage
into the river anu its tributaries, from
which we obtain our daily water supply.
At least Sacramento people likeit.and the
physicians who now oppose pumping our
sewage into the river have always held
that it is wholesome water.

Now Idesire to ask ifour eight inch
stream of sewage thrown into the Sacra-
mento below the city is likelyto injure the
few people below who may desire to occa-
sionally use water from that stream. We
drink the combined flushings of the entire
up-stream territory, and declare it to be
good and wholesome. Why may not the
few people who live near the banks of the
river between us and title-water with equal
good taste ignore the.. fact that we con-
tribute our quota tothe slickens that passes
our doors?

Regarding the alleged deposition ofexca-
vator dutnpage from' Marysville, a portion
of which is said to have been found a few
years ago at the mouth of our city pump, 1
can only say that in stating the probability
of such an occurrence the American river,
with its swift stream flowing into the Sac-
ramento just above the pipe, has not been
taken into account.

\u25a0- The argument at this time against pump-
ing sewage into the river is tardy. The ar-
gument by ex-members of the Board |of
Health in favor of farming the sewage is
equally tardy. It cannot certainly have
needed twenty-five years of service to have
brought them to a realization *of the im-
perative necessities of the situation.^ 'Arc
there records toshow that they have in the
past used their best endeavors for the adop-
jtion of a suitable plan ? Ifthey didmake
the endeavors, did they not fail? 'If they
failed, and we know that ifthey tried they
did fail, what did they do? They simply
letitrun where it has been trying torun,
and stink, and stand still. We know what
the city needs, but we also know that funds j
are not available to obtain such needs. j
