monster mass meeting ofveterans, at which
Blame was present, was held last evening.
When Mr.Blame ascended the stops of tho
stand to address the old soldiers he was
greeted with shouts, cheers and cries of"Blaine ournext President." He said:

Gentlemen of iiu: Grand Army of Maine: I
thank you for this kindlyanil cordial greeting.
This occasion lias been one ofgreat pleasure to
me, in the renewal ofold -lequiiiiitu and the
recalling ofold scenes of civillife that ante-date
your splendid deeds of war. Mymind is carried
back tothe winter of 1861—to the excitement,
elation, and at the same time seriousness and
sadness of that ominous and critical era. I
vividlyremember every incident as we stood on
the eve of the gigantic struggle. When at last
the war-cloud burst, and President Lincoln
issued his proclamation lor 75,000 men, Maine
was asked forone. regiment, Governor Wash-
burne summoned anextra session of the Legis-
lature. Ihad the honor at the time to lie the
Speaker of the House of Representatives. Our
patriot iwas fervid, our confidence strung,
ami we younger members of the Legislature II
was but 31 years ofage myself) determined to do
something very bold, something that we ven-
tured to hope.would be rather appalling to the
Confederate Government. Instead of respond-
ing withone regiment, which the President had
asked for, we authorized the Governor to offer
ten regiments to the National Government,
and, though entirely unused to a State
debt, we empowered the Governor to
borrow H,000,000 on the faith of the
State for immediate use in the equipment of the
troops. We all felt that ue werebragging when
we used these bigfigures. We felt sure our ten
regiments would never be used, forsuch a con-
tingent from Maine implieda larger force than
Napoleon and Wellington both controlled on the
Held of Waterloo. Gentlemen, you, faT better
than I,know the sequel. Our ten regiments
were swept into the voitex of war before the
expiration ofhalfa year, and weended bysend-
Ing thirty-two regiments of infantry, two regi-
ments ofcavalry and nine batteries of artillery.
This, with the troops necessary to keep '.heir
ranks fullin the terrible contest, absorbed more
than 70,000 men of Maine— draft almost as
large, in proportion to the arm-bearing popula-
tion, as Frederick the Great levied upon the
provinces of Prussia in the hardest-pressed pe-
riod of the Seven Years' War. You, gentlemen,
are anhonored and important part of the sur-
vivors of the great host. Ijoin with youinyour
commemoration services for the -returning
brave; for that great host who died for their
country and for liberty. No victory ever assured
so much --tiod to mankind; none ever prevented
so much evil. The struggle is over, and our
triumph is celebrated not with a sense of hav-
ing conquered a foe, but with that better sense
ofhaving reclaimed our kinsmen and brought
them back to their own heritage and the pro-
tection of their own Hag. Beneath that nag,
north and south, east and west, willall find pro-
tection. Under its sheltering folds we shall all
dwell together inunity, for we arc brethren.

The speech closed amid a tumult of ap-
plause, which lasted ten minutes.

Condition of the I'nited States Treasury.

N_W York, August Bth. —
The Post's

Washington special says: "An,examina-
tion of the condition of the Treasury
shows that, without taking into considera-
tion the circulation ofnotes, the Govern-
ment has cash enough to pay till its out-
standing current liabilities, and to leave a
surplus of $130,000,000. Allof that sur-
plus, if tbe Secretary of the Treasury is so
disposed, maybe kept in gold. It is en
tirely within his discretion now to discrim-
inate against silver. Those whose opinions
are generally sought in the Treasury upou
such subjects anticipate that before the
gold balance can reach the $100,1*00,00'
limit,below which the Secretary i*annot
