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TIONS BY THE WAT.—
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Charcoal for Animate—Aeration of

tlic -Soil— Record of
Milkers—Etc -

Inan article upon the effect and nec4*a-
-ity of aeration of Uie soil, the Now York
_*_-*» says that opening the soil forthe ad-
mission of air is one of the principal ob-
jects of plowing, harrowing and other-
wise breaking up and disintegrating the
earth's surface. The presence of air in the
soilin as large quantities as possible is in-
dispensable, because it brings withit car-
bonic anil ammoniac;:! gases, which reach
the minute roots or spongioles of plants.
Airalso supplies the oxygen necessary to
the decomposition of vegetable matter,
which in turn becomes what may be
termed the lood of plants. Aeration of
soils r-ann it be accomplished byopening
holes in the ground by breaking the earth
into large lumps and clods, but the air
should be admitted in many minute
streams or channels, in order that each
particle of soil may conic in con-
tact with a particle of air. Plow-
ing, hoeing and weeding growing
crops are aerating processes- well un-
derstood by the scientific agriculturist, who
never neglects (hew, even when do weeds
are present ;for experience has taught him
that luxuriant growth will be promoted
and often sustained by aeration, whether
the season be wet or dry. Heavy, stiff
clays become beaten down and hard dur-
ing the heavy rains of spring, and then
porosity is almost entirely destroyed, as
neither air nor moisture can enter except
very slowly, ifat all; but if they arc
broken up and pulverized, aeration pro-
ceeds with rapidity and regularity. Air
not only enters loose soils direct, but also
with water, and whenever (he soil is in
such acondition as to admit wale;' rapidly,
we may conclude that aeration is also going
on. Water, however, should not rest inthe
Roil, but circulate; first by descent us a
liqnid,and then by ascent in the form of
vapor, thereby assisting -erution as well as
carrying the fertilizingelements of the soil
•'.i the roots of plants growing therein.
Water exposed to tlicatmosphere, even by
passing through ifinthe form of rain, ab-
sorbs atmospheric gases in sufficient quan-
tities to be perceived by the human palate.
These are remove by the soil as the water
passes through it, thereby adding more or
less to its fertility.

Charcoal lias recently been recommended
ns an addition to the food ofanimals, as it
increases their powerof accumulating fat,
and promotes the rapid and healthy pro-
duction of lli'sh. This was recently proved
by taking the live weights of.two lots of
sheep, and simply separating them by an
ordinary net; the artificial food, corn anti
cake, being carefully weighed out each
lotalike daily, one pint of charcoal being
added toone lotonly. When re-weighed,
prior to selling to tho butcher, the increase
in weight was infavor ofcharcoal by 16.2S
per cent. Sanitation causes easy and com-
plete digestion ;and assimilation only can
account for the.*).* results, which charcoal
alone can accomplish. The charcoal should
be given mixed with the food, except in
urgent tatses, when it may be mixed in
water or thin gruel, and given as a drench.
This dose is one pint toevery twenty-five
head of sheen or lambs, one-quarter pint
per bead for full-grown cattle, horses, or
pigs, halfUie quantity for young cattle, and
twoteaspoonfuls to one dessert-spoonful for
young calves, daily, when suffering from
disease, or in ill condition. To keep in
good health, and fortify against diseases,
She dose should be given two or tin. times
per week, according tothe class offoodthey
are having, and the state ofthe atmosphere.
The best plan is to wel a quantity of bran,
pollard(malt-combings); mix the charcoal
among it, and then among the fond you
give them. For rapid and healthy fatten-
ing ofcattle, i!should be used daily among
their food. Charcoal for internal and
medicinal purposes must be pure re i table
Charcoal, free from all irritatingand injuri-
ous foreign matter. The charcoal when
coming into the user's possession must be
kept perfectly dry,and free from any ill-
smelling surroundings, such as the vapors
ofa stable, or artificialmanures, etc., or it
willabsorb them, and thus become septic,
and ofno medical value, ftis better kepi
iva closed bin, or tin canister with a light
cover. —[Popular Science News.

for catching slugs: '• Take some pieces of
slate or Sat stones, or flatpieces of tin,and
lay them about in the garden among the
plants, distributing them very liberally ;
just at sundown go out and place a tea-
spoonful ofbran on each piece of slate or
tin,'and the slugs willsoon become aware
of itand begin to gather and feed on it. In
about two hours, when it is dark, go out
again with a lantern and a pail containing
•salt and water, and pick up each piece upon
which the slugs are found fowling, and
throw the slugs and bran into the brine,
where they instantly die. It is well,also,
to go around in the morning, and many
slugs willbe found hiding under the pieces
of date, and can be destroyed in the brine
Ilyfollowingup this method persistently
for a few weeks the garden may be effi-
ciently rid of the nuisance."

The speed is
twenty-two revolutions per minute, and at
this rate it is found that from 200 to 500
square yards of carpet can be thoroughly
cleansed per hour without the possibility
of damage, to the fabric.
