AQUESTION OF CHARITY.
"

Good churches make good ministers,"
said a distinguished clergyman recently.
Possibly : but it is certain that they do not
always make the old age of a servant ofthe
church, who has been for years faithful to
it, secure against want in his latter day:*.
Here is the Chicago Current telling a mwl
pitifultale of a superannuated clergyman
ofthe Methodist Church livingnear that
city,but livingupon the very verge of ab-
solute starvation. This man served the
Christian Church for forty-three years. He
was a valiAntsoldier, and never faltered in
the ranks. fTi-preferred, according to our
Contemporary, neither his ease nor his
personal advancement. Ho sought the
hard roads. His income during those
forty-three years of toil, devotion and self-
sacrifice wj» never more than $360 a year,
and frequently an low as $100. He could
lay up nothing forInactive old ago. When
he heard he had been relegated tothe r:uiks
of the superannuated it is said be fainted.
It meant absolute poverty. Wo have no
idea how the Methodist Church inIllinois
proposes to respond to this case. Itis a

rich church. It pays some of ita clergy
iarfre salaries. Itsupports costly structures,
and provides some elegant parsonages. It
has money to invest inpublishing schemes,
and more to lend <o the. heathen in far-off
lands. But itmaintains a system that pre-

vents the acquisition ofhomes byitsclergy,
and for this very season it should provide
so liberal for its ministers that they may
be made independent of charity when the
cold days come. Methodists arc excellent
givers, the laity contribute in a spirit and
with open-haudednoss not often rivaled, but
the application oftheir benefactions does not
always rc-.-!:lt as superannuates have si right
to expect Now, our contemporary is a re-
liable informant,and hero stands its charge
ihat one Li starving who for forty-three
y(-an was a consoler ofthe afflicted ;whose
lifewas a pattern of the virtues ;whose la-

. bora were all for n cause in which lie de-
voutly believed. For forty-three years he
rallied recruits Hie ranks of the church
that leaves him to starve. For forty-three
years he lived upon .ipittance to nerve his
religion, and now it denies him the crust
of tic clarity that for forty-three years
he preached as its chief virtue.
What is there in ouch » case
to encourage devotion to the church. Ilad
this man gone to the ways of the sinful, he
could scarcely have fared worse -nay. ho
might have wellprovided against the rainy
day. Sin could not have, left him more
worldlyhelpless than lias righteousness, if
the story the Chicago paper be true,
and there is no reason to doubt it, since it
is told with touching regret, and without
bitterness, and the editor in his select col-
umn vouches for its verity. We have wit
indignant, silent and ashamed in the back

conferences," spectator to the

debates of the clergy and laity representa-
tion, as they discussed in minutest detail
the minimum amount upon which .some
tmp«ranu.ate could possibly live. Very
often the failings of the man, the mental
weakne-s incident to the wornout physic*]
machinery, the financial iiirompclcncy and
improvidence the itinerant system of the
church cultivates, were debated as consid-
erations operating for or against given
measurement of "allowan**" to be
awarded the pensioner. We have Mlthe
glow of approval when some more than
broadly-minded mm apj<calexl for fattening
the superannuate fund untilitscoffers should
run over withcase and comfort for its de-
pendents.

TRANSCONTINENTAL FREIGHT TRAF-
FIC.

The representatives of great trunk rail-
way lines have been inconsultation in San
Prancisco upon ono of the chief problems
of tho freight question—how to con-

duct business so bs to induce the
great volume of Asiatic freights to cross
this continent ftom shorn to shore. But
the inquiry into means to be employed
uniformity brings tip the question of rates,

and these, it is found, must be so low a.s to

successfully compete with the transporta-

tion charges by the great Hea routes. Such
rates prevailing by transcontinental rail
routes will reduce the tariffs to figures be-

low the average co«t of transportation.
The question remaining to be determined
is, willitpay to take the freights on that
basis? Unquestionably the transporters
willdecide it in the affirmative, if indeed
they have not already resolved upon it.
And the rea.son for such a conclusion
throws lightupon the railroad transporta-
tionquestion, which has been so befogged
and misrepresented i>y demagogues and a
conscienceless press. The freight will be
carried, foritwillbe pure economy to do
so, becaii3c it willconsume the surplus
transportation capacity of the carriers.
This will inure to the benefit of all local
freight trafficofthe country, ftus an ax-
iom that a Inrj^i tonnage at a low rate pays
better than a small tonnage nt a high rate.
Assure the carrier of the employment
of his full carrying capacity and his
rate; declines. In other words, the fixed
expenses relating to transportation are not
proportioned to the amount of the freight
carried. Whether itbe great or small, the
mass of fixed expense remains the same.
To illustrate : Ifa million tons cost X to
transport, itdoes not follow that twomillion

tons willcost 12 X.but rather tho extra cost

DOMESTIC.

The American Turf.
New York,August lOtii.—No sectional

race run for some years caused more feel-
ing than that for the champion of the stal-
lion stakes, and had the weather been
settled and in no wav threatening, itis safe
to say that the attendance wouldhave been
Immense. • Fortunately it did not rain.
That the sectional feeling should run high
for the champion, stallion stakes was not
surprising, seeing that no less than live
stalls were represented in a dozen entries
named to start. California was represented
by E. J. Baldwin's famous IriVerano. Vo-
hintc and Mission Belle; the Kentucky and
Tennessee breeders in the race were
represented by Richmond, Saltpe-
tre, BrookwoocL East Lynne and
(Jonno ; Pennsylvania was represented
byPardeeand Eachus, while New Jersey

was not behind with Wanda and Chimera.
Although so many States were represented,
the feeling of the majority present centered
on what the California and Hew Jersey con-
testants would do, with here and there
some who wished for the success ofKelso,
the Dwyer, the Ketteon, the McMahon and
the Clipsiana representatives. At firstthe
Californians were favorites, which was not
at all surprising, seeing that Verano had
won the Nursery and Hyde Park stakes at
Chicago, Volante's flash at Saratoga and
Mission Belle's quickstep at •Chicago
and the spinway at Saratoga. The
trio as they snowed on the track,
Verano ridden by] the famous colored
rider, [aaac Murphy, Volatile by
Blaylock and Mission Belle by Hollaway,
looked remarkably well, and gained con-
siderable applause, but when Rancoca's
pair showed up, with BillyDonohue on
Chimera, and Olney on Wanda, the feeling
proved strong, and many who had said
they would back the Californians turned
around and put their money oilRancoca's
team, ofwhich Wanda really started favor-
ite. The dozen wore- promptly at their
port, and as the boys knew that business
was meant, there was but littledelay, and
at the third effort Edgar M.Johnston sent
them on their journey, to a good start for
allbut Pardce and Eachus. Californians
nuickly showed in the van, but at the half-
distance Wanda headed them, and at the
two-thirds distance the race was virtually
over, for with an easy lead Wanda ran the
last quarter nearly alone in :-o, winningby
three good lengths.

Earthquake Shook.

Another Outrage on Americans inMexico.

Gai.vcsto.v, August 10th.— At Calora, on
the Mexican Central Railway yesterday, a
Mexican peon insisted against orders upon
walking on the wallof the round-house,
now being erected. Finallyhe was knocked
oft'by an American, whom the police, in-
stead ofarresting, beat v.-iii. clubs until the
man was rescued by the Americans and
taken up the road *6Fresnillo. The Mayor
of Calora is supposed to have instigated
the trouble, having always been
inimical to the Americans. He
caused the arrest of twelve men employed
at the station, includingthe traindispatcher
and telegraphers, and imposed lines and
sentence of imprisonment upon them with-
out trial. On representing the case to
the Minister of the Interior, orders were
sent for their release, but instead' of
complying with the orders the Mayor com-
pelled the prisoners to clean the streets.
The American railway nun threaten ven-
geance. The Federal authorities, however,
willtake prompt action to avoid further
trouble. .

Horse-Thieves Wiped Our.
Helena (M.T.), August 10th.—Meager

particulars have been received of another
slaughter of horse-thieves in the Mussel
Shell region, 150 miles northeast of here,
lust week, by cowboys. While in pursuit
of stolen horses, a loghouse was discovered
in the timber on the mountain side. It
was secretly watched a day or two, during
which time several small parties of men
came and went, sonic by day, others by
nij.'lit. having in their possession horses,
evidently stolen. Itbecoming evident that
it was a horse-thieves' rendezvous, the cow-
boys congregated, and last Monday night
crawled up to the bouse and attacked it.
Fourteen horse-thieves were about the
premises at the time, of whom nine were
killedand five escaped. The cabin was set
lire to and burned. No particulars Lave
yet been received of the fight. Graville
Stuart's cowboys met withaband ofthieves
at the mouth of the Mussel Shell, and it is
thought a fight must have occurred several
days ago. The locality in over two hun-
dred miles from Helena, with no tele-
graphic communication. Never was there
a period inthe history of this or any other
Territory when so much horse-thieving
was going on. The citizens are determined
to effectually stop it. Fully fifty thieves
have been banged or shot in the past

month.
Lively Times at a Prize Fight.

Denver, August 10th.—An excursion
train this morning carried several hundred
people twenty miles south of Denver;
where they went to see a light between
John P. Clow, of Denver, and George A.
Morrison, of Lcadville, which took place
for the championship of Colorado. Both
men were badly used up at the end of the
sixth round. One of the spectators reached
over the rope mid struck Clow. This started
a general rough-and-tumble light. Thirty
or forty men participated. The Sheriff had
divided the crowd before leaving the train,
which probably prevented a terrible fight.
The Sheriff and posse succeeded in drag-
ging the combatants apart before any seri-
ous injury was done, in the meantime the
referee called time, and decided in favor of
Clow.

While the rescuing
party was at work the other walls fell,
burying Daniel Vinner, Jr., and John tlra-
bam. Their bodies were recovered this
afternoon, burned to a crisp. Robert Mil-
ler and Samuel Kelly (colored) were in-
jured, and -will die. lxv«,$75,000.

FOREIGN.
The Cholera Situation.

Paris, August 10th.
—

The cholera is mak-
ingrapid prop-ess through Southern France
and Northern Italy. In the little village
of (Jignae, near Montpelier, forty cases
have been found, and there have been nu-
merous deaths. The panic there was ter-
rible. It is believed that in Avignon the
epidemic is worse than reported. Four
deaths have occurred, and soldiers from.
Avignon have died in Algiers, and an out-
break of cholera inAlgiers is feared. Some
of the reports of deaths from cholera in
the villages near to Toulon are particularly
heartrending. In some of them more
people died ina day than in Toulon. In
Bordeaux there have been three deaths-.
Microscopical examinations of the water
drawn from wells and fountains ia all
places visited by the cholera, show the
presence of vast colonies of microbes.

Paris, August luth.—Fears are now ex-
pressed that Marseilles has not seen the
worst of the cholera. On Friday the Lyons
doctors continued their fornierexperiments.
They injected into one patient 3oogrammes
of a solution composed of rive grammes of
chlorydine of sodium and fifteen centi-
grammes of carbonate of sodium, dissolved
in 1,000 grammes of water. The success of
the experiment can hardly be determined,
as the patient subjected to the treatment
was already in the last *tagc of the disease.
The statement that cholera existed last
year in Marseilles, and that the fact was
kept secret, is pronounced absolutely false.

water of the Rhone, near Arfcs, is said to
show microbes by millions. It is be-
lieved now that the epidemic willrage
untilthe Ist of October.

A Noted Murderer.
A few days since one of the most noted

murderers in this State was lodged in the
County Jail en route to Auburn. The
crime for which he was arrested, the details
of which were published in the Uixxkd-
I'm'i.n at the time, is spoken of in the
Grass Valley Ti<li><iisof the 7th inst as fol-
lows :

On Monday evening Sheriff Eluntley, of
Placer county, and Sheriff Branhani, of
Santa Clara county, arrested at the foot of
the 1,900 level of the Ysabel shaft of the
New Almaden quicksilver mine a man
named WilliamCorborubia, alias Bill Ha-
dio, Jose Rio, a Chilean, for the murder of
a man named Muldoon near the Grizaiy
Hear House, Placer county, on the 18th of
last November. The.Chilean met Muldoon
••it the hotel and importuned him to pay for
the drinks, which the latter did,exhibiting
at the limeabout $15. The two men left
the house and proceeded toward Auburn,
Muldoon being considerably intoxicated.
About two miles below the Grizzly Boar
Ilouse Corborubia shot Muldoon twicewith
a pistol, in the back and neck, cut his throat
and robbed him. He afterwards dragged
the body a little way from the road, piled
brush upon and attempted to mini it,par-
tially succeeding. Sheriff Huntley, having
an accurate description of the murderer,
has been on the lookout for him ever since,
and several times was close upon his trail,
and finallylocated him at the New Almaden
mine. When arrested at the bottom uf the
mine he asked the reason, and when told
that it was for the breaking of the windows
of a saloon on the previous day. he quietly
surrendered. He wag subsequently in-
formed that the charge was for horseateal-
ing,ofwhich there are a number of cases
against him. This statement allayed his
apprehensions and be went quietly to San
Jose with the officers, where he was placed
inthe cell once occupied by the notorious
Vasquez, and on Tuesday was conveyed to
Auburn, where he will be tried for the
murder of Muldoon. although this is not
the only crime of this nature that is laid
at his door. The .San Jose Times says he is
charged with the murder ofa number of
Chinamen, near Campo Seco, some live or
six years ago. A Chinese miner had been
brutally murdered, and one evening Cor-
borubia and a companion entered a .-tore in
which four or live Chinamen were stand-
ing, and they denounced him as a murderer
of their countryman. At the point of their
revolvers Corborubia and his companion
led them to a gulch, killed them all and
hurled their bodies to the depths below.
Fuller detail of the lifeand crimes of this
desperate criminal willbe obtained during
the progress of his trial.

Report of Colonel Mason* po th Cholera
in France.

[By telegraph. 1 >\u25a0\u25a0..-;

Washington. August 9th.—Frank 11.
Mason, United States Consul at Marseille,
in a dispatch to the State Department rela-
tive to the cholera at that place, and in
Toulon, says: "It appears that, notwith-
standing allthe progress made in medical
science and the very perfect arrangements
for collecting and treating the stricken vic-
tims ofthe scourge, more than twit-thirds
of those attacked have died. Even during
the first fortnight of the epidemic, when all
the sanitary conditions were most favor-
able, the almost immediate transmission
ofthe disease from Toulon Jo Marseilles
and the enormous death rate of 70 per cent,
in the earliest stage of the epidemic seems
to prove that sanitary science and medical
skill have made but little substantial pro-
gress in dealing with Asiatic cholera. A
second feature of the present epidemic is
the rigor and deadlines* of its attack an
compared with the last great cholera sum-
mer— LSCS. The rapidity and virulence
ofthis development are attribute*] insome
measure to the intense, damp and ."titling
heat which has prevailed during most of
the days since July 30th. There are phy-
sicians of judgment and experience who
maintain that dedication is the only effec-
tive destroyer of the choleraic microbe on a
large scale, and that dry, hot weather,
while it may be unfavorable for those
already attacked, is most effective instav-
ing the dread contagion. Another notice-
able feature of the present visitation has
been the simultaneous and sudden appear-
ance ofthe malady in all parts of the city
of Marseilles Fugitives from here have
died inAix,Grenoble and other towns in
Southern France, but epidemics have thus
far not been kindled, nor have any persons
been attacked, except such as brought the
contagion from this city toToulon."

In view of the enormous emigration
which has occurred since the outbreak,
three weeks ago, which isestimated bygood
authority at 100,000 persons from' Mar-
seilles and 50,000 from Toulon, and the dis-
tribution of this vast contingent through-
out Prance, Italy, Switzerland and the
Netherlands, it is noteworthy and encour-
agingtha,t no authenticated case of cholera
has occurred among this army of fugitives
inany point north ofGrenoble. Although
agreat number of Italian working people
left the two stricken cities for Northern
Italyduring the early days of the epidemic,
the disease has not apparently been carried
with them, for, if it I:.!-, it is not yet de-
veloped. Nothing in all the dispute con-
cerning the originand cure of the disease
has ridded any effectiveness to the means
hitherto known for treating choleraic pa-
tients, and the proportion of deaths to the
number ofcases appears to increase rather
than diminish. A momentary gleam of|l
hope was diffused by the announcement
that some patients bad been rescued in the
collapse stage of the malady at the hospital '
inToulon by the inhalation ofoxygen, but ,
this encouragement has been clouded by
the discovery that the effect of this power-
ful stimulant was but temporary and the
patients thus treated finally died in the j
same ratio as those treated by other
methods."

Pursuant to the Constitution of the State of
California, and an Act of the Legislature of the

IState of California entitled "An Act to provide
forthe«ubmistlon of prypotK-d amendments to

the Constitution of the State of California to the
qualified electors for their approval," approved
March", 18* notice is hereby given thai the
Legislature ol the Mute of California, nt Its
twenty-fifth session, commencing on the first
Monday after the firstday olJanuary, A.D.'\u25a0"" \u25a0

two-thirds of all the members elected to each of
the two Houses of said Legislature voting in
favorthereof, proposed that Section 19 of Ar
tide XI.of the Constitution oftheState of Cali-
fornia, bo amended bo as to read aa follows :

\ .• ]\u25a0<! i;itlit No. I.

Section 10. In an; city where thoro are no
public works owned and controlled by the mn-
nieipnlity for supplying the same with water or
artiticiaflight, any "individualor any company,
duly incorporated forsuch purpose under and
byauthority of the- lawa of this State, shall, un-
dor ihc direction of the Superintendent of
Streets, orother officer in control thereof, aud
under such general regulations as the munici-
pality may prescribe for damages, and indem-
nity s"or<i:iiui:ge», have theprivilege of using the
public '-irrt.t-and thoroughfares thereof, «nd of
laying down pipes and conduits therein, and
connections tnerewith, so far as may be neces-
sary for introducing into and supplying such
city and its inhabitants either with gaslight or
other illuminating light, or with fresh water for
domestic and allother purposes, upon the con-
dition that the municipal government shall
have the right to regulate tin1charges thereof.

favor thereof, the said Legislature proposed that
Section Tot Article IX.of the Constitution ofthe
State of California be amended so as to read aa
follows:

Amendment No. ';.

Section 7. The Governor, Superintendent <it
Public Instruction, and the Principals of the
state Normal Schools shall constitute the Male
Board of Education, and shall compile, orcause
to be compiled, and adopt a uniform series of
text books for use in the common schools
throughout the Btate. The State Board may
cause such text books, when adopted, to be
printed and published by the Superintendent of
Btate Printing at the State Printing Office, and
when so printed and published, to be distrib-
uted and sold at the cost price of printing, pub-
lishing and distributing the same. The text
books so adopted "^iitf1 continue inuse not less
than four year;-. Blld .aid tftte Board shall per-
form such ther duties as may be prescribed by,i-

rtC Legislature shall provide for a Board"'
education ineach county in the State. The

County Superintendent and the County Boards
of Education shall have control of the examin-

Amendment >"o. .'I.

Section 9. A State Board orEquaiication, con-
sisting of one member (mm each Congressional
District In in State, as the same existed iv
eighteen hundred and seventy-nine, shall be
elected by the qualified electors ol their respec-
tive districts, at the general election tobe held
in t>e year one thousand eight hundred and
eighty-six, «nd at each gubernatorial election
thereafter, whose term of office shall be lor four
years, whoso duty it shall be to equalize the
valuation ofthe taxable property in the several
counties of the State for the purposes of taxa-
tion. The Controller ofState shall be ex oflieio
a member Ol the Hoard. The Boards of Super-
visors of the several count* of the State hall
constitute Boards of Equalization for their
respective counties, whose duty it shall be to
equalise the valuation of the taxable property
in the county for the purpose of taxation: pro-
vided,«ueii state and County Boards of Equali-
»atio:i arc hereby authorize^ and empowered,
under euch mica ot notice a.« the County Board*
may prescribe, us to the county assessments, and
under such rules of notice as the State Board
may prescribe an tothe action ofthe State Board,
to increase or lower the entire asseßsmcnt roll, i

or any asstssiuent contained therein, so as to \u25a0

equalise the assessment of the property con- j
tallied in «aid assessment roll, and make the
assessment conform to the true value Inmoney
of the property contained in said roll;provided,
that no ISoard of Equalization shall raise any
mortgage, deed of trust, contract or other obli-
{rnticnby which a debt Is secured, money or
solvent credits, above iW face value. The pres-
cut Mate Board of Equalization shall continue
lin office until their successors, as herein pro- ;
vided for, shall be elected and phall qualify.
The Legislature shall have power io redistrict
the State into four districts as nearly equal in
population a* practical, and to provide for the
elections of members of said Board of Equaliza-
tion. ;

rately from the others, by ballot, at the next \u25a0

general election, to be holdcu on TUESDAY,
the-lth day of NOVEMBER, A. D. 18M. The
ballot**used at such election shall contain the
words: "For the Amendment No. 1." or the

words "Against the Amendment No. 1;" "For

the Amendment No. 2," or the words "Against
the Amendment Xo. 2;" "For the Amendment I
