THE CITY TRUSTEES.

The Hack Ordinance—Charges Against
an Officer—Etc.

The Board of City Trustees met in regu-
lar session yesterday morning, all the mem-
bers present.

Mark Foster, Chief Engineer of the
Water Works, reported that during the
week the machinery had been in operation
153 hours, and that 30,071,000 gallons of
water were pumped.

R. 8. Carey appeared and asked that he be
allowed to raisethe iack of the street railway
on O street, between Tenth and Eleventh.
He said that unless he could fill that block
up so that it could be traveled in the winter
time, the Street Railway Company would
have to abandon O and put their track
dowa on N street. Mr. Carey was di-
rected to go ahead and make the proposed
improvements.

ETREET OBSTRUCTIONS.

R. Oppenheim, who occupies a hand-
some residence on the corner of Eighth
and I streets, complained that a gentleman
who lives in the neighborhuod, and who is

the proprictor of a woodyard, piled
cords of wood in the streets, leav-
ing it there for days, weeks and

months, to the annoyvance of his neighbors.
He called the Street Comimissioner’s atten-
tion to an ordinance passed in 1878, which
says: “No person or business firm shall
leave, place or deposit, or cause to be left,
placed or deposited, in or upon any street,
alley or public place within the city, any
wagon, cart, or other vehicle, or any wood,
lumber, casks, barrels, boxes, sacks of
arain or vegetables, or any goods, wares or
merchandise of any character whatever,
for a longer period than tvelve hours; ex-
cept material for building purposes, and on
completion of the building the owner and
contractor shall remove all rubbish and
material forthwith.”

The ordinance, he claimed, was a good
one, and although he could see many good
reasons why it should be enforced, he
Lnew that it was constantly being violated.
[e said it is no use for the Trustees to be
repeatedly passing ordinances and enfore-

HACK ORDINANCE.

The Obnoxious Section Repealed and the
Balance Dies.

The Board of City Trustees, at its session

adopted hack ordinance, and in accordance
with tlie general sentiment of the people of
Sacramento, who never desired that any
such ordinance should be passed, nor even
proposed, repealed it. The ordinance (No.
196), which was passed on the 4th instant,
and was to go into effect August 16th, pro-
vided in Section 1 for collection of a license
of $50 per quarter, from all non-residents,
for the privilege of operating hacks in this
city.

The cleanest way to remedy what had
been thus inadvertently done, would have
been for the Board to simply repeal the en-
tire ordinance, No. 196, butinstead of doing
so it adopted a course in the interest of
“peace and quiet,” which satisfied the
lobby of hackmen who were present, but
which at thie same time killed the entire
hack ordinance as dead as a mackerel. To
repeal Section 1, the following ordinance
was passed.

OrDINANCE No. 197.

An ordinance to regulate and license vehicles
carrving persons for hire within the city
limits,

The Board of Trustees of the city of Sacra-
mento do ordain as follows:

Section 1. Section 1 of Ordinance No
hereby repealed.

Passed August 11, 1884,

Now, while the purport of this ordinance;
No. 197, was to simply repeal Section 1 of
the former ordinance, and thus apparently
preserve the other three sections, which
provided against runners for hack busi-
ness, it will be observed that these last
three sections depend entirely upon Section
1, now repealed, for their life and authority,
and hence are effectually annulled with
that section. They are as follows :

Section 2. Every person except the driver of
any vehicle which may engage in the business
mentioned in Section 1 of this ordinance, who shall
act in the capacity of a runner, or who shall
solicit the patronage or custom of persons for
such vehiele, shall, for doing the same, procure
a ¢ity license from the City Collector, and pay
therefor the sum of §#0 per annum in advance.
