MRS. HALPIN'S STATEMENT OF

HER CASE.

Murder and Suicide—Irish National
League — Political Matters—
An Arctic Find—Etc.

The Cleveland Scandal — Mrs. Halpin's

Statement of Her Case.

NEw York, August 15th.—A special from
Buffalo says: Mrs, Halpin said to a re-
porter: “ I was em \luyn\ at Flint & Kent's
when Grover ('l(‘\'ci;lnd persistently sought
and made my acquaintance. My child,
Oscar Folsom Cleveland, was born Septem-
ber 14, 1874. GroverCleveland is his father,
and to say that any other man was respon-
sible for his birth 1s infamous. It does not
seem possible, after all that I have suffered
for Grover Cleveland and for my boy's sake,
that a further attempt will be made to
blacken me in the eyes of the world. No
one knows the extent of my sufferings.
Afier my child was taken from me I begged
Cleveland on my knees to have a sight of
my babe. I found where the boy was,
however, and one day I rushed in upon his
keeper, snatched him up and ran away
before they could stop me. My sufferings
subsequently, my fruitless attempts to have
Cleveland fulfill his promise of marriage,
his neglect of myself and our child, my ab-
duction and violent treatment by his hired
tools, are truthfully but only partially told
in the Buffalo Telegraph of July 21st. It
would be impossible to cover even
that made up in those years of shame,
suffering and degradation forced upon
me by Governor Cleveland.” The Telegrapl:
adds : “ The gentleman to whon: she made
the statement said that in course of a long
interview with her she wept bitterly as she
told of her wrongs. He manner and des-
perate condition forced a conviction of sin-
cerity.  When told that it was reported she
had made, or was about making, a state-
ment exonerating Governor Cleveland,
Maria Halpin drew herself up as if prepar-
ing for a supreme effort, and replied in the
most impressive and earnest manner: * Me
make a statement exonerating Grover
Cleveland? Never. I would rather put a
bullet through my heart.” She said fur-
ther that she could not truthfully make any
such statement, and Cleveland would not
dare ask her to humiliate herself again;
that he might enjoy honors and wealth,
while on his account she was excluded
from kindred and friends, and patiently
awaiting for death to end her misery. She
weagp into details of what she had suffered
from 1874 to 1877 at the hands of Cleveland
or his agents, telling a story that would
melt a heart of stone. Her statements are
fortified by facts known in the case and by
circumstances and records bearing upon
that eventful period of her life.”

Political Matters.

NEw York, August 15th.—The Star, the
only paper which prints the Buffalo special
containing Mrs. Halpin's interview this
morning, has the following editorial,
double-leaded : “ Our columns to-morrow
will contain a history which must prove of
interest to every American citizen. No
more remarkable recital has appeared in a
dozen campaigns. After four years of
silence and concealment, disclosure will be
made which may well cause honest voters
to inquire into the methods of campaign
nianagers. A¢ an independent Democratic
news r, it is the Star's duty to publish
evervthing of interest to the people in the
present campaign, no matter who suffers by
the disclosure. Justice and ath demand
its publication, and if it shall rid the grand
old party of an incubus of shame, the pub-
ite will thank us for it.”

The Tribune this morning says: “ Facts
enough are already given to the public, and
admitted by his friends, to stamp Cleve-
land as a man without the character or
qualitications necessary for the high office
he seeks. But half has not been told. The
Trihune has had a correspondent at work in
Buffalo searching the truth of this
called reformer’'s public record. To-mor-
row we shall present the first installment
of Cleveland’s experience as Sherifl.”

Urtca (N. Y.). August 15th.—General
Lozan reached Utica at 10 o'clock. A
great crowd, with music and cannonade,
was at the depot. A procession was
formed to the Butterfield House. Here,
from the balcony, Senator Coggeshall intro-
duced Logan, who expressed the great
pleasure it gave him to meet with such
cordial welcomes had been extended
wherever he had been in New York State.

When asked if
the Alliance had any connection with the
old Know-Nothing party, Captain Ells-
worth said: * Yes, sir; it has. Its plat-
form is the adoption of the Know-Nothing
belief in its broadest sense.”

New York, August 15th.—A Long
Branch special says: General Grant, refer-
ring to a report that he was willing to ac-
cept the nomination of the American Polit-
ical Alliance for the Presidency, said: “1
never heard of Ellsworth, who addressed
me on the subject, until I received a letter
from him tendering me the Presidential
nomination cf the American Political Alli-
ance. I know nothing of either the Alli-
ance or Ellsworth, with the exception of
what I have read in the newspapers. 1
have not answered the letter, and do not
intend to answer it. No committee have
waited on me to see if I would accept the
nomination tendered me in Ellsworth's
letter. I am a Republican, and I have no
interest in the Alliance or its action.”

New York, August 15th.—The Sun’s Au-
gusta (Me.) special says:

The Letter—The Murder Out at

el Last.

NEw York, August 15th.—The long de-
layed exﬁose by United States Commis-
sioner John I. Davenport of the Morey let-
ter, will be published to-morrow morning.
It makes a book of 150 pages. It is largely
made up of fac-similes of documentsshow-
ing the forgery in its various forms. The
narrative is only a brief part of the whole
volume. The book sets forth that the

erson who actually penned and forged the
Morey letter was a lawyer of this city,
named Henry A. Hadley. Davenport de-

scribes him as a manipulator of insurance

companies of doubtful character, and of
other matters equally precarious; with an
innate love of intrigue, and with craving
| for notoriety, and an unconquerable
;«i. sire  to d:gf into politics, and to
{ correspond  witl public  men. He
quotes from his letters to show that he al-
ways was a Democrat, though at the time
of the commission of the forgery he was
Secretary of a Republican association, in
the rooms of which the forgery was com-
mitted, on or about October 2, 1880. The
forgery, according to Hadley’s admission,
and confirmatory evidence collected by
Davenport, was originally in the form of
an extract from a supposed interview with
General Garfield. Davenport possessed
himself of about 10000 letters written by
Hadley between 1873 and 1879, and finds
all the distinctive marks of orthography and
caligraphy alike in them and the forged
letter. Hadley always mispelled the word
“ religiously,” as it was mispelled in the
forged letters, and all words ending in
*“ies,” such as companies, copies and ene-
mies, he spelled with the final “ys,” as
the word * companys™ appears in the
forged letter as in his genuine correspond-
ence. Hadley invariably dotted the letter
“r’ when it occurred in a word containing
an **i,” asin the signature to the forged
letter. Hundreds of fac simile productions
prove this conclusively. It was on the dis-
play of this evidence of guilt that Iac ley
confessed his pmt in the crime. Hadley
admits that he wrote the name of Hepry
L. Morey in the register at the Kirtland
House in Lynn, and substituted it for the
name of George . C. Morey in the affida-
vit of Mrs. Clara Morey, laring
he was her son. These forgeries
were made to sustain the original forgery,
as there was no such man as H. L. Morey,
to whom the forged letters were supposed
to have been written, nor was there ever
any such person as John W. Goodall, who
claimed to be the executer of H. L. Morey,
and who transmitted the forged tter
the Truth. Hadley wrote the Goodall
ters also. Davenport also says that a week
or ten days before the publication in the
Truth of the Morey letter, Charles A. Duna,
of the New York Sun, was told
that such a letter was in existence,
and upon his expressing a doubt
thereof, his informant assured
him such was the case, and that he believed
he could obtgin it and show it to him
(Dana). To this Mr. Dana replied that he
did not care to see it, for the reason that he
believed that if any such letter was in ex-
istence it was a forgery, and he wished to
have nothing to do with it. L‘:lh]Jv_\'. like
.\lur\‘_\'. was a fictitious person, and the
man who personated him on the Philp ex-
amination was arrested for forgery, and
confessed, and is now serving a term in the
Sing  Sing  prison for  that of-
fense. The langnage of the Morey
letter is shown to have been culled from
speeches by Cutter of New Jersey, Williams
of Wisconsin, Phillips of Kansas, Luttrell
of California, and others on the Chinese
bill, and from the testimony of Henry
George and others before the House Com-
mittee on Chinese Immigration, and in no
sense are extracts from Garfield’s writings.
A copy of the account of Garfield with the
Stationery Clerk of the House for the ses-
sion from March 21st to December 23, 1879,
shows Garfield never used the paper with
the peculiar heading of the sheet on which
the forged letter was written, and thatstyle
of paper was never issued except during
the time indicated.

Coror oF Pure Warter.—The ingenuity
of Herr Victor has enabled him de-
termine that the color of water, when per-
fectly pure, is a shade between blue and
green. His method of reaching this con-
clusion The Painter describes as follows :
Taking two glass tubes, forty millimeters
in diameter and about 1.5 meters in length,
he connected them by means of rubber
tubing, forming a tube about seven and
one-half meters long, both ends of this
tube being fixed in glass plates and fitted
with metal sockets, provided with brass
nozzles for filling the tube. The tube was
now placed in a perfectly horizontal posi-
tion, and covered with a black cloth; upon
looking through the empty tube the field
of vision appears colorless, as the cloth and
the metal sockets prevent the glass from
exerting any influence; as soon, however,
as the tube is filled with distilled water an
intemse bluish-green color is observed.

DesTrRUCTIVE DroucHT. — Australian
newspapers continue to give details of the
effects of the drought in New South Wales,
one of the saddest and most disheartening
that has ever been recorded in the history
of the colony. The news is terrible from
the interior of the colony; 40,600 sheep
have been lost on one station, and the Goy-
ernor has been asked to proclaim a day of
prayer for rain. The Namoi is lined with
carcasses, and there are from 8,000 to 12,000
carcasses between Pilligia and Walget
alone. Shearing dead sheep in water-holes
has been resorted to. The country isstrewn
with bleaching bones. Cattle and sheep
are perishing everywhere, and hundieds of

squatters and farmers are threatened with
ruin.
