Kscapp of Two Ilaii'lcufletl Horsrthirv**
<-ii:\>.- Y.w.i.ky, August 19th. On Friday

of last week two men, givingthe names of
George Shield and William Lyndall, were
arrested at Auburn, and brought here by
Marshal Reynolds and Constable Town-
send, of this place, on a charge of horse
stealing, near Washington, in this county.
They had their examination before Justice
Davis yesterday, and were by him held in
$1,000 "bail to appear before the Superior
Court. Not being able to furnish the bail
they were sent to the county jail, at Ne-
vada, in charge of the officers, to awail
their trial. Arrivingat the jail the ollicors
were unable to find either jailor or any
other officer around the place. Marshal
Reynolds started to look for the jailor, and
leftConstable Townsend in charge of the
prisoners, who were handcuffed together.
Townsend, it seems, was recrossing the
street with the prisoners behind him,
when one ofthem struck him in the head,
and rendered him [insensible. They
then ran off, and were able to escape in the
darkness. Lyndall is about 2(i years of
age, of a light complexion, live feet ten
inches in bight. Shields is about '2T>
years old, dark complexion, and about five
feet six inches in light.

Dfaastron* Conflagration ami Loss ofLife.
I'OKTI.AMi. August l'Jtll. Tlie town of

eburg, Or., was visited ihia morning by
a very heavy tire. The flames were lirst
seen issuing from tbe office of the Metro-
politanHotel, and the building was soon
enveloped in a mass of flame. The lire
spread rapidly from the hotel, and crossing
tli.- street destroyed a number of buildings.
Among those burned are Bclfre's

store, <"adly's barber shop, Moore's saloon,
Haynes 1store, Demotta's barber shop, and
damaged the Douglas Bank badly. Caro
Bros.' warehouse, Stariton's warehouse,
James Kulak's store and Sheridan Bros.'
hardware store were also burned. The
total loss is» estimated at $100,000. Allthe
guests of the Metropolitan Hotel losl all
their clothing, many having considerablemoney and valuables. The guests barely
escaped with their lives. In an effort tosave the guests of the hotel Louis Seigler,
the proprietor, lost his life, his body bein"
burned toa crisp. Mrs. Nelson Jo'hansen
wasso badly burned that she soon died.
Her husband and daughter were also se-
verely burned. The (.Tinted .States Signal
Ollice and all the instruments were entirely
destroyed. The origin of the lire is un-
known.

Murderer Hanged l>y ritizpim.

POBTLAITD, Aiiu'Ust19th.—Several months
ago Lonls A.Knott murdered Win. Hii;-
gins near the town of Pullman; W. T.
Higgins was a young man. and owned a
ranch. The evidence a 1the trial showedthat Knott desired to obtain possession of
some money owned by Higgins, also a
piece of land. After the shooting, Knott
dragged the body some distance, and buried
it in a grave. Higgins was missed and
search was made. The body was dis-
covered, Knottarrested and tried, convicted,
and sentenced to be hanged. A stay of
execution was obtained, and an appeal
taken to the Territorial Supreme Court.
This gave the murderer nearly one
year's lease of life. There was a
very bitter public feeling against
Knott, and the citizens seemed .out of

Ipatiericc awaiting ibe law's tedious course. |
1Last night about sixty masked .m en,
marched ina body to the Colfax jailand;
demanded the surrender of Knott. The
officers refused, but were quickly overpow-
cmland the keys taken. The doors' of the"
cell were, unlocked and Knott draggwl
fortii. ITew'as* taken out of the jail yard
and hanged. The crowd dispersed soon!
afteV,' leaving the body hanging. Those
participating in the lynching are said to he
among the best citizens, of the county.
Their names are not known, but itis gen-
erally understood who took part. The
lynching causes great excitement.

lion. T. J. Hart, of Cohisa, and says thai
the farts are as follows :

That, about threa months ago, Martin and a
neighbor had a fight, during which the former
cut the latter with a knife. Martin wna ar-
rested, tnkcii before a Justice of the Peace,
found guilty, and sentenced to w* days Inthe
county jail. Prior to that time he waa regarded
as a peaceable, law-abiding citiien. The man
he cut was but slightly injured. Martin has a
wife and several children, who before the
trouble were supported by his daily earnings,
and since his incarceration lnprlson, haw- lived
upon the charity of the community. The peti-
tion presented by Mr. Hart bore the signatures
ofhundreds of the best citizens of Colusa, to-
getherwith those of the officials of the county.

Tlie real facts arc as follows: In the
Justice's Court of Colusa township, oi the
county of Colusa, State of California, Peo-
ple vs. J. P. Martin, a complaint was. made
against the above defendant of an assault
ui">n J. Grover, an officer, with adeadly
weapon (a knife), in the theatre at Colusa,
May 1!). 1884; defendant brought intoCourt
by warrant May 20th; examination set for
May 22, 1884, when defendant, byhis coun-
sel,*asked to be permitted to plead guiltyto
a simple charge of assault, which pica was
granted, and defendant p'ealcl girlty to
charge of assault and waived the tega!
time for judgment; the Court examined
several witnesses as to the aggravation of
the case, and the facts related by said wit-
nesses are as follows:

Cordial Approval, of the Platform—.
Opposition jto the \u0084 lie-clei--

tion of a President.

Governor
Cleveland's letter, formally accepting the
Democratic nomination for President of
the United States, is as follows:

Gentlemen: Ihave received your eomniuni-
cation, dated July js, 1881, inlorminjruie of my
nomination to the office of I'resident of the
United States by the National Democratic Con- I
vention lately assembled at Chicago. Iaccept
the nomination with v grateful appreciation of |
the supreme honor conferred, and v solemn i
sense of the responsibility, which, in its accept- j
ance, 1assume. Ihave carefully considered tue
platform adopted by the Convention, and cor- i
dially approve the same. So plain a statement
of Democratic tiiith and the principles upou
which that party appeals to the suffrages of the
people, needs nosupplement orexp'anation. it
should be remembered that the office of Presi- ,
dent is essentially executive ivits nature. The
laws enacted by the legislative branch of the
Government, the chief executive isbound faith-
fullyto enforce: or when the wisdom ofthe po-
litical party which selects one of its meml*?rs as
a nominee foi that oflice lias outlined its policy
and declared its principles, it .venis
to me that nothing in the ehaiac-
ter, of the ollice or the necessities
of the ease requires more from the candidate
accepting such nomination than the suggestion
ofcertain wellknown truths, so absolutely vital
to the safety and welfare of the nation that
they cannot be too often recalled or too seri-
ously enforced. We proudly call ours a govern-
ment by the people. It is not such, when a
class is tolerated which arrogates to itself the
management of public affairs, seeking to
CONTROL THE PEOPLE INSTEAD OF REPRESENTING

THEM.
Partlesftrc the necessary outgrowth of our in-
stitutions, lmt a government is not by
the people when one party fastens
its control upon the country, and perpetuates
its power bycajoling and betraying the people
Instead ofserving them. A government is not
by tlirpeople, when a result which should rep-
resent the intelligent willof free thinking men
i.-, orcan be, determined by the shamelcssness
of their suffrage. When an election to office
shall l.«- the selection by the voters of one of
their number, ro assume for a time a public
trust, instead ofhis dedication to theprofession
of politics; when the holders of the ballots,
quickened by a sense ofduty, shall avenge the
trutlibetrayed and pledges broken, and when
the suffrages shall be together free and uncor-
rupted, the fullrealization ofa government by
tin- people willbe at hand, ami of the menus to
this end. not one would, in my judgment, bemore effective than an amendment to the Con-
stitution.
DISQUALIFYING TIIK PRESIDENT FUOM RE-ELEC-

TION.
When we consider the patronage ofthisgrea!
office, the allurements of power, the temptation
to retain public i>ljiee once -gained, and, more
than all, the availability a party rinds inmi in-
cumbent whom a horde of office-holders, witlfa
zeal born of benefits received aud fostered by
the hope of favors yet to come, stand ready to
aid with money and trained political servicewe recognize in the eligibilityof the President
for re-election a most serious danger to thatculm, deliberate and intelligent political action,
winch must characterize a government by the
people.

BOP THROWN TO THE WOP.KINdMEN.
A true American sentiment recognizes the dig-

nity of labor, and the' fact that honor lies inhonest toil. Contented labor is an clemen* of
national prosperity. Abilityto work constituti
the capital of the wages of labor, the income of
a vast number Of our population, and this inter-
est should be jealously protected. Our work-
ing men are not asking unreasonable terms, butas intelligent persons they seek the same con-
sideration which those demand who have other
interests at stake. They should receive their
full share ol the care and attention of those
who make and execute the laws, to the end
that the needs of the employers and employes
should alike be served, and tne prosperity of
the country, the common heritage of both", be
advanced. As rel>:!"il to this subject, while we
should not discourage the immigration of those
who eomc. acknowledge allegiance to our Gov-
ernment and add to our city population, yet, asa means of protection to 'our workinginen, a
different rule should prevail concerning those.ifthey come or are brought to our lund, who
do not intend to become Americans, but willin-
judicloUEly compete v. ith those justly entitled to
our labor. In a letter accepting the nomination
to (iiliceOfGovernor, nearly two years ago,
Imade the following statement, to whicn 1
have steadily adhered: "The laboring classes
constitute the main part of our population.
They should be protected in their efforts peace-ably to assert their rights when endangered by
capital. and all statutes on this subject should
recognize the care of the State for honest toil,
and lie framed with a view of improving the
condition ofthe workingman, a proper care for
the workingman being inseparably connected
with the integrity of our Institutions. None of
our Citizens are more interested than they in
guarding against any corrupt influences which
seek to pervert the beneficial purposes of our
Government, and none should be more watchful
oftbe artful machinations ol those who allure
them toself-inflictedinjury. Inn tree country
the curtailment of the absolute rights of the
individual should only be such as is essential
to the peace and good order ot the community.
The limit between the proper subjects of the
governmental control and those which can bemore fully lell to the moral sense and the self-
imposed restraint of the citizen should be care-
Jullv kept in view. Tims laws unnecessarily
interfering with the habits aud customs of anyone ofour people, which are not offensive to the
moral sentiments of the civilized world, and
which arc consistent withgood citizen-hip andthe public welfare, are unwise and vexatious.

THE TRANSPORTATION QUESTION.
The commerce ofanation, to a great extent[ermines its supremacy, </licim> and easy

transportation should therefore be liberally fos-tered within the limits ofthe Constitution. The
General Government should so improve and
protect its natural water-ways as willenable the
producers of the country to reach a profitable
market.

THE PUBLIC SEI'.VICE.
The people pay the wages of the public em-

ployes, mid they are entitled to the fair and
honest work which the money thus paid should
command. It is the duty ofthose intrusted with
the management of the affairs to sec that such
public service is forthcoming. The selectionand retention ol subordinates in the Govern-
ment employ should depend upon their ascer-
tained ntness and the value of their work and
they should be neither expected nor allowed to
do questionable party service. The interests of
the people willbe better protected, the estimate
ofpublic labor and duty will be immensely im-
proved, public employment willbe open to all
who demonstrate their fitness to enter it. The
unseemly scramble for place under the Govern-
ment, with the consequent importunity which
embitters official life, will cease, and the public
departments willnot be filled with those whoconceive it to be their lirst duty to aid
the party to which they owe their place,
instead ofrendering a patient and honest return
to the people. Ibelieve thai the public temper
is such that the voters of the land are prepared
tosupport the party whichgives the best prom-
ise ol administering the government in thehonest, simple and plain manner which is con-Bistent withits character and purposes. They
have learned that mystery and concealment in
the management of iheir affairs cover trick-
and betrayal. The statesmanship they require
consists in honesty and frugality, and a prompt
response to the needs of the people as they raise,
and the vigilant protection of all their "varied
interests. Ifi should be called to the Chief
Magistracy of the nation by the suffrages of mv

-citizens. Iwillassume the duties ot that
high office with a solemn determination to ded-
icate every effort to the country's good, and
with an humble reliance upou the favor and
support of the Supreme Being, who, Ibelieve.
willalways bless honest human endeavor in the
conscientious discharge of a public duty.

CONSTITUTIONAL

AMENDMENTS
Statkop California, \

E.XB IIl\K DXPABTK] J
Pursuant to the Constitution fit the State of

California, and an Act of the Legislature of the
State of California entitled

"
An Act to provide

for the submission of proi>osed amendments to

the Constitution of the .Slate of California to the
qualified electors for their approval," approved

March 7, 1883, notice is hereby' given that the
Legislature ol the state of California, at Iv
twenty-fifth session, commencing on the first
Monday after the tirst day oi January, A.D. 1883
two-thirds Of all the members elected to each of
the two Houses of said Legislature voting In
favor thereof, proposed that Section 19 of Ar

tide XI.of the Conssitution of the State of Cali-
fornia, be amended so as to read as follows :

Amendment No. 1.

SECTION 19. In any city where there arc no
public works owned and controlled by the mu-
nicipality for supplying the same with water or
artificial light,any individual or any company,
duly incorporated for such purpose under and
by authority of the laws of thi« state, shall, un-
der the direction of the Superintendent olStreets, or other officer in control thereof, and
under such genera regulations as the munici-
pality may prescribe for damages, and Indem-
nity fordamages, have the privilege of using the
public streets and thoroughfares thereof, and of
laying down pipes and conduits therein, and
connections tnere with,so far as may be neccs-
Bary for introducing into and supplying such
city and its inhabitants either with gaaughtor
other illuminating light, or with fresh water for
domestic and nilother purposes, upon the con-
dition that the municipal government shall
have the right to regulate the charges thereof.

And notice is hereby further given, that at:be
same session two-thirds of nil the members
elected to each of the two Housei" voting in
lavor thereof, the said Legislature proposed that
Section 7oi ArticleIX.of the Constitution of the
State of California be amended bo as to read as
follows:

Amendment No. 2.

Section 7. The Governor, Superintendent ol
Public Instruction, and the Principals of the
state Normal Schools .-hail constitute the State
Board of Education, and shall compile, orcause
to be compiled, and adopt a uniform series of
text books for use iv the common schools
throughout the State. The State Board may
cause such text books, when adopted, to be
printed and published by the Su;>erintendent of
State Printing at the state Printing Office, end
when so printed and published, to be distrib-
uted and sold at the cost price of printing, pub-
lishing nnd distributing the same. The text
books so adopted shall continue inuse not less
than four years; and said State Hoard shall per-
form such other dutie« as may be prescribed by
law. The legislature shall provide fora Board
of Education iveach county in the state. The
County Superintendent and the County Boards
of Education shull have control of the examin-
ation of teachers aud the granting of teachers'
certificates within their respective jurisdictions.

And notice is hereby furthergivcnthaMhe Le-
gislature of the State ofCalifornia, at its twenty-

fifth (extra) session, commencing on the twenty-

fourthday of March, A. D. ism. two-thirds ol
all the members elceteij to each of the two

Houses ofsaid Legislature voting in favor there-
of,proposed that Section 9 ot Article XIII.ol
the Constitution ofthe State of California be
amended so as to read as follows:

Amendment No. 3.

Section- 9. A State Hoard ol'Equalization, con-
sisting of one member from each Congressional
District in this State, as the same existed in,
eighteen hundred and seventy-nine. shall be
elected by the qualified electors ol their respec-
tive districts, at the general election to be held
iv t>e year one ihousand ci;;!it hundred and
eighty-six, and at each gubernatorial election
thereafter, whose term ofoffice shall be for four
years, whose duty it shall he to equalize the
valuation Of the taxable property ill the several
counties of the state for the purposes of taxa-
tion. The Controller of State shall be ex ofticio
a member of the Board. The Boards ol Super-
visors of the severai count'es of the State shull
constitute Boards of Equalization for their
respective counties, whose duty it shall be to
equalize the valuation ofthe taxable property
in the county for the purpose of taxation: pro-
vided, such State and County Hoards of Equali-
zation are hereby authorized and einpowtred,
under such rules of notice as the County Boards
may prescribe, as to the county assessments; and
under such rules of notice as tho State Koard
may prescribe as tothe action ofthe state Board,
to increase orlower the entire assessment roll,
or any assessment contained therein, so as to
equalize the assessment of the property con-
tained in sni,i assessment roll, and make the
assessment conform to the true value inmoney
of the property contained insaid roll: provided,
that no Board of Equalization shall raise any
mortgage, deed of trust, contract or other obli-
gation by which a debt is secured, money or
solvent credits, above its face value. The pres-
ent State Board of Equalization shall continue
inoffice until their successors, as her pro-
vided for, shall be elected and shall qualify.
The Legislature shall have power io redistrict
the State into four districts as nearly equal in
population as practical, and to provide lor the
elections ofmembers of said BoardofEqualiza-
tion.

Each amendment shall be voted upon sepa-
rately from the others, by ballot, at the nest
general election, to be holden on TUESDAY,
he 4th day of NOVEMBER, A. D. 18S4. The
ballots used at such election shall contain the
words: "For the Amendment No. 1," or the
words "Against the Amendment No. 1;" "For
the Amendment No. 2," or the words "Against

the Amendment No.2;" "For the Amendment
No. 3,"or the words "Agninst tho Amendment
No.3," writtenor printed thereon.
