As the time when the celebration of Ad-

mission Day willbe held is rapidly ap-
proaching, the various sab-committees of
the Native Sous of the Golden West are
redoubling their efforts to make everything
connected' with"the affaira success. Many
of the Parlors in remote portions of the
State have signified their intention of par-
ticipating, provided the 9th should be de-
clared a legal holiday. Sometime since a
committee ofthe Native Sons waited upon
the Governor, and he stated that he would
take this action, and yesterday he issued a
proclamation to that effect. This will,
probably, by making the occasion a general
holiday, add to the importance of the cele-
bration.

The Fire Department are making exten-
sive arrangements to present an imposing
display. The truck belonging to the Hook
and Ladder Company willbe elaborately
decorated. On a platform will be seated a
boy to represi n( a miner, and by his side a
littlegirl to represent California. On one
side ofthe couple will be placed a stuffed
bear and on the othera"horn ofplenty

ull beneath a beautiful canopy. All the
engines- and hose carts will be decorated
with flowersand emblems ofthe Order.

In the procession willbe several cars, one
representing the

car representing "California,'- in which
willbe a number of young ladies, one for
each county in the State. Another car will
represent a mining scene of early days.

horses and willbe equipped in all the per-
fection of the designer's art.

communications from various Parlors, sig-
nifying their intention tosend delegations
more or less large.
