Reply : The exudation of gum from the
end of the plmm is not caused by the xnum
curculio. I have noticed this exudation
from the peach, apricot and almond for a
number nl vears, but never could find any
indication of an insect either in the peri-
carp or pit of the frujt. I am inc lined to
think it arises from a wound made by the
beak of a plant bug when the fruitis small.
The exudation appears to come from the
pit or stone of the plum, etc.

Varieties of Parasitism.

The modes of living of the dodder and the
Indian pipe may be considered as the two
extremes of one line of -1\\(1 'pment. The
first is a complete parasite, and the second
has gone so far as to become a saprophyte.
The central point from which sprang the
two branches is probably represented in
certain species of Gerardia, Here is found

the first ‘indications of the parasitic habit.
While the roots are attached to those of
other plants, its green leaves are well de-
