SHALL WE KILLMURDERERS, AND
HOW?

The question of capital punishment is
every now and (hen given unusual promi-
nence by some blundering execution. On
the same day in two distinct Kastern cities,
recently, were two executions, both of
\u25a0which were strangulations and horrible in
the slowness of death. This affords the
New York Tribwir theoccasion tosay. Hal
has often been said, thai our method of
executing criminal.-) is faulty, and out of
this naturally arises the discussion of the
old issue its to whether we should execute
at all. Ifthe law does not revenge itself
upon the malefactor, and executes him only
to protect society against a life-taker, and
to ditcr other evil doers, why would not
his utter sequestration have the.same. eflVct?
Of course itis anticipated that the rcs)K>nse

io this willbe, thai so long as the criminal
lives, and th? pardoning power and the
chances of escape exis!, there is no assur-
ance, that the murderer may not return to
prey'upon society. Hut this respon.se pro-
ceeds upon the theory of the impossibility
ofreforming murderers.

But when we shall have secured priva-
cy, prohibited the sensational reports of
executions, which are sickeningly demor-
alizing, and have relegated the duty of ex-
ecuting to skilled hands, and thus relieved
Sheriffs of the disagreeable duty, it remains
that the gallows is not the besl instrument
of death. The Tribune suggests that the
guillotineand garrotc arc far preferable;
lmt in the one rase there is bloodshed, and
in the other tho liability ti> inhumanity.
Bui ifwe secure the condemned in a cell
properly fitted, and close the door upon
him, it is an easy matter to visit upon him
[he penalty of the law without inflicting
upon him more than the minimumofpain,
possiblj none at all> and of insuring abso-
lute certainty of almost instant death and
wi houl 'uutilatii.il. Electricitj furnishes
the answer to thequestion, How shall we
killour murderers? I'niii tlii.-. or some

similar scientific and equally as certain
means

jadopted, our gallows system will

continue to be, as our contemporary aptly
terms it, "a barbarous method."
