SoincUiing About Fashion*.

In the new cotton goods, which are now
quite the order of the day for summer and
seaside toilets, the same varieties are ob-
servable as in the new silks and fancy
woolens of the season. There are plain
linens, cambrics anil satinets. and also far
more stylish and novel ditto in two-toned
glaces;iand there are, also, brocaded and
printed patterns, thread stripes and micro-
scopical checks and plaids. Allof these
are made up very much after the same
styles as the silks and woolen goods.
l"or instance a dress of unbleached ba-
tiste and brown and buff striped ditto has
the. bodice of plain fabric, buttoned from
the neck halfway down the chest, where it
is fastened with a double metal clasp;
thence the fronts stand apart, showing a
tight fitting vest of the same material,
coming down intoa plain basque in front ;
at the buck the bodice is continued into a
loose, drooping drapery, while a plaited
scarf of the same is crossed over the front,
fastened at the side with flowing bows of
ribbon. The skirt of striped batiste falls
quite plain all around and is scalloped out
around the edge; this scalloped bonier i
upon a fine Muting of the plain unbleached
batiste. sleeves are finished withstriped
facings. Another dress is of mushroom-
colored glazed satin and similar sat-
inette with a smallpattern uf prune flow-
erets. The plain satiiiette is made upintu
a sort \u25a0>!' polonaise. The bodice is tight-
fUting, fastened at the neck only, when ii
is finished with a turned-up collar, it is
thence slanted offdown to the hips, and
continued at the back in deep hollowplaits.
A v si of the plaited satinette is worn un-
der th;>. bodice, showing like a plastron in
front"and coming down intoa deep round
basque. The skirt over which the basque
falls is ofthe same viit< riaj and similarly
plaited. It has no trimming. A prune
satin sash i- fastened into .1 peak at the
waistwith .111 artistic broach and then ar-
ranged into .1 flowingbow at the side, with
long drooping loops and ends. The outline
<ii' the fronts and the wristsare edged with
a narrow fancy prune and mushroom gal-
loon imitating embroidery.

A more fanciful toilet, suitable for the
seaside, is of iight mouse-gray tlircad linen
and bright red and gray striped - itiuette.
The linen dress is cut princes \u25a0 ta^hion,
with clinging bodies and an extra width
applied 011 at the back" u> form deep hollow
plaits; on the leftside the dress is -lit and
stands opi-n to show an underskirt of the
red and gray striped satinette, draped in
numerous folds. The slitis finished at the

A Plant that Catches Fish.

Professor Baird, of Washington, has just
received from Oxford University, England,
a specimen of an aquatic plan! holding in
its md embrace a considerable number of
small lish, which ithad caught and killed.
This plant is the great bladderwort known
to botanists as Ulriehularia Vulyaris. The
species is widely distributed over Eng-
land, and has been introduced into our
waters, where it is often found in abund-
ance in fresh water ponds and ditches, and
in the shoal water coves along our river
banks, liis a large plant with stems often
attaining a length of two or three feet. It
has no roots,1but floats free in the water,
the root, like it.-i branches, being covered
withpinnatifidcapillary leaves, each bear-
ing one or more transparent hollow blad-
ders, with openings at one end which
serve as traps to catch newly-hatched
[ishe?, minute Crustacea, worms and
infusoria. Ithas no digestive apparatus,
but it i- though) to derive nutriment by
absorbing from the decomposing animals,
The bladd rwort has long been known to
catch the lower forms of animal life, but it
was only recently that its fish-catching pro-
pensities w.tc discovered. G. E. Sims, of
Oxford,' was the first to call public atten-
tion to the fact, on finding that a specimen

that had been placed in his aquarium for
supplying oxygen to the water was actually

lung and killing a large numb of
newly-hatched ,-.-ii and roach which had
hatched from a mass of eggs lying at the
bottom. The littlefish were usually caught
by the head, but some were caught by the
tail, whileothers wire doubly trapped, the
head being; held fast by "

something of its destructive powers,
Mr. Minis placed I"'1' perch fry in a
giass . vessel containing specimens of
the bladderwort, and at the end o I
two days, all but one or two had been
trapped! Professor I'ihil thinks the <!'--
covery has an important bearing on the
future abundance of several of our im-
portant food lishea, Twelve to fifteen
species of the genus, some having a wide
geographical range, are found within
the limits of the United States, and mill-
ions of Fry must be annually caught in the
little bladder traps. They occur in abun-
daiii'c in carp ponds throughout the
country, including the United States Fish
Commission ponds at Washington "and in
some localities have been introduced at

considerable trouble and expense, as it was
thought to be excellent food for the carp.
President Uaird willcause every vestige of
it to be immediately removed from the
Government ponds, and will warn carp
culturists everywhere to examine their
ponds, am! destroy any that may lie found.
