
BOARD OF EQUALIZATION.
Jlumboldt, Lake and San Francisco Coun-..^ ties Before the State Hoard.

George 11. Shaw. Assessor of Humboldt
county, appeared before the Board yester-
day morning, and under oath stated that
the property of Humboldt county, both
Teal and personal, was assessed as high as it

should be. and an increase wouldbe dis-
criminating unjustly against that county.

He had, under instructions of the Board,
assessed allproperty at its cash value. He
cited many cases of individualassessments
in corroboration of his statements.

Judge Hamilton, of Lake, appeared
before the Board on behalf of the Board of
Supervisors of thai county, lie said he
had been a resident of Lake since 1851, and
thought no man was better acauain ted than
himself with the assessable property ofthat
county. He said, in his opinion the as-
sessed value of the real and personal prop-
erty was fully equal to that of any other
county in the State. Infact lie was confident
that the asscs.-ment of the entire county
was in excess of what competent judges
would call its actual cash value. Lake
county, he said, strictly speaking, was a
crazing comity. Itwas true that within its
boundaries arc a few quicksilver mines.
Less than 18,000 acres of land was under
cultivation, and that L- the extent of arable
land in the county. In the county, includ-
ing the chemise hills, are 230,520 acres of
grazing land available for taxation, and all
of that has been assessed at its fullvalue.
The persona] property, especially live
stock, is fullyequal to "that of Napa and•Ijoiningcounties. Ifyou assess a $3,000
ranch for $6,000, then you must be assess-
ing the climate, and climate does not come
under the bead of assessable property.
The property is now assessed for all that it
could be sold for under anyand allcircum-
stances, and to raise it would lie a dis-
crimination which the people of Lake
would regard as unjust and unfair.
Ifthe State Board of Equalization exercise
the powers you now propose, then do away
with the County Boards of Equalization
and County Assessors. lie said lie voiced
the sentiment ofthe people throughout the
State when he said this Board was usurp-
ing power that did not belong to them. He
thought that the statements of the Asses-
sors and County Boards submitted under
oath should have some weight.

He was asked ifhe did not consider some
property in his county assessed too low.

lie replied yes, in his opinion there were
several cases ;but he didnot think all the
taxpayers should be punished for their
acts.

He was then asked why he (the Chair-
man of the Board of Supervisors, sitting as
as a Board of Equalization), did not raise
the assessments in those cases.

lie said some had been raised when affi-
davits were tiled by taxpayers, but the
Board themselves assumed no arbitrary
powers. In many cases the values were
prospective, and he was of the opinion that
the Assessor was (liebest judge of its value,
and the judgment of any resident of Lake
county inthat matter was better than that of
any member ofthe State Board of Equali-
aition.

The controversy waxed very warm when
the members of the Board criticised the ac-
tion of the Supervisors of Lake county, and
the Judge became very indignant and de-
fended hi.- people with considerable
warmth. He said thai the members of the
State Board had visited his county and ex-
amined the deeds in the Recorder's office.
He said they would finda deed recorded in
which the consideration would be $3,000.
In that transfer there was probably in-
cluded $3,000 ofpersonal property that was
not mentioned. The Board then would
jump at the conclusion that the $3,000 was
for the land alone.

Mr. Pond, Chairman of the Finance

Committee, said the asscsscl value of all
property on the assessment book of ISBI,
the present year, i« $223,070,^ }.not includ-
ing the supplemental !i*t now being pro--
pared by the Ass *sor. The assessed value
ofallproperty on the assessment book of
1883, including the value of franchises
which escaped taxation the prior year,1is
$220,335,757. The increase in the assess-
ment book of thiM year over that of last
year is $0,350,805, made up as follows:
Difference in aggregate amount, $2,734,557;
amount assessed on rollof 1883,*for;prior
year,$3,616,393; making a total 0f56,550,K63.
He said the proposed action of the State
Board to raise all the assessment;) on tho
assessment book is regarded bythe Super;
visors as simply outrageous, and can be
lone only by an exercise of arbitrary

power, there being no just or tcnablo rea-
sons for adding to the assessment book any
percentage whatever. It was the opinion
of the last Grand Jury that Iho. assessed
cash value of the property is higher in S:m
Francisco than in the other counties of the
State, which opinion is c incurn \u25a0! in by the
Supervisors; and if any intelligent action
is taken by the State Hoard, itou^ht to b-.-
--to reduce the total valuation <if the proper-
ty, so as to equalizo the value iiiconformity
with tin assessed value of the taxable
property of the other counties in the State.
liesaid he could not refrain from stating
that itseemed peculiar that the members
of the State Board of Equalization should
Lave made such an examination of the
assessment book as to convince them that'
property in ftm Krancisco w:s.s not fairly
and fullyINted and assessed; and it seems
bo from the fact that oaTAngust 25th was
the first intimation that the Supervisors
liad of any contrary belief, although an
examination; protracted and searching, was
made by them for a period of;about six
weeks.

book were not. in the.opininn of ony ofthe
members of the State 15 >ar.', the trii;'value
of the property, it appears Umt the proper
course would hive been that prior tour
during the sessions of thia Board, while
sitting to equalize assessments, to have
calleil attention to s:ii<l asst-nruciits.

ELECTION OF SENATORS.
Those for the Odd-Numbered Districts

Must be Elected this Fall.
The Supreme Court yesterday decided

the case of McPherson vs. Barfett, and
construes the law to require that the Sena-
tors for the districts having odd numbers,
under the law of ! 71. must be elected this

fall. The decision is as follows:
SlcPherson vs. Bartlett—The provisions

of tlie Constitutioß with respect to the elec-
tion of Senators are perfectly plain, and it'
the Legislature oi 1881 bad districted the
State in accordance with the command
contain iin S i tion 6of ArticleIV.of that
instrument, ti.e scheme therein devised
would have been putinperfect and harmo-
nious workingorder, I'm the Leu';-
of 1881 failed to perform Its duty in that
regard. Ifihe constitutional maudace bad

obeyed, the State would have been
divided into forty Senatorial districts, num-
bered fromone to forty inclusive, prior to
the election of 1882, each of which dis-
tricts would have elected one Senator in
that year— those from the even-numbered
districts to hold their office for tour years
and those from the odd-numbered dish icts
to hold for two years, and thereafter the
term of each Senator to be four years, -\u25a0

that one-half the Senators would be elected
every two years. J>ut the State not having
been divided into fortySenatorial districts
prior to the election of 1882, the question
is, what is the result?

There is no doubt but that, as a matter of
fact, the whole uuniber^of Senators tO

elected in the year 1879, who held
oflice for the term of three years, and that
the whole number W)) were elected in the
year 1882. Now, wherewas the authority
for those elections in the absence of the
firivSenatorial Districts? It is found, and
can only be found, in the concluding clause
of Section 6 of Article IV.of the Constitu-
tion, which is in these words:

"
I'ntil such

districting as herein provided for shall be
made. Senators and Assemblymen shall be
elected by the districts according t*f the
apportionment nowprovidi d for by law

"—
that is to say, by the Act of the Legislature
approved March 1*J. 1874, by which the
State was divided into '-\u25a0' Senatorial dis-
trict.-, numbered from 1 to '-\u25a0>, inclusive,

and according to which there were 20Sen-
ators from the districts designated by even
numbers. In other wonts, the Consti-
tution expressly kept in existence
the districts established by the Act
of 1874, until the Legislature should
establish the forty districts it was com-
manded to establish. It was from the
twenty-nine districts os designated in the
Act of1874, thai the forty Senators were
elected in 1879, and it was from those same
districts that the forty Senators were elected
in 1882, twenty of whom were elected from
districts designated by odd numbers. Now.
then, by Section 5 of ArticleIV.ofthe Con-
stitution, itis declared :"\u25a0The seats oi tin-
twenty Senators elected in ihe year eigh-
teen hundred and eighty-two from th Id-
numbered districts shall be vacated at the
expiration of the second year, so
that one-hall of the Senators shall be
elected every two years." in view of thi.s
language Ido not see how itcan be success-
fullycontended that the twenty Senators
elected in the year 1882 from the odd-num-
bered districts shall continue in their scats
forfour years. Itseems to me their seats
become vacant at the expiration of the sec-
ond year, and must be filled at the ensuing
election from the districts d< signated inthe
Act of1874 by odd numbers, which, as has
bi en <i-<-n. is. in express terms, continued
in existence by the concluding clause of
Section •; of Art!eli1IV. of the Constitution—
