?ktion 9. A Slate Board ofEquallzatlon, eon-
i<l?ting of one member from each Congressional
District in this State, as the same existed in
eighteen hundred and seventy-nine, slmll be
elected by the qualified electors ol their respec-
tive district.-, at the general election to be held
in tie year one thousand eight hundred and
eighty-six, and at each gubernatorial election
thereafter, whose term ofoffice shall be lor four
years, whose duty ii shall be to equalize the
Valuation of the taxable property in the several
counties of the State for the purposes of taxa-
tion. The Controller of State shall be ex officio
a member of the Board. The Boards ol Super-
vlsors of the several couatlia of the State shall
eoustltute Hoards of Equalization for their
respective counties, whose duty it slmll be to
equalize the valuation of the taxable property
In the county for the purpose of taxation; pro-
vided, such State and County Boards of totali-
zation are hereby authorized and empowered,
under such rules of notice a> the County Hoards
may prescribe, as to the county assessments, and
under such rules of notice as the suite Hoard
may prescribe as tothe action ofthe State Hoard,
to Increase or lower the entire assessment roll,
or any asseHioneut contained therein, " as to
equalize the assessment of the property con-
tained In said assessment roll, and make the
assessment conform to the true value in money
ofthe property contained insaid roll; provided,
that no lfoani of Equalization shall raise any
mortgage, deed of trust, contract or other obli-
gation by which a debt is secured, money or
solvent credits, above its face value. The pres-
ent State Board of Equalization shall continue
inoffice until their BUcCOJMOrs, hs hereia pro-
vided for, lhall be elected and sintll qualify.

The Governor, Superintendent of
Public Instruction, and the Principals of the
Btate Normal Schools shall constitute the state
Board of Education, anil shall compile, orcause
to be compiled, and adopt a uniform series of
text books for use iii the common schools
throughout the State. The Slate Hoard may
cause men text books, when adopted, to be
printed and published by the Superintendent of
State Printing at the State Printing Office, ami
when bo printed and published, to be distrib-
nted and sold at the cost price of printing, pub-
lishing and distributing the same. The text
books so adopted shall continue inuse not less
than four years; and said State Board shall per-
form such other duties as may be prescribed by
law. The Legislature shall provide for a Board
of Education Ineach county lv the state. The
County Superintendent and the County Boards
of Education shall have control of the examin-
ation of teachers and the granting of teachers'
cortincutcs within their respective jurisdictions.

Pursuant to the Constitution of the State of
California, and an Act of the Legislature of the
Btate of California entitled "AnAct to provide

for the submission of proposed amendments to
the Constitution of the State of California to the
ua'.Lfied electors for their approval," approved

March 7, 1883, notice is hereby given that the
Legislature et the State of California, at its
twenty-fifth session, commencing on the first
Monday after the first day of January, A.D.18837,
two-thirds of allthe members elected toeach of

tho two Houses of said Legislature voting in
lavor thereof, proposed that Section 19 of Ax
tide XI.of the Constitution of the State of Cali-
fornia, be amended go as to read as follows:

Amendment No. 1.

Section 1?'. In any city where there are no
public works owned and controlled by the mu-
nicipality forsupplying the same with water or
artificiallight,any individual or any company,
duly Incorporated for such purpose under and
by authority of the laws of this State, .shall, un-
der the direction of the Superintendent of
Streets, or other officer In control thereof, and
under such general regulations us the munici-
palitymay prescribe for damages, and indem-
nity fordamages, have theprivilege of usingthe
publicstreets and thoroughfares thereof, and of
laying down pipes and conduits therein, and
connections tnerewith, so far as may be neces-
sary for Introducing into and supplying such
city and it.iinhabitants either with gaslight or
other illuminating light,or with fresh water for
domestic and allother purposes, U]*»n the con-
dition hat the municipal government shall

c right to regulate the charges thereof.
