sense. That article has been much more
favorably received than we expected ;and
it has proved a starting point for many
promising series of experiments. Itnatu-

rally also called forth certain objections.
These objections, no far a* they seem to

need a reply, willbe dealt with in the sec-
ond part of the proceedings of the Society
f \u0084\u25a0 Psychical Research • in which also will
bo recorded a considerable number of fur-
ther observations. We propose in the
present paper to enter upon a wider dis-
cu^ioii of the subject, for which the mate-
rialamassed by ourselves and others, pri-
marily on behalf of the above-named soci-
ety, has now attained an amply sufficient
volume. In thought transference, bo far
e» we have hitherto dealt with it. both
parties (whom, for convenience Bake, we
willcall ii.<- agent and the percipient) are
supposed to be in a normal state ; and we
Lave a few cases which appear to diii'cr
from our previous experiments in thought-
transference only in the facts that the
transference of the impression was not ac-
eompnnicd by any definite exercise of will,
and thai the transferred image seemed
more objective Such a c:iso is the follow-
ing, given us by J. ('?. Keulemans, of
2 Mountford Terrace, Barnsbury Square —

A Iteaiiniscence of Boyhood Days in'

Mississippi..

As coon tracks caused the loss of my
first wagon, it was natural that my
thoughts should be directed to the coon,
and Igladly accepted the first opportunity
which presented itself for a a hunt. There
were several hunters on the plantation,
but no one was equal to old Miles. lie
had two good dogs, lion and Sharp, but
was very selfish, and seldom asked any
one to hunt with him, and his Tlogs were
never allowed to hunt with any one ex-
cept himself.

1 determined to get on the pood side of
\u25a0 him, and commenced by dipping to him-

any surplus delicacies that escaped the
appetites of five other boys like myself,
and finallymade known my wi-iito take a
hunt with him.
