\u25a0 Brutal Treatment of Convicts.
Lexington (Ky.),September 15th.— Much

excitement has been caused here over the
alleged brutal treatment, at the water works
camp, of the convicts who are at work
there, and it is very probable that it will
materially assist in a move to have the
convicts returned to the prison. On Tues-
day last a report came to town that two
convicts had been beaten to death at the
camp. The Coroner, upon going there, met
a cortege of:the convicts hastening to put
the bodies under ground. They were
stopped and a post mortem examination
was held. The convicts, trusties and free-
men testified to the brutality of Comer and
of Jack Quinn, a boss, who. when Smith
complained ofsickness, knocked him down
with a club and kicked him in the side.
Smith never got up or spoke, but was taken
to prison and died ina few hours. Previ-
ous to Smith's death; O'Brien, who came
on Saturday, complained on Tuesday of
sickness to *

who cursed him and told
him tokeep on •working. Failing in this.
he was knocked down, kicked in the stom-
ach and back and taken to the prison, where
he was brutally

"
strapped."' Comer then

asked him if he could work. He said he
was not able, and was whipped again and
again, though pleading for mercy for the
sake of his wife and children. Comer re-
plied that he had better think of hell.
When taken hack to work he could not
stand up, and, returning to the prison, Co-
mer knocked him down. His bead struck
the door, causing temporary insanity, ami
he was then assisted to bed and died. in an
hour. Daring the examination of the wit-
nesses horriblestories of illtreatment were
developed, and many showed half-healed
scars made by the terrible strap, which lays
the flesh hare at every stroke.

They dragged
him bad and :ii:><k' him eat the cuke, until
the owner;interfered in self-defense. Out
of sheer perversity, the people ate more
iVnit and vegetables than usual. In the
piazza infront of the Municipal palace two |
loafers got a big basket of figs,' and in the
presence of0 hirye crowd be*'.ali to eat them
on a wager. The police marched them lo
the jail. A woniaa who was selling fruit
on the corner of the Piazza del Martin fell
over, dylt.g ofcholera. The crowd made a
buntire of her chair, stand and fruit, and
left her to die. Nobody wouldcarry her to
the hospital.

Under the inspiration of the Archbishop,
the priests are now exerting every effort to
discourage processions and thelike, though
with little success. There lias been an
enormous revival of religious sentiment in
Naples. The street shrines which were
walled tip byGaribaldi in 1860 have all
been opened anil the whitewash scraped off
the holy pictures. Crowds, wildwith joy,
watch the workand hail with shouts cjh-Ii

restoration. The processions are continued
in the poorer streets chiefly by women.
The churches are thronged, and street
altars are being erected. The police do not
dare to interfere with the altars. The most
extravagant stories of miracles worked are
receive Iwith credulity by the people.

Rome, September 15th.— The bulletin
showing the ravages ofcholera during the
past twenty-four hours indicates: Naples
(city), 04-i fresh eases and 231 deaths;
Naples (province), thirty fresh eases and
ten deaths ; Caserta, fourteen fresh eases
and four deaths; Ciineo, twenty-one fresh
cases and thirteen deaths ; Genoa, twenty-
iivc fresh oases and twelve deaths ten
other provinces (names not given),* seven-
teen fresh cases and ten deaths.

ports six fresh eases of cholera and four
deaths have occurred at Elche,"and four
fresh eases and three deaths at Kovelda. In
the city of Lcrida one fatal care ofsporadic,
cholera occurred. One suspected case is
reported in the suburbs ofBarcelona, and
several suspicious cases in the provice of
Tarregona, six of which proved fatal.
