James Ratter, of Florin, exhibits 17
varieties of wine grapes, 9 of table grapes,
samples seedless Sultana raisins, 2 varieties
figs, 4 of apples, 4 ofpears, sample oranges,
Chinese citrons, samples licorice root, silk-
worm cocoons and pampas grass.

P. H. Murphy, of Brighton, exhibits 13
varieties of wine grapes. 22 of table
grapes and 5 of raisin grapes, 6
varieties of plums, 8 of peaches, 3
of figs, (3 ofpears, 2 of apples, 2 of al-
monds, pomegranates, oaage oranges,
quince, pampas grass; walnuts, 2 varieties.
In this exhibit isa bunch of grapes of the
•Flaming Tokay variety, weighing? pounds.

Albert Miller,of Brighton, has an exhi-
bition consisting of 8 varieties of grapes. 3
of plums, 4 of pears, 7 of apples, sample
lady-apples, pomegranates, 2 varieties figs,
and samples of strawberry plants.

George ii.Kerr, Elk Grove, has on ex-
hibition 14 varieties of table and wine

grapes, samples crystallized sun-dried
raisins, 8 varieties of a] pies and 2 of pears.

F.Gabrielle presents an attractive display
of vegetables, consisting of cabbage, 3
kinds of turnips, samples rutabagas, 3
kinds of cabbage, cauliflowers, beets, car-
rots, parsnips. African radish, horseradish,
green corn, pumpkins. 4 kinds of squash,
cucumbers, tomatoes, onion . peppers, rad-
ishes, parsley, <» kinds oi" potatoes, 4 kinds
of beans, 2 of peas, sweet potatoes, cante-
loupes, peppers on vines. Specially notice-
able are cabbages 17 inches in diameter,
beets eight inches indiameter and cucum-
bers nearly three feet long.

G. DeMartini also has a fine display of
vegetables,jconsisting of sweet potatoes, 3
varieties of squash, cucumbers, 3 varieties
ofcabbage, egg plant, peppers, celery, to-
matoes, •< varieties lettuce, 3 varieties string
beans, spinach, corn on stock, carrots, rad-
ishes, leeks, 3 of turnips beets, onions,
parsnips, canteloupes. Specially noticeable
features in this display are some mammoth
squashes, the largest of which weighs lx-'

pounds, and stands two and one-half feet
high on the tab

Manuel E. De.Costa. ofFreeport, exhibits
'2 varieties of potatoes, the Centennial or
Victoria, weighing from two to two -and
one-half pounds ,'each, and 5 samples of
Early Rose.

W. M. Baker, Brighton, has for examina-
tion on the tables of fruit some finegrapes—eighteen varieties— of peaches, four
of pears, one of quinces, -ample of al-
monds, sample of figs, and two nicely ar-
ranged boxes of mixed grapes.

Woodworth, G. L. Threlkel, Jos. Berris-
ford, J. 11. Carrington, Mrs. Jones. Louis
Wilcox, Mrs. Kittie Walther. In their
collection arc very fine samples of peaches,

C. McCreary & Co. have on exhibition
eighteen samples of mill products, consist-
ing of patent roller flour, Graham flour,
comnieal, etc.

W. R.Strong it Co. present as a part of
Sacramento county representation at the
State Exhibition a very line display of;
seed.-, of all kinds. The exhibit i- very at-
tractively arranged in the form of a pyra-
mid, ana in sacks of seeds, boxes of seeds,
and glass exhibit packages of grains, etc.,
arc to be found those of 174 varieties of
vegetables, 35 of herbs, 233 varieties of
flowers, 90 of tree seeds, 28 of grass seeds,
and 24 varieties of grain.

The Turk.

The second grand stock paraile took
place at the Park yesterday morning and
was witnessed by many thousand people.
The exhibit was larger and managed better
than on the former occasion. The proces-
sion was led by double teams, eleven in
number, all beautifully matched in size,

rand style. Next came fifty-fivehorses

of various kinds hitched to buggies and
sulkies. Over one hundred horses led b.y
grooms came next inline. They were of
all sizes, ages and color, handsome and
glossy, and were made to prance along in
from ofthe grand stand so as toshow them
oil'to the best possible advantage. Seven-
teen fine specimens of jacks and jennies
next followed, and immediately behind
them was an elegant span of mules. The
saddle horses, of which there was a goodly
number, followed. Next came rhe cattle,
comprising over two hundred of the
choicest specimens of the best breeds on
the coast. The line was over one and a
halfmiles in length, and by far the best
exhibition oflive stock ever seen in the
Slate.
