GODA.

Tliolargest structural display at the State
Fair Pavilion that first commanding the
attention of the eye on entering— is the
lofty and brilliant architectural structure
in the center of the west wing, by the

. widely-known hardware house of Hunting-
ton, Hopkins &Co.' of.Sacramento and San
Francisco. Some detail regarding ii is
commanded by its beauty and grace and
the art displayed in its adornment. Mr.
Hansbrow, an attache of tin; house, was the
designer, and itwas constructed under bis
direction, occupying four weeks of time.
day and night. The form is that of a Chi-
nese pagoda. All the exterior designs are
worked out by the disposal, by infinite
care and taste, of a myriad of pieces of
hardware tools and house-trimmings on a
background of dark-red, relieved by blue
and black trimmings. The central pyra-
midal structure ... square at the
base, and

FOKTY FECT OVER W.I.

In hipht. Like sentinels, at corners rise
four yraeeful towers, in keeping with the
general design and finish. The upper sec-
tion of the central structure is of less
breadth and depth, and it is crowned by a
circle of ever-revolving locomotive head-
lights, surrounded by a broad circle of
polished and glittering band-lanterns.
Overall rises iibroad, slowly-turning star,

decorated with circular saws and varieties
of small hardware, all Hashing back the
light as the beautiful design revolves. The
cornice below is marked out handsomely
frith such a prosaic article03 sheep-shears.
Bach panel of the upper section bear great
circular saws that revolve slowly, and the
bands of reflected light tin reon resemble
quick-moving dial-hands. The surround-
ing decorations are fanciful designs, worked
out with such odd things as spoons,
butcher-knives, brass (ioor-rail. picture-
nails, etc.

BELOW THESE

Flares the four sloping faces of the roof of
the main body, one bearing the name of
the firm, and of San Francisco and Sacra-
mento in letters of brilliant red, hemmed
in with thick-set bniss nails. Along the
oaves graceful festoons of bains are caught
up with various Glittering tools. 'Two
handsome signs of the firmin gold letters
grace the roof, which is supported by four
pillars from the floor of the base, each
decorated with thermometers, bronze butts,
magnets, etc. On these, here and there,
revolve smaller circular saws. The panels
of the body of the pagoda are thick set
with a great variety of unique and graceful
designs, all of varied metal goods, house
trimmings, all manner of polished bard-
ware, and tools representing all the trades.
Here, too, the eye rests on handsome de-
signs formed of brass, plumbing goods,
steam and water gauges, and the like. It
is impossible to detail these things in the
space at command, strong as is oar desire.
Wo are driven to pass witha glance a land-
scape worked out on one of the panels
most artistically, with human figures hap-
pily introduced

—
a maid made of brass

pins, chain, horse Bails, etc., instead, as
the oldrhyme tells us, of sugar and spice.

?his design 'is framed by others formed of
ishing tackle, pistols, and sporting imple-
nems. etc.

THE LOWER BASE

Has unique designs in having and agri-
cultural band tools. Here are represented
mill and mining supplies, rope, belting,
;tc. As the eye descends it rests again on
the four corner towers referred to, each
rising 25 feet, and connected by cross
pieces, and bearing designs formed with
[rowels, brass bibbs, etc. Each is sur-
mounted by a revolving star and a circle of
band lanterns, and below them circles ol
Parker, Baker and English breech-loading
shotguns, Winchester rifles, etc. There is

not, thus far, described one-half the effect-
ive detail of this splendid work, the equal
of which has not been seen upon this coast.
The whole is railed in by gas pipe, with
ornamental cresting* of brass bios, hose
pipes, etc. As a whole, it is the most elabo-
rate, representative and graceful mercantile
designs ever seen, and the pride of the firm
in it should be such as to justify its pre-
servation, at least by the painters' orpho-
tographer's art. We close our account
with the regret that by nomere descrip-
tion can we convey to the reader any clear
idea ofthis marvel of construction and de-
signing from materials so difficultto adapt
to lines of beauty.

The Committee on Gold Medal Awards
have unanimously recommended that the
gold medal be awarded for the display—a
just award.

A WONDERFUL I'ISi'l.AY OF POWF-R.

For the last three days one of the most
interesting exhibitions at the Park has
been the tests made to show the extin-
guishing power of the Harden hand
grenade tire-extinguisher. The grenade
consists ofan ornamental glass bottle, hold-
ing about a pint of some chemical solution,
which is vaporized upon the application of
heat into fire-extinguishing gases, anil
these killthe tire instantly. A singular
feature about the solution is that it is per-
fectly harmless to flesh or fabric. The
representative last evening broke a bottle
before several of the Directors and drank it
and put itin his eyes. Several of the Di-
rectors tasted it. but it didn't seem to suit
their taste. The tests made were very se-
vere and highly successful, and at the con-
clusion the applause was as hearty as it
was well merited. Partitions were putup to
represent an inside end of a room, and this
was coated over with oil, tar. rosin and
piled in with kindling. When a match
was applied the flames leaped upward
twenty to thirty feet high ami burned fur-
iously, and when well a-lire a grenade was
dashed into it and the liredisappeared as if
by magic. Another test was the tiring
ofa tall wooden chimney or Hue. The draft
carried the tire fur out the top and roared
like a cyclone. The agent broke a grenade
into the base of the flue, and in ihree sec-
onds not a .-park Of lire could be found.
The Board of Directors were so highly
pleased with the grenades that they ordered
a large supply for the Pavilion at their
meeting Thursday night. The chief beauty
of the grenade is its simplicity, and itis in
striking contrast with the heavy, cumber-
some and intricate appliances heretofore
devised. Itis always ready, nothing to get
out of order, a childcan use it,and ii seems
specially adapted to farm and home use; it
should and willprobably come into general
use. The expense is nominal as compared
with other extinguishers, selling, as it does,
according to size, at $10 and $15 per case of
one do/en.
