AN HONEST MINER'S GOLD DUST.

ASwindler** Clever Scheme That Failed

to Work. 7-7 :

Last evening aman entered S. Ginsberg's
cigar and fruit store, representing himself
as a miner, and, presenting a sack which
he said contained gold dust, requested Mr.

Ginsberg to put itin ids safe until morn-
ing,and advance him $20 to use for hotel
and oilierpurposes untilnext day ;also, to

furnish a supply of cigars. The request
was complied withand the man left. Soon
afterwards Mr.Ginsberg concluded that it
might he well to examine the contents of
the sack ami see that all was right. He
did so, and found that the sack contained
shot an,! sand : it' there was any gold dust
iiwas not visible to the naked eye! Search
for the swindler was commenced at once,
and Ginsberg met him on the street, and,
assisted by his brother and Chief Engineer

Sullivan. "took him to the calaboose, where
he gave the name of Conrad Close. A
charge of obtaining money under false pre-
tenses has been entered against him.

Yesterday afternoon a boot and shoe
dealer on X street met Chief Jackson and
informed him that his conscience" troubled
him for retaining information that the po-
lice should have, and he proceeded to state
that a man came tohim that morning and
Said that he had "made a raise"—
had met a miner who had a sack con-
taining $300 in gold dust, got him
drunk, relieved him of the sack and con-
cealed iton the levee. lie would take the
shoemaker in partnership in the matter,
and give him half the dust i: he wouldad-
vance $100 on the remainder. The shoe-
maker declined to do so, and lectured him
upon the enormity of the offense commit-
ted inrobbing the miner. The man Went
uway,and subsequently returned and offered
to sell the dust for "S2OO, saying that he
he would take the shoemaker to where the
sack was, and the latter could pick it up
ami put it in his pocket, and being thus
malt sure of the property, the pay-
ment of the money would lie in order. The
shoemaker persisted in his refusal to have
anything to ,i,» with the business, and con-
cluded to inform the police, On hi- way
to the station-house he met the man on the
street and was told by him that lie had a i

customer for the sack, as a friend was go- J
ing to give him $200 for it when the bank
opened in the morning, ami the shoemaker

need not think anything more about it. j
This made the latter still more anxious to

tell what he knew to the police before the Jsack should be disposed of, and the poor
miner lose his property for ever. When
Chief Jackson suggested to him that in all
probability there had not been any miner
robbed, but thai it looked like a scheme to
swindle him out of the sum of money he
could be persuaded to advance, the shoe- I
maker was astonished; ithad never occured
to him that way, but he though! it might
be so. and his anxiety to have the man ar-
rested increased. Doubtless the sack left ;
with Ginsberg is the same one.

THE SLAUGHTER-HOUSE CASE.
Tlie Full Decision of the Supreme Court—

City Sustained.
The following is the full text of the Su-

\u25a0 *>remc Court decision rendered on the 17th
instant in the slaughter-house nuisance
case, inwhich Messrs. Ileilbron were de-
fendants in the (.'nuns below and peti-
tioners in the Supreme Court forrelease
upon habeas corpus :

The petitioners were arrested ii[>oii a charge
of violating an ordinance of the city of Sacra-
mento, passed June 27, 1872, which declares it

, to be unlawful "forany person to slaughter any
animal within the city,'or to erect, maintain or
use, or cause to be erected, maintained orused,
witliinth" city any housepehed or other build-
in;; as a slaughter-house, Or to dress or clean
any slaughtered animal within the city."

The Act of the Legislature of the state Incor-
porating the ctty, approved April 25,1863, gave
power to the Board of Trustees to make ordi-nances to control and regulate slaughter-houses
or provide for their exclusion from the city
limits or any part thereof. (Art.1.. See. 2).

ltis not necessary toenter upon a lengthy con-
sideration of the points presented on behalf of
the petitioners, as against the validity and con-
stitutionality of the ordinance: it Issufficient to
say that the points presented have been con-
sidered and adjudicated adverse to the petition-
ers by this Court in ex parte Shrader, 33 Cab,
279, ami the power of a municipal corporation
under a charter similar to the one above re-
ferred to, to make and enforce ordinances regu-
lating certain avocations recognized inJohnson
vs.Simon ton. 13 Cab, 242; ex parte smith ami
Keating. US Cab, 702, ami ex parte Casineilo, 62Cab, 538."

Unwholesome trades, slaughter-houses, ope-
rations offensive to the senses, the deposit of
powder, the application of steam power to pro-
pel ears, the building withcombustible materi-als, and the burial of the dead, may all be inter-
dicted by law,in the midst of dense masses of
population, onthe general and rational principle
that every person ought to so use his property \u0084a
not to injure his neighbors; and that private in-
terests must be made subservient tothe general
interests of tlie community." (2 Kent's Com.,
p. 310.) "Ifalandlord could let his building

i fora small-pox hospital ora slaughter-house he
might obtain an increased rent. But he is re-
strained; not because the public have occasion
to make the like use, or to make any use
of the properly, or to take tiny benefit
or profit to themselves from it," but be-
cause it would be a noxious use, contrary
to themaxim, sic uteretuo, ut alienum una lac-
das."
