The Railroad Tax Cases.

San Francisco, September 33d.— D. M. Del-
mas, in the United States Circuit Court to-day.
Justice Field and Judge Sawyer on the bench,

moved that the railroad tax eases be placed on
the Circuit Court docket. He said that the At-
torney-General bas supremeTcontrol of these
eases. He Imas) appeared tor the controller."what does the Attorney-General say?" asked
Justice Field.

Attorney-General Marshall said thai he .bad
no desire to try these cases.

Creed Haymond said that at the last term of
the Court he wasanxious to have the cases tried
and wanted them placed on the docket then.
Inhis opinion all the casescan be tried together
in this order: 1880, 1881, 1882 and 1883.

Justice Field desired to know whether it was
desired to try the cases while the identical
question i-iti the Supreme Court.

.Mr. Delmas said that the question was not
identical. He desired one case brought under
the new law and new assessment to have the
question taken for final settlement to the Su-
preme Court.

Judge Sawyer said that his time was occupied.
Next week he must go toOregon, and the follow-
ing week to Nevada.

Mr. Haymond said that he supposed thai
counsel could agree about leading facts.and that
there would be little difficulty about such facts.
He thought that all the cases could be disposed
of. He suggested to Mr. Delmas to allow a day
or twofor consultation with the Attorney-Gen
eral to see ifthe eases could not be submitted.

Mr.Delmas said that he would like to point
out what mightbe done In trying at least one
case. The Legislature has tried to remedy the
law so far as giving notice is concerned. The
question will come up whether the law provides
the proper machinery lorgiving notice. Ifthe
Court should decide that there was a lack of
notice that would end the case. Pud tr the new
assessment railroad property i- assessed in a
lump at, a unit.

Judge Sawyer said that he would not proba-
bly take the cases up except by consent of
counsel.
Itis probable that some presentation of facts

willbe made to the Court. Ifa hearing should
be reached. Judge Sawyer said that the eases
