Executive Department,

Pursuant to the Constitution of the State of
California, and an Act of the Legislature of the
State of California entitled "AnAct to provide

for the submission of proposed amendments to

the Constitution of the State of California tothe

ualified electors for their approval," approve*
March 7, 1883, notice is hereby given that the
Legislature ol the State of California, at its
twenty-fifth session, commencing on the fire!
Monday after the first day of January. A.D.1883
two-thirds ot all the members elected to each of
the two Houses of said Legislature voting in

iavor thereof, proposed that Section 19 of Ar
tide XI.of the Constitution of the State of Cali-
fornia, be amended go as toread as folio :

Amendment Xo. I.

SECTION 10. In any city where there are no
public works owned and controlled by the mu-
nicipality for supplying the same with water or
artificiallight, any individual or any company,
dulyincorporated for su.-li purpose under and
by authority of the laws of this State, shall, un-
der the direction of the Superintendent 01
Streets, orother officer in control thereof, and
under such general regulations as the munici-
palitymay prescribe for damages, and indent
uity fordamages, have the privilege of using the
public streets and thoroughfares thereof, and of
laying down pipes and conduits therein, and
connections tnerewith, so far as may be neces-
sary for Introducing Into and supplying such
city and itsinhabitants either with gaslight or
other illuminating tight, or with fresh water for
domestic and all other purposes, upon the con-
dition that the municipal government shall
have the right toregulate the charges thereof.

And notice is hereby further Riven, thnt at the
same Fession two-thirds of all the members
elected to each of the two Houses voting In
tavor thereof, the said Legislature proposed that
Section 7o! Article IX.of the Constitution ofthe
State of California be amended so as to read as

follows:
Amendment No. 2.

Section 7. The Governor, Superintendent of
Public Instruction, and the Principals of the
State Normal Schools shall constitute the State
Board of Education, and shall compile, orcause
tobe compiled, and adopt a uniform series ol
text books for use in the common schools
throughout the State. The State Board may
cause such text books, when adopted, to be
printed and published by the Superintendent "f
stat< Printing at the State Printing Office, end
when so printed and published, to be distrib-
uted and sold at the cost price of printing,pub-
lishing and distributing the some. The text
books so adopted shall continue in use not less
than fourVears; and said State Board shall per-
form such other duties as may be prescribed by
law. The Legislature shall provide fora Board
ifEducation ineach county in the State. The
County Superintendent and the County Boards
BfEducation shall have control of the examin-
ation of teachers and the granting of teachers'
certificates within their respective Jurisdictions.

Amendment No. 3.

Section 9 A State Board of Equalization, con-
Fisting of one member from each Congressional
District in this State, ns the same existed in
eighteen hundred and seventy-nine, shall be
elected by the qualified electors ol their respec-
tive districts, at the general election tobe held
in '>c ."ear one thousand eight hundred and
eighty-six, and at each gubernatorial election
thereafter, whose term ofotlice shaß be for four
years, whose duty it shall be to equalize the
valuation of the taxable property inthe several
counties of the State for the purposes of taxa-
tion. The Controller of state thall be ex oflicio
a member of the Hoard. The Boards of Super-
visors of the several counties of the state shall
constitute Boards of-Equalization for their
respective counties, whose duty it shall be to
equalize the valuation of the taxable property
in the county for the purpose of taxation; pro-
vided, such State and County Boards of Equali-
zation are hereby authorized and empowered,
under such rules of notice as the County Boards
may prescribe, as to the countyassessments, and
under such rules of notice as the Slate Board
may prescribe as to the action ofthe State Board,
to increase or lower the entire assessment roll,
or any assessment contained therein, so as to!
equalize the assessment of the property con- j
tamed in «aid assessment roll, and make the ;
assessment conform to the true value inmoney :
ofthe property contained in said roll: provided, .
that no Board of Equalization shall raise any |
mortgage, deed of trust, contract or other obli- i
cation by which a debt is secured, money or j
solvent credits, above its face value. The pres- i

ent State Board of Equalization shall continue !

The Legislature shall have power io rcdistrict
the State into four districts as nearly equal in
population as practical, and to provide for the ,
elections of members of said Board of Equaliza- ;
tion.

he 4th day of NOVEMBER, A. D. ISS4. The
ballots used at such election shall contain the j
words: "For the Amendment No. 1," or the j
words "Against the Amendment No. 1;" "For
the Amendment No. 2," or the words "Against !
the Amendment No.2;" "For the Amendment
No. 3," or the words "Against tho Amendment ]
No. 3," written or printed thereon.
