The State Teachers' Association adopted

resolutions opposing ';!<• proposed cor.siitn-

ttional amendment providing for State pub-
licationof school text-books: Its reasons
are set forth infoniteen paragraphs. First,

Wholesale dealers now pay to publishers
of text-books $iiO,ooo annually." .Second'"

Bui why should she do so, when she can
print them a*cheaply as the Eastern pub-
lishers?, who certainly nuike a largo per-
centage of profit. Third,

lishing house would re<juirc live years'
time and a plant of 3150,000 to prepare
plates and matter to produce such books as
arc needed."

The
State has the b«>ef'.t of tho shortcomings of
the past, and can aroid the errors. But, if
granted, What of it? Ninth, •'The imper-
fection to develop on trial willrequire new
editions, amended and reformed, and will
provoke political tack, legislative inquiry

and public scandal." Even if admitted,
those obstacles in scarcely bo greater than
those now existing. Private publishers are

constantly reforming their editions, and a
hundred or more besiege the counties to
change text-books, corrupt and bribe local
boards, influence by divers means the T^egis^
latures, and manage to fore- their com-
petitive quarrels into the politics of the
counties and the State. The release of the

people from tho miserable contract system

withtext-book publishers will compensate
for all] Bible early imperfections in the

Staie text-books. Tenth, "Itis dangcrrus
for California to stake so much money on
bo doubtful a result. The experiment is the
more dangerous, because it is to bo made
by constitutional amendment, requiring
years for repeal." Tin- "stake" of the

State is not large, by no means equal to
thai the people are forced toput up and

Moreover, the State is to sell the books at
\u2666ost, not give them away. The Teacher*'
Association exposes its ignorance of the

Constitution, since that instrument can be
amended inside of any given number of

Idays. In addition, it is to be said that
constitutional amendment, rather than or-
dinary legislation being the method adopt-

'
ed, itcommends the scheme to considera-
tion. For, ifthe text-books were to lie at
the mercy of the Legislature, the question
would, indeed, present new ami objectiona-
ble phases. But in this matter the people
by direct action Legislate. Eleventh, "No
State should engage in any business thai
can be successfully managed byprivate en-
terprise. The whole matter should be left
open tothe competition ofthe whole world."
This newdoctrinein politicaleconomydoes
not commend itself. <>n the principle
announced the State should not prim her

own report.-! and public documents; she
should abandon the school system, and
leave public education to private enter-
prisp, which issuccessful in educating the
youth. Printing her own text-books, how-
ever, is not a "business" in which private
enterprise is so successful as to satisfy 'he
i pic of the State. It has resulted in
heavy taxation, in political corruption, in

debauched School Boards and officials and
in intigning teachers often working in

private interests for private ain't pecuniary
rewards. Twelfth, '•Publishers now sell
their books and take all risks at an ad-

vance not exceeding $25,000 per year on

the actual cost of manufacture after the

plates arc prepared." Which advance may
lie saved to the people by the adoption of

the amendment. Thirteenth, "Private
publishers arc enabled to so publish be- j
cause they have a clientage of 50,000,000
people, while we willpublish for less than
1,000,01 0 people." But ;l--we are to publish

A NEW POLICY FOR SAN FRANCISCO.

The business people of the city of San
Francisco who for twenty years stood in
tha way of their own prosperity, and by
an illiberalpolicy toward the interior, and
especially toward transportation interests,
have seriously injured the State arid re-
tarded its development, have at last

\u25a0 awakened to the error of their ways. The
Chamber ofCommerce, the Board of Trade

Iand the Manufacturers' Association, have
held a joint meeting and appointed a num-
ber of committees, which may well be
termed Salvation Committees, to consider
and report upon the best means to revive
trade, augment immigration, reduce port

Icharges, encourage transportation interests
and enlarge the now narrow bounds iifSan

IFrancisco's trade area.
iiis a wise movement, and the reports of

the.se committees will be awaited with
profound interest it may not. be con-
sidered impertinent to suggest that the

!speediest way to arrive at a remedy for an
evil is to seek .\u25a0:;' its cause. These coin-'

j miltees, therefore, i in not do better than
to clearly set forth, and without any fear of j

the consequences, the true cause of (he

stagnation ol business in the metropolis!
and the extraordinary shrinkage of the

i trade territory or the city.
The movement indicates that. San Fran-

cisco has at last awakened to a realization
of the fact that she has not, and never had,
a mortgage upon the commerce of tin
coast, nor has she ever been, or can she
ever be, a trade dictator. When she ap-
parently occupied such a relation to tin

\u25a0 Pacific coast and adjacent territories she
was deceived. A broader spirit and more
liberal policy must characterize th" men of
San Francisco than have marked their
course for two decades past. They must
command a trade by merit, : id not expect j
itas the result of the necessities <>:' others. !
They must eschew the political cranks,
demagogues and communists, who have
made cat's paw of them. They

;must woo trade, rather than coerce
it. They must recognize the unity of the
interests of the whole State, and no longer
delude themselves with the idea that San
Francisco is allthere is of California. In-
stead of seeking, as they recently did, to
cripple interior cities by endeavoring to de-
stroy their tran.-portation advantages, they

must encourage their upbuilding anil the
development of the adjacent country. They
must rise to a fillcomprehension of the
truththatSan Francisco's interest is the
local prosperity of '...'-' of the
State and the peopling of the State

The Ilailroad Tax Cases.
San Francisco, September 2i)th.

—
Attorney-

General Marshall, in the United states Circuit
Court this forenoon. Justice Field and Judge
Sawyer on the bench, asked for an order that
the Central Pacific Railroad Company tender of
payment of taxes for Is*!be made Rood in five
•days. lie said that he had prepared astipula-
tion which he thought would be agreed to, and
moved that the Court take up the tax cases,
making first the order which he hail suggested.

Aclerk from D. M. Delmas' office said that he
appeared to represent Mr.Delmas, who repre-
sents the Controller. Mr.Delmas is out of town,
and aserious accident having happened to his
son he is detained. Therefore a continuance
untilnest week was requested.

Creed Haymond said that he understood that
the motion ofthe Attorney-General was that the
railroads should make good their tender. This
the roads are ready to do.

Justice Field—The Attorney-General asks you
to pay the money in fivedays,

Mr.Haymond said that ifthe order was made
and the roads failed to make good the tender,
the benefit ofit would be lost. The tender would
be made good.

Justice Field asked if thereby any objection
to the legality of the claim was not waived?

Mr.Haymond responded negatively, saying
that this was covered by stipulation.

Justice Field—Are you ready topay the money
over'.'

Mr.Haymond— Yes sir. Inour plea we deny
liability. We make no objection to the order.
We cannot make any. The Attorney-General
proposes now to submit these cases upon stipu-
lations. Iwill examine these and answer to-
morrow morning by 11 o'clock. It is merely a
question of law. Ihave not examined the stip-
ulations yet.

Justice Field—-Mr. Marshall, how far do you
recognize Mr. Delmas as an attorney in these
eases?

Mr. Marshall said that he had refused torecog-
nize Mr. Delmas as far as could be for he was
added later. Counsel foi the Controller had been
Messrs. Baggett and Waymire. He thought that

ithere was a limit to the Controller's powers in
the matter of the appointment of attorneys.
The Controller had named two and that was suf-
ficient. He had not end never would recognize
Mr. Delmas more than was necessary in Court,
nor out of Court. He sent him anote, not recog-
nizing him as an attorney, but for fear of some
Obstructive process. He feared also that there

three decisions this morning in Chinese cases in
reference to the amended Chinese Restriction
Act. The first case is that of a boy born in this
country"* Chinese parents. Judge Field holds
that the Fourteenth Amendment to the Consti-
tution docs not exclude the petitioner from citi-
zenship and he must be allowed to nd. The
-\u25a0 \u25a0en.! case, covering that of previous residence,
Judge Field decided that no evidence to that
effect was now permissible ;that no bines?
Could in the future bind in the UnitedStates un-
less the bearer of the required certificate desig-
nated inthe amended Act. The third ca.-e was
that of a remauded Chinawoman, who applied
for admission to bail upon a recognizance that
he would appear when the vessel was ready to

leave. The Judge denied the application, bold-
ingthat under the Jaw the woman was prohib-
ited from landing, and lie has' no authority to
allow the law to be evaded under any condi-
tions.

Pursuant to the Constitution of the State of
California, ami an Act of the Legislature of the

State of California entitled "AnAct to provide
for the submission of proposed amendments to

the Constitution of the State ofCalifornia to the
ualificJ electors for their approval," approve^

March7, 1883, notice is hereby given that the
Legislature 01 the State of California, at its
twenty-fifth session, commencing on the first
Monday after the first day ofJanuary, A.I).1883

two-thirds ot all the members elected to each o!

the two Houses of said Legislature voting in
iavor thereof, proposed that Section IS of At
tide XI.of the Conssitution of the State of Cali-
fornia, be amended so as to read as follows:

Amendment No. 1.

Section 19. In any city where there are no
public works owned and controlled by the ran-
nieipality fur supplying the same with water or
artificial light,any Individual or any company,
duly Incorporated forsu.-h purpose under and
by authority of the laws of this state, shall, un-
der the direction of the Superintendent o(
Streets, or other officer In control thereof, and
under such general regulations as the munici-
pality may prescribe for damages, and Indent
ni'.y tordamages, have the privilegeof using the
public streets and thoroughfares thereof, and of
laying down pipes and conduits therein, and
connections tnere with, so far as may be neces-
sary for introducing into and supplying such
city and itsinhabitants either with gaslight or
other illuminating tight, or with fresh water for
domestic and all other purposes, upon the con-
dition that the municipal government shall
have the right torogulate the charges thereof.

And notice is hereby further given, that atthe
same session two-thirds of all the members
elected to each ofthe two Houses voting in
favor thereof, the said legislature proposed that
Section 7 of ArticleIX.of the Constitution of the
State of California be amended so its to read as

Amendment No. 2.

Skction 7. The Governor, Superintendent ol
Public Instruction, and the Principals of the J
.State Normal Schools shall constitute the State
Board of Education, and shall compile, or cause
to be compiled, and adopt a uniform scries of
text books for use in the common schools
throughout the State. The State Board may
cause such text books, when adopted, to be
printed and published by the Superintendent of
.State Printing at the state Printing Office, and
when so printed and published, to be distrib-
uted and sold at the cost price of printing, pub-
lishing and distributing the same. The text
books so adopted shall continue inuse not less
than four years; and said state Board shall per-
form such other duties as may be prescribed by
law.
