Arrested for Forgery.

Sax Fraxcisco, October 3d.—Detectives
to-dayv arrested Dr. Williamn F. \lnnimn,
the Grand Chancellor of the Order of Cho-
sen Friends, on a complaint sworn to by
Rosanna McEntie, charging him with
forgery. The .l“(“’(‘d forgery consists in the
signing of certain names to a death notice
on Council No. 56 of the Order. The notice
is of the death of Ada Sayers, a seamstress
of San Leandro; the cause of
given as typhoid pneumonia, and the
amount of insurance as $3,000. The notice
surports to be signed by Mi l\n Moran.and
18 sworn to before Julius Sacl k, a Notary
Public of Alameda. The name of the reg-
ular physician is given as William H.

physician. As the death netice must be
signed by either the undertaker or the offi-
ciating cle rgyman at the funeral, the name
of Rev. Alfred Higby, residing on Mission
street, was appended to the document. The
whole thing was then duly signed by a
committee of three appointed by the Coun-
¢il to investigate the matter. Of this com-
mittee, one was the wife of the prisoner;
another, John Dent, a dummy, and the
third, Julia C. Morse. Dr. Morrison then
subscribed again before George T. Knox,
Notary P ublic, as to the cause of the death
and as the name of Dr. Loomis .xl\‘ ap-
pears, evidently some one personated that
gentleman before the Notary.

Dr. Loomis informea the detectives who
were working up the case that he never at-

tended any such person as Ada Sayers, and
had not sworn to the death notice. Julius
Sack, the Notary Public, exists, so it is said,
only in the imagination of the person who
drew up the death notice, there being no
such Notary in the State.

It is suspected that Morrisen, in organiz-
ing the Council, placed on the roll a num-
ber of bogus names, and rezularly paid the
assessments for the same. At intervals he
would report their deaths, and, as the as-
signments were made to him, had no difii-
culty in collecting the money, helped as he
was by his position of Grand Chancellor.
The death notice on which the charge was
brought is believed to be the fourth one he
has forged.

STIRRING SPEECH OF HON. W. M.
CUTTER, LATE A DEMOCRAT.

He Arrvaigns Sharply His Former
Political Party and Examines

At tue Republican mass mecting held at
Biggs, Butte county, a few days since, Hon.
