San Frawncisco, October 7th.—Gasper Le-
febvre, a wood-carver by occupation, living
on Thirtieth avenue, South San Francisco,
ras booked at the City Prison this morning
for murder.

A neighbor,
Mrs. Alwood, on that day went to Le-
febvre's house and became so abusive and
disorderly, as the prisoner claims, that he
ordered her off his place. He says that
she then became more violentand * charged
me with a butcher-knife a foot long.”” He
then ran into his house and brought out
his double-barreled shotgun. It wasloaded
with bird-shot, and when she again ap-
proached him he shot her in the right leg,
above the knee. He claims that he was
only cocking the weapon when one barrel
was accidentally discharged. She was
taken to her home on Thirty-first avenue
and attended by a physician. The wound
was not considered serious, but inflamma-
tion and blood-poisoning set in. She grew
rapidly worse and expired about 3 o'clock
this morning. She was about forty-five
vears old. Her husband is a wood-carver,
and Lefebvre formerly worked for him. A
few weecks ago he and the prisoner had
some difficulty concerning the latter's em-
ployment elsewhere. Lefebvre is about
twenty-four vears of age. He was born in
this city, but says he has no relatives here.
It is said by some persons that he isinsane.
He says that the woman was intoxicated
at the timne, and demanded a saw belonging
to her husband which he had previously
returned.

The Mormon Conference.

Sart Lakg, October 7th.—The Mormons
closed their Conference to-day. John
Taylor, in an address, read what purported
to be statistics from papers published by
notable Eastern authorities, showing the
horribly immoral condition of socciety in
the New England States. Resuming, Tay-
lor said : The people described in the state-
ments read are those who are so horrified
at the immoral condition of Utah, and
from them come our would-be reformers.
His purpose in presenting the statements
in relation to infanticide and other
crimes was to exhibit the true
chargcter of those who perpetrated them,
and to warn the Saints against such char-
acters, some of whom were endeavoring to
insinuate themselves into the society and
houses of the people of God. No such per-
sons could have lot or place among the
Saints, and on no consideration could be
permitted to enjoy the privileges of the
gospel. He warned the officers of the
Church against giving ‘ recommends” to
enter polygamy and other church ordi-
nances to adulterers, murderers, or either
men or women guilty of the unnatural
crimes defined in the extracts read. He
directed that those guilty of such practices be
cut off from the Church, and requested that
all who favored this view should say
“ Aye.” The response was a shout of
“ ayes” that seemed almost to make the
building tremble. Among the missiona-
ries called to carry the gospel to the wicked
people deseribed in Taylor's address is a
yvoung Mormon editor, who has been guilty
of everything except infanticide, and would
be guilty of that if he belonged to the softer
sex. Heissent out as a minister of the
gospel to reform him, and teach the wicked
of Babylon the true path of virtue.

To the Citizens 01‘ Sacramento.

AS MUCH AS WE DISLIKE TO MAKE EX-
planations through the public print of our
personal or business acts, we deem it due to our-
selves at this time to make a clear, candid and
coucise statement of our connection with the
slaughter-house nuisance that has been brought
so prominently before the public during the past
few months. At the outset it can be said of us
that we have lived in this city for upwards of a
quarter of a century, and have ever been re-
garded as straightforward and law abiding citi-
zens; have never stood in the way of any needed
improvements, but have been found in the front
rank of any movement that had for its object
the future health or prosperity of Sacramento.
Our slaughter-bouses, the unjust condemnation
of which has led to so much unfriendly discus-
sion, were erected very many years ago. at a
time when the residence portion of the city was
all west of Twentieth street. Last spring, long
before the rains had ceased, we, in connection
with others in the same business, were notified
that our slaughter-houses and corrals must be
cleaned. We invited the Health Officer to visit
the premises, asked him his advice, what was
expected of us, and of our future intentions,
which were the removalof our hogs from within
the city limits, the filling up of our yards with
sand gnd gravel, the carting off daily of the
blood, offal and matter of any deseription that
was in the least offensive to sight, to smell, or
that coud be considered deleterious to the
health of the community. Thisstatement, made
in good faith, was accepted by the Health Offi-
cer, the Board of Health and the City Trustees,
who have been requested at various times to
visit the premises and see for themselves that
our every promise was being more than fulfilied.
The hogs were removed long since, and the yards
that are being complained of as reeking with
filth are the same to-day, as they have been for
weeks past, and any fair-minded, unprejudiced
citizen who will inspect for himself will ascer-
tain that such bold statements are unqualifiedly
false; and, on the contrary, that the yards are
clean, sweet, unoffensive, and will compare fa-
vorably with those of any other portion of the
city. We have been, knowing the extreme vin-
dictiv:ness of our persecutors, so very careful
of our premises thas even the water used for
washinug the slauginter-house floors has been re-
moved. Time and again has the Health Officer,
the members of the Board of Health and the
City Trustees visited the premises, and on the
occasion of every visit did they declare that the
premises wese in a cleanly and inoffensive cons
dition, sheir location in a position which ren-
dered it utterly impossible for the existence of a
nuisance such as complained of by LeMay and
his supporters. Dr. Cluness, the President of
the Board of Health, after two careful inspec-
tions, recommended the place as healthy, and
as being kept in excellent condition. Dr. ?.uim-,
Dr. Snyder, Dr. Brune, all membersof the Board
of Health, inspected the premises and joined in
their President's report. Not later than a week
ago.Trustees Nielsen and Gutenberger, inorderto
satisfy themselves upon this much-mooted ques-
tion, rode out to the slaughterfouses and gave
them a close and careful inspection. They
claimed then, and openly asserted that as City
Trustees it was not their intention to drive such
an industry from the city, and expressed much
surprise at the statements of the agitators of
this unheard of raid upon the individual rights
of law-abiding ecitizens. Their obzervations
conclusively proved to them that the various
yarns that had been from time to time la’d before
them were not in the interest of the welfare of
the city, or the protection of general health, but
were in the line of persecution. They openly
declared that from the location of the slanghter-
houses and the residence of Mr. LeMay, that
owing to the direction of the pre-
vailing winds if the slauglter-houses were
ever so  offensive pot one  single odor
would ever reach the olfactory unerve, no
matier how sensitive it might be, of anyone on
the LeMay premises. When these »en com-
bined out of a spiritof melignity topersecute us,
they brought into their empioy a lawyer, Grove
L. Johuson, whose feclings personally were in
full accord with the LeMay combinaticn, and he
was not slow in finding an unheard of ordinance
which said that no slaughter-houses should be
maiutained within the eity limits, This unjust
ordi ce, that had been stumbering for up-
Wi of tourteen years, was touched by the
i minent legal light, awoke from
W

wand h

its Rip Van nk!le sleep, and used for our per-
secution. Unjust, unfair, unmanly, not willing
toaliow usto make astaiement, o even be heary,
iheir every act has been characterized by a low
cunning that would do credit to an embryo law-
ver, but is a line of action that would be scorned
by any man learned m the legal iore. We knew
nothing of the existence of such an ordinance.
It seems to have been passed years ago, for what
purpose the records do not show, and was never
attempted to be enforced. General Hart, trust-
ing to the good judgument of Judge Armstrong,
asked him in regard to the constitutisnality of
the ordinance. ile replied that it had been
passed upon by theSupreme Court, who claimed
that it was good law, but much as he respected
their opinion he must say that his own is that it
is unvonstitutional. The Board of Trustees in-
d us that they weould pass an amended or-
ce that would allow us to remain where
we are, under certain restrictions, provided the
Board of Heaith would rwmmm»:u? it. The mat-
ter was reported to the Board of Health, and re-
ceived their hearty approval and indorsement.
They even went so far as to write, unsolicited,
certain certificates recommendiag the proposed
action, and the petition jor the same was signed,
not by people who lived in the eity remote from
the slaughter-houses, but those of the immediate
neighborhood. When Dr. Cluness wrote his
recommendation to the Board requesting them
to grant our petition, we r<-u:;.rkn-~g 1l we were
sorry to put him to so much trouble. His reply
came promptly, *“I want to do what is right.”
Before the Board Monday he, in sabstance, sail
that his previous statements concerning the
condition of the premises were untriae, and took
a back track. The fact is, the Doctor ecame to
our place, as would a Jdetective, early Sacurday
morning, when we were asleep.  The slaughter-
ho is thoroughly cleansed every evening im-
mediately aiter the slaughtering is done; but on
Fridays they have a great deal of work, owing
to the fact that they have to slaughter for two
days, and some cases, as in this one, when their
work lasts tili well long into the night, the
cleaning is postponed until the next morning,
anad all they have to do that day is to clean up.
If the Dector's visit had been an bour later, or
at any-reasonable hour of the day, he would
have found the premises in a thoroughly
cleansed condition, aua the objoctionable mat-
ter referred to by him would have disappeared.
He discovered 37 hogs in a dry and graveled lot.
The Doctor is no doubt aware of the fact that
swine driven for any considerable distsnee, or
having been shook up by transportation on
cars, must be rested from two to three days
prior to their being slaughtered, before their
meat would be properly cooled out and fit for
food. The pigs referred to by the Doctor were
there for that puipose, and not for feeding and
fattening, and their pens were looked after with
the utmost care. 1t will be necessary for the re-
peal of section 12, of ordinance 17, before the
next State Fair, orone of their best exhibits at
the Park will be exciuded. However, this or-
dinance is just as fair as the one which compels
us to abandon our property and move outside of
a city, for the improvement of which we have
been taxed for the past twenty-five years.
