Ancther Phase of the Chinese Question.

Wasnrnsrons, October 10th. — Another
phase of the Chinese question has been
presented to the Treasury Department. A
few days ago a party of eighty-six China-
men arrived at San Francisco. Some of
them, who had formerly resided in the
United States, were provided with the cer-
tificates prescribed by the Act of 1882, but
none of them had the certificates required
by the supplementary Act of 1S%4. They
were 910t permitted to land, as the United
States Courts in California recently decided
that Chinese can be allowed to land only
on the preduction of the evidence, required
by law, and that secondary evidence cannot
be accepted in such cases. The Secretary
has, however, decided not to interfere in
the‘muttcr, on the ground that it is a ques-
tion to be settled by the Courts.

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Cremation of an Indian Rajah.

A case of eremation has occurred at Lit-
retat nnder very remarkable circumstances.
A rich Indian, the Rajah Abusabid Koan-
derao, with a suite of twelve, came lately
to the Hotel des Bains, scared from Nice
by the cholera. He died of an anthrax, or
carbuncle, rather suddenly. IIis friends
asked that his body might be burned with
Asiatic rites.  The Mayor of Itretat,
greatly embarrassed, telegraphed to Paris
for instructions, and an auathorization was
given, but great pains were taken to pre-
vent the public from seeing the nmusual
spectacle. At 2 o’clock in the morning the
corpse was placed on a bier on the sands
at the foot of one of the great white cliffs
of Etretat, where it was set fire to, and
continued burning to 6 in the morning.

There were scarcely any spectators,
except the native friends of the
deceased and some fishermen, who ap-

peared greatly astonished at the nnusual
spectacle of which they were witnesses.
The ashes, when the incineration was com-
plete, were divided into three portions.
One was thrown to the winds, another into
the sea, and a third placed in a vase to be
sent to relatives in India.—[ London News.
