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PIGEONS AND TRAPS.

James Parrott Wins the 100-bird Match
—Fgorester Gun Club Shoot.

A large number of people gathered at
Agricultural Park yesterday morning to
witness the pigeon-shooting match between
James Parrott and George Routier, which
had been a prominent subject of conversa-
tion among lovers of the gun in this vicin-
ity during the past two weeks. The condi-
tions were 100 birds each, 21 yards rise, 80
rards boundary, three traps, $100 a side.
The weather was threatening before the
{ match commenced, and there was quite a
{ heavy fall of rain during half the time it
| was in progress. At first the birds were very
lively, but while the rain was falling many
evinced a disposition to settle down by the
trap and look around before taking _!ll;:ht.
The contestants had secured strong pigeons
for the match, but, throngh a mistake ot
the trappers, some of any other lot of birds,
not as good, were used a portion of the
time. Prior to the match pool-selling was
in order, Routier being favorite at an aver-
age of $3 50 to $2 5. “J.W. Todd acted as
judge for Routier, H. Clay Chipnian for
Parrott, and J. D. Young as referec. The
match was conducted without any disagree-
ments or exhibition ot ill-feeling, and diffi-
cult shots were loudly applauded. Parrott
was first at the score, and brought his bird
down handsomely. Routier followed in
wood style. Parrott’s second bird was hard
hit, but got away, and his opponent’s stock
appreciated in the pools. ,

Those who had an idea that Parrott
would become nervous because of his fail-
ure were mistaken, however, as he did not
miss again until his 23d bird, laying his
birds out meanwhile in a manner that
could not be excelled. Routier was not so
fortunate. He lost his fourth bird, also his
seventh, and scarcely settled down to good
work until his fortieth. He scemed a trifle
slow, hitting his birds too far back, and
when he missed it was mainly through
shooting behind. He made one run of ‘13,
and followed it with another of 29. Par-
rott made arun of 20, lost a bird, and then
killed G2 in succession. Up to his eighty-
fifth he had only missed 2, and it appeared
probable that he would make a wonderful
{ record, but, getting a little careless, he
missed 4 out of the last 15, winning the
match by 94 out of 100—the best score ever
made in thissection of the State. Following
is the result in detail :
