for the submission of proposed amendments to
the Constitution of the State of California tothe

ualified electors for their approval," approve**
March 7, 1888, notice is hereby given that the
Legislature ot the State of California, at its
twenty-fifth session, commencing on the first
Monday -after the first day of-January, A.D.ISS3:
two-thirds ot all the members elected to each of

the two Houses of said Legislature voting in
iavor thereof, proposed that Section 19 of Ar

tide XI.of the Conssitution oftheState of Cali-
fornia, be amended so as to read as follows:

Amendment So. 1.

Section 19. In any city where there are no
public worksowned and controlled by the mu-
nicipality for'supplying the same withwater or
