DEMOCRATIC ESTIMATE OF THE
RESULT.

Of course the Democratic organs claim
that there was not much of a shower in

Ohio after all. The San Francisco Examiner
coolly pronounces the result of the election
a practical Republican defeat, and this
in tho face of the fact that out of 21 Con-
gressmen from Ohio the Democrats have
had 13, while by the election of Tues-
day the vote of Ohio in tho House will

now beat least 11 Republicans to 10 Demo-
crats. 'It totally ignores the fact that the
Democrats carried Ohio in 1883 by 12,629
ovcr'thc Republicans, whereas inthis year
the Democracy has lost that twelve and a
half thousand, and the Republicans have

piled from 14,000 to 15,000 majority on lop
of it. Ifcourse, according to (he Examiner,
there was commission of fraud by the Re-
publicans. What a set of grand rascals
they are. Somehow they never whip
Democrats (airly—according to the Demo-

cratic plaint These pure, innocent, un-
sophisticated and upright fellows never can
prevail against Ihe repeating, bulldozing,
corruption and damnable frauds of that
vicious class of citizens whose whole moral
nature is turned topside down if they vote
the Republican ticket. It is a very sad
state of affairs, to be sure, ifthe Examiner
isto be believed.

The Pan Francisco Alta thinks Die battle
inOhio has not decided anything much.
In 18* Newman, present incumbent, was
elected Secretary of State, his vote being
316,874, while Townsend, the Republican
candidate, received but 297,7159, or 10,115
less. Bui now Newman,, leading his ticket,
i- defeated for the same office by the Repub-
lican candidate by at least 14.000 to 15,000
majority. Certainly this decides the dis-
pute as to whether there has been a change
ofsentiment among the people of Ohio in
favor of the Republican party. Itdemon-
strates also a change of 27,000 votes in one
year for the Republicans.

As we remarked yesterday, the election
by no means decides the Presidential con-
test. We re*H*at that had Ohio gone Dem-
ocratic we should not have conceded the
national fight Nor, now that ithas gone
Republican by 15,000, splendidly stimulat-
ing :i- it is, docs it warrant relaxation of
effort. Invariably the state inaPresiden-
tial year lias been Republican, and invari-
ably it has given the party a larger Novem-
ber than an October majority. In 1880 it
veil- Republican in November by 6,150 more
than in October:*, Ohio we are assured of
for Blame and Logan, but the necessity for
earnest labor by Republicans remains.
The handicap of a solid South, tbe
unity which has existed among Democrats
for twenty-four years, though out of office,
the defection ofthe Independents, the silly
attempt of the Prohibitionists to make that
a,national policy which lias no! yet at-
tained the proper status in the States, all
make the gallant fight of Ihe Republican
candidates one against mighty odds.

The Suicide Near Truckee.
TnucKKß, October Coroner John Reiser

left yesterday morning witha jury to hold an
inquest over the body of the man reported to
have been found dead yesterday. On arriving
at the place where the body had been Been.it
was discovered lying by the Bide of a log,and
was evidently acase of suicide. The body was
lyingon its back, about fifty feet from the trail
on a little knoll, the right arm resting on the
chest and the right hand grasping a revolver of
the British bull-dogpattern, with one chamber
discharged, allthe other chambers beingloaded.
There was a pistol wound in the right temple.
No other wounds were observable on his per-
son, but the mice had eaten offportions of the
nose and around the wound and the left side' of
the face, making the features unrecognizable.
The body was so much decomposed that it was
withdifficulty the Coroner and jury could ex-
amine it. A pen-knife and note-book were
found, which were all there was on the body.
On opening the note-book, on the first page was
found the following lines, written withiilead-
pencil, while the remainder of the leave-* were
untouched :
"I,Howard Barnes, of St. Louis, take my life

this, the 28th day ofSeptember, 1881, on account
of ill-health and despondency, owing toan evil
habit and whisky, the ruin ofmany young men.
lam twenty-two years old."

The deceased was about five feet ten or eleven
Inches inheight, and had evidently been of a
tall,slender build, with light brown hair. He
was welldressed in checked woolen coat, vest
and pants rather closely matched, but not of the
same pattern, speckled calico shirt, cotton socks
and buckled sho.-s somewhat worn. He was
evidently a tramp, though a well-dressed one,
and the lines in his note-book must have been
with the view ofhaving his identity ascertained,
should his body ever be found. No clue was
left as to whether he had relatives in the Bast
or not.

The Coroner's jury brought ina verdict inac-
cordance with the facts above mentioned. The
body was in such a decomposed Hate, having
lain where itwas forsixteen days, that it was
buried on the spot, a coffin having been brought
out for that purposs by the Coroner.
