Actio., of Uie Presbyterian Synod on this

Question.
At Saturday's session of the Presbyte-

rian Synod of the Pacific the permanent
Committee on Temperance submitted the
followingreport, which was unanimously
adopted :

The extermination of the liquor traffic
l.v mean- of constitutional prohibition, or
in any other approved way, is the greatest
question "now before the American people
as an external reform inaid of the gospel.

Every town and hamlet is interested in
it,every State is agitated by it, and soon

this whole nation willbe shaken by it as
the tree** of the forest are shaken by a
mighty wind. Another irrepressible con-
flict is coming in the history of the United
States of America, nnd the current of
events i- setting steadily and swiftly to-
wards the impending crisis. Total absti-
nence from intoxicating drink- as a bever-
age has been settled as the only true prin-
ciple of temperance, at least in this ago
and nation, and the absolute extermination
of the traffic in these drinks is now the
work to be done. This position is taken
by the Christian Church of nearly" ail de-
nominations. The Israel of Cxi is com-
mitted to this reform. Without in any
way entering the political field, the
Churches of this country are committed to
this reform. Our own General Assembly,
alter making a similardeclaration, add the
following:

They are now prepared tosay of the traffic in
intoxicating liquors, as Abraham Lincoln said
ofanother evil,ifthis traffic be not wrung, noth-
ing is wrong. We cannot believe that this atti-
tude of the church..- ofour country is the result
offanaticism. We cannot believe that the Spirit
ofGod has given over His people to a delusion
upon this subject. We are compelled to believe
that incoming up to the high plane of total ab-
stinence from all intoxicating liquors as abev-
erage, and of determined and irreconcilable
hostility to the drinking saloon, as the sworn
foe of all that is best and purest inour civiliza-
tion, tho Church of Christ is simply following
the standard of her Divine leader. She can
take no step backward. She hears inthe word
and inDivine Providence the command,

to the childica of Israel, that they go ward."
and with unwavering courage and inflexible
determination she will go forward to glorious
victories over the great foe of God and man.

Yourcommittee would call attention of
members of the Synod to the entire action
of the bust Assembly on this subject, and
to the report of tile Assembly's Permanent
Committee, as showing the advanced
ground now held by our church, and the

The State of California willbe the field
of the hardest battle, and the Synod of
the Pacific would do well to study carefully
the special aspects of the temperance ques-
tion presented in this westernmost border
of Christian civilization.

This i.s a wine-producing State, and every
year sees new vineyards started. Native
wine is already looked upon as one of the
staple products of California, and the peo-

greater than now in a few year.-. The

At the annual meeting ofthe Congrega-
tional State Association of California in
1883, a paper was read upon "The Use of
Creeds." After reading, itwas referred to
a special committee of. prominent pastors
of the denomination for consideration, and
a report to be submitted by them at the
meeting of the Association to be held at
.Stockton the present month. At the re-
cent meeting of the Association the report
was read, and concluded by recommending
the adoption ofthe following form of Con-
fession of Faith lor use in admission to
church membership:

We believe in one God, infinite and perfect,
revealed in His word as the Father, the Sou, and
tin- Holy Spirit.

We believe in the Atonement by Christ, who,
being God, became man und suffered to take
away the sin of the world.

We believe iv the renewal by the Holy Spirit,
and in the forgiveness of sins, on condition of
repentance toward God and faith toward our
Lord Jesus Christ.

We believe in the Holy Scriptures, given by
inspiration of God, and able to make us wise
unto salvation.

We believe in the Holy Christian Church; the
baptism of water; the supper of the Lord;the
sac-redness ol the Lord's Day; the immortality
of the soul; the resurrection of the dead, and
the just recompense of the world tocome.

A spirited debate upon the adoption of
the report of the committee revealed the
fact that while allpresent deemed it wise
to have the main tenets of the faith heldI
to by the denomination set forth. formally|
in the records of each church in an ex-
plicit and somewhat extended manner,' j
like that recently recommended by the ;

committee of twenty-five, appointed by the
National Association, the sentiment of a
very large majority was in favor ofgreatly
shortening the form of the Confession of
Faith, and many were ready to adopt the
extreme simplicity of the primitive
Church.

Tlie Good Tcmplara* Organ Suspends I

I'ublleatiun— Cause Assigned.

At the meeting of the State Grand Lodge J
of Good Templars in San Jose last week
it was decided, on recommendation of a

'

special Investigation Committee to look
over the acta of the Executive Committee |
of tlie Grand Lodge, to discontinue the
publication of the Rescue, a weekly journal j
ami organ of the Good Templars, which |
began its existence about twenty-one yean-
ago. This step was a rather sudden one
and somewhat of a surprise to the many i
who have watched its career to adult

years. ,The explanation for the action as

'
