If the third amendment is ratified, the
organic law of the State will contain an-
other ingeniously idiotic inconsistency. It
will have established the legal fiction that
for purposes of taxation a mortgage shall
not be regarded as a mortgage at all, but
shall be deemed an interest in the property
affected thereby, and treated accordingly.
Then, later on, when it comes.to de-
fine the powers of the State Board
Equalization, it will repeal this lega
fiction, declare that for purposes
of equalization the mortgage shall cease
be interest®* in the property
and be deemed a mortgage only. If the
people of the State of California propose to
adhere to the doctrine of taxing mortgages
it would seem to be both reasonable and
just that the mortgagee's interest in the
property should be subjected to the same
rules of equalization which govern all the
pracesses of assessment applicable to the
interest of the party who holds the
ments of title.

San Francisco Money Mariket.

SAN Fraxcisco, October 21st.—The feature of
the week was the failure of A. W. Bowman, a
private capitalist and real estate dealer, an-
nounced on the i6th. On that and every day
since the gossip in bank and financial circles
has turned largely upon that failure. The latest
phase shows it to have been one of the most un-
expected and disastrous which has startled this
community in a long time. The principal suf-
ferers are estates and trust funds. Money con-
tinues firm at Sper cent. as a rule for the general
run of commercial paper, though the extremes
are 7to 9. The Savings Banks are loaning at 6
@7 on city real estate, and paying the mortgage
tax. The Hibernia has just puton $150,000 in
one loan to a private capitalist at 6 per cent. It
stands to loan other sources at the same rate.
All the Savings Banks appear to be well sup-
plied with money. Wheat borrowers are getting
accommodation at 6@7 per cent. where the
wheat is in approved warehouses.

The Bowman Failure.

SAN Fraxcisco, October 21st.—Reports that
reached this city to-day from the country home
of A. W. Bowman, the fiduciary agent whose
recent failure caused widespread comment and
excitement, are that his physical condition is
extremely low. He now seems to be suffering
from symptoms of typhoid fever, the disease, of
course, being 'grmn‘\ aggravated by the distress-
ing state of his atfairs. It was stated to-day that
the indications at present are that the failure
will be found to he much less disastrous than at
first n]nrmi The assignee says that he in-
